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Abstract

The United Kingdom held a referendum on 23 June 2016 to withdraw from membership
of the European Union. The UK government took advantage of Article 50 of the Lisbon Treaty
and set the date to leave the European Union on March 29, 2019, but the terms of the treaty
stipulate various processes of withdrawal by having an agreement between the European Union
and the United Kingdom which must be accepted by both parties. Currently, the said agreement
has not been successful. Therefore, the European Union has extended the withdrawal process of
the United Kingdom.

Despite of leaving the European Union, the United Kingdom still need special privileges
from the European Union, in particular, the liberalization of 4 aspects: goods, services, capital and
individuals. Therefore, the United Kingdom wishes to liberalize with the European Union only 3
sides, with the exception of personal mobility. But the European Union does not agree.

Whether the United Kingdom continues as a country member in the European Union
by canceling Brexit negotiations or resigning without withdrawal agreement or hold a referendum
again, inevitably affects go to the politics and economy of the United Kingdom and the European
Union as a whole.

“...5. The European Council shall elect its President, by a qualified majority, for a term of two and a
half years, renewable once...."
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" The Treaty on European Union, as amended by the Treaty of Lisbon, provides in Article 17:

“..5. As from 1 November 2014, the Commission shall consist of a number of members, including its
President and the High Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, corresponding to
two thirds of the number of Member States, unless the European Council, acting unanimously, decides to alter
this number....."

" The Treaty on European Union, as amended by the Treaty of Lisbon, provides in Article 15(2):

“..2. The European Council shall consist of the Heads of State or Government of the Member States,
together with its president and the President of the Commission. The High Representative of the Union for
Foreign Affairs and Security Policy shall take part in its work...”

“..2. The European Parliament shall be composed of representatives of the Union's citizens. They shall not
exceed seven hundred and fifty in number, plus the President. Representation of citizens shall be degressively
proportional, with a minimum threshold of six members per Member State. No Member State shall be allocated
more than ninety-six seats...”

" The Treaty on European Union, as amended by the Treaty of Lisbon, provides in Article 12(b):

“National Parliaments contribute actively to the good functioning of the Union:

...(b) by seeing to it that the principle of subsidiarity is respected in accordance with the procedures provided
for in the Protocol on the application of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality;..”
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'® The Treaty on European Union, as amended by the Treaty of Lisbon, provides in Article 50:

“1. Any Member State may decide to withdraw from the Union in accordance with its own constitutional
requirements....”

The Treaty on European Union, as amended by the Treaty of Lisbon, provides in Article 238:

“..3. As from 1 November 2014 and subject to the provisions laid down in the Protocol on transitional
provisions, in cases where, under the Treaties, not all the members of the Council participate in voting, a
qualified majority shall be defined as follows:

(a) A qualified majority shall be defined as at least 55% of the members of the Council representing the
participating Member States, comprising at least 65% of the population of these States.

A blocking minority must include at least the minimum number of Council members representing more
than 35% of the population of the participating Member States, plus one member, failing which the qualified
majority shall be deemed attained;

(b) By way of derogation from point (a), when the Council does not act on a proposal from the
Commission or from the High Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, the qualified
majority shall be defined as at least 72% of the members of the Council representing Member States
comprising at least 65% of the population of these States...”
