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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1. to study learning styles in foreign languages of
undergraduate students in Faculty of Arts, Dhurakij Pundit University, 2. to analyze the different
learning styles in foreign languages of undergraduate students in Faculty of Arts, Dhurakij Pundit
University, and 3. to study the relation between learning styles and learning outcomes in foreign
languages of undergraduate students in Faculty of Arts, Dhurakij Pundit University. The samples
used in the study were 1565 undergraduate students majoring in English, Chinese and Japanese,
Faculty of Arts, Dhurakij Pundit University. The research instrument was a questionnaire with 5
rating scales and reliability at 0.92 adapted from The Grasha-Riechmann Student Learning Styles
Scale. The data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, ANOVA, and Chi - square Test.

The results of the study found that:

1. The use of learning styles in foreign languages of students in Faculty of Arts, Dhurakij
Pundit University was in a moderate level.
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2. Students in different majors, English, Chinese and Japanese used learning styles in
foreign languages indifferently in general, but in details, students in different majors used different
language learning styles with a statistically significant figure at 0.05. In paired test, students
majoring in English used the Participant Style more than Japanese major students did.

3. Learning styles had no any relation with the learning outcomes. Students having
high learning outcome level used the competitive style the most, while those with low learning
outcome preferred the Participant Style.
