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Abstract

The objectives of this research are: 1) to determine the characteristics of university students
who participate in the football betting; 2) to examine the factors which affect the gambling
frequency and the gambling expenditures on football betting; and 3) to investigate the income
elasticity of demand for football betting and estimate the pent-up demand for legal football betting.

The empirical results can be concluded that 1) most students who participate in football
betting are male, living with their parents, and studying at the universities which are located in
the rural areas. The increase of students’ personal income and the decrease of students’ daily
expenditures lead to increase the opportunity of students’ football betting. 2) Students who
have high daily expenditures will spend more and frequently gamble on football betting whereas
students who have an increase in family’s income and personal income will have a low rate of
football betting. However, students who bet through football gambling websites have a higher
rate of gambling frequency and gambling expenditures than students who gamble with gambling
operator (offine football betting). 3) The result of pent-up demand for legal football betting, with
respect to the personal income, is positive and inelastic. It can be interpreted that if students’
personal income goes up 1 Baht, the expenditure on legal football betting, if the government
legalises the football betting, will go up 0.40 Baht on average.
