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Abstract

This research titled Student Affairs Administrative Strategies for the Effectiveness
of Learner Development in the Information Age has the following objectives: 1) To
investigate the problems and needs of student affairs administration in the information
age by eliciting responses from school administrators, student affairs teachers,
computer teachers, and the board of student-parent network, totaling 984 persons from
42 secondary education service areas, using a multi-stage random sampling method.
2) To investigate the effectiveness of learner development in the information age by
analyzing the data from 15 experts 3) To propose the student affairs administrative
strategies for learner development effectiveness in the information age through SWOT
Analysis and TOWS Matrix. The instruments used for data collection were five Likert’s
type questionnaires. Various statistical methods were used for analyzing the data,
including distribution frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, summary and
content analysis.

The result of this research were as follows: 1) Both problems and needs for the
administration of student affairs of the school administrators, student affairs teachers,
computer teachers, and the board of student-parent network were found to be at the
high level, which included student discipline, ethics, safety, and the provision of student
activities. 2) Learner development effectiveness in the information age were found to
entail five aspects as follows: 1) Computer Literacy 2) Information Media Literacy
3) Language Literacy 4) Critical Thinking and 5) Information Literacy 3) Student affairs
administrative strategies for learner development effectiveness in the information age
were found to entail five strategies as follows: Strategy 1: To develop learners to become
global citizens with high potential in using ICT in the information age. Strategy 2: To
develop learners to acquire desirable characteristics in using technology in the
information age. Strategy 3: To develop learners in using technology safely in the
information age. Strategy 4: To facilitate / provide learner with information-searching

activities. Strategy 5: To develop the learners’ ICT use.
