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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to determine 1. the components appropriate
to thai society guidelines for participation in school administration of parent teacher
association, 2. The model of appropriate to thai society guidelines for participation in
school administration of parent teacher association, and 3. the appropriate to thai
society guidelines for participation in school administration of parent teacher association.
The sample consisted of 280 the parent teacher associations. Data is given by the
president of the parent teacher association, vice president of the parent teacher asso-
ciation (school directors) and the secretary of the parent teacher association. The research
instrument used were 1. simi-structured interview 2. questionnaire for checking opinion
3. questionnaire for checking and confirming the appropriate guidelines of participation
of parent teacher association in the administration management of educational institute
for thai society. The statistical used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, arith-
metic mean, standard deviation, exploratory factor analysis path analysis and content
analysis

The research findings revealed that:

1. The components of a model of the of six components which were 1. network
participant 2. organization environment 3. relationship between schools and communi-
ties 4. members participation 5. evaluation 6. resource support.

2. The model of appropriate to thai society guidelines for participation in school
administration of parent teacher association by exploratory factor analysis consisted of,
were well fitted with the empirical data considering the consistency index such as the
highest direct effect variables were relationship between schools and communities (fac-
tors 3) evaluation (factors 5) resource support (factors 6) with network participant (factors
1) organization environment (factors 2) members participation (factors 4). The highest
indirect effect variables were members participation (factors 4) and network participant
(factors 1)

3. The results showed 28 guidelines for 6 factor components and the appropri-
ate guidelines of participation of parent teacher association in the administration man-
agement of educational institute for thai society were suitable for school context, pos-
sibility for implementation, accuracy of conceptual frameworks and useful for school

development.
