Everyday Cheating

Cheating is common in everyday life. For one thing, cheating at school is common.
Many students will borrow a friend’s homework and copy it in their own handwriting. During a
test, students will use a tiny sheet of answers stored in their pockets or sit near a friend to copy
answers. People also cheat on the job. They use the postal meter at work for personal mail or
take home office supplies such as tape, paper, or pens. Some people who are not closely
supervised or who are out on the road may cheat an employer by taking dozens of breaks or using
work time for personal chores. Finally, many people cheat when they deal with large businesses.
For instance, few customers will report an incorrect bill in their favor. Visitors in a hotel may
take home towels, and restaurant patrons may take home silverware. A customer in a store may

change price tags because “This is how much the shirt cost last month.” For many people, daily
