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Abstract

This research aimed to develop English activity bank based on Kolb’s learning styles
for first year undergraduate students in Phranakhon Rajabhat University.The study of Kolb’s
learning style found four learning styles: divergent, assimilation, convergent, and
accommodation. The study of the General Education curriculum of Rajabhat Phranakhon
University reported that two English courses were required.The first course English for
Communication was chosen. Then, an in-depth study of each learning style was undertaken
and an activity bank for this course based on Kolb’s leaning styles was constructed. After that,
a study of congruence of the constructed activities and the learning styles was conducted.
Later, nine experts who were derived through a purposive random sampling were asked to
complete the evaluation forms in order to identify its accuracy and suitability. After the
evaluation forms had been gathered, the IOC was identified. Next, the improvement of the
activity bank was made according to the experts’ suggestions. The presentation on the findings
was given through descriptive information.

The results were as follows:

1) The analysis of student learning styles suggested four types.

2) The activity bank construction for the course of English for Communication gave
rise to 13 unit plans and each of them provided activities covering all Kolb’s four learning
styles. Hence, 52 lesson plans were created.

3) The evaluation of the experts showed approvals for overall structure and unit
elements. As for the congruence of activity bank and learning styles, the experts agreed on its
applicability. However, they recommended three of all lesson plans needed adjusting to accord
with the four learning styles.

PROCEDURE
1. Draw these signs on the board : (1)
Ask for a volunteer to come to the board. The teacher gives these direction in random order : Go straight on./ Turn right. / Turn
left./Take the second on the right. / Take the third on the left. Tell the volunteer to point to the appropriate sign when you give a
direction.
2. Draw this map on the board, or put up the poster. Point out the arrow labeled ‘YOU ARE HERE’
3. Ask the learners to write the numbers 1 to 5 in their notebooks.
4. Explain to the class that you are going to give directions from the arrow labeled YOU ARE HERE to five places on the
map. Give directions to the first place:
Number one. Go straight on. Take the third on the left. Then it's on your right. Tell the learners to write down the
name of the place. Check that they have got 'post office’.
5.Do the same for the other four places.
Number two. Go straight on. Take the second on the right. Go past the car park, then it's on your right.
Number three. Take the first on the right, then it's on the left.
Number four. Take the second on the left. It's near the end of the road on the right. Number five. Take the second
on the left. It's opposite the park.
6. Repeat all the directions, then tell the learners to check their answers in pairs (2 library; 3 bank; 4 park; 5 school).
7. Ask individual learners to come to the front and trace each route on the map with a finger as you give each
direction.
8.Put up the poster, or draw a simple plan of your town centre on the board. Here is an example:
9. Write a list of the most important places in the centre on the board, for example:
Temple/roundabout/street/road/avenue/Junction/crossroad
Department store
golf club
university
Rail-way station
10. Ask the learners to imagine they are standing outside, for example, the department store. Pretend you are lost and
ask them how to get to the first place on the list, for example:
TEACHER
LEARNER

Excuse me, I’'m a stranger here. Can you help me? How do [ get to the temple?

Go down Main Street ... turn left. The temple is on your right, opposite the cafe.

11. Repeat the procedure with the next place on the list.

12. Divide the learners into pairs and tell them to take turns in directing each other to the other places on the list.
13. Review any common pronunciation problems the learners had. Practise the consonant cluster /str/ in ‘street’ and
‘straight’. Get the learners to build up the cluster one consonant at a time, for example ‘reet-treet-street’ and ‘raight-
traight-straight’. Practise falling intonation in commands and instructions, for example:

Go straight on. Turn left.
