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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to create and develop the learning
model of Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Secondary).
The samples were 30 teachers teaching in the 2 semester of the academic
year 2558 and in the 1 semester of the academic year 2559. They were
selected by a simple random sampling technique and the group is
independent. The development began with the focus group meeting
for creating the model. The research instruments used were article and
questionnaire on the process of instruction focusing on the development
of students’ potential based on competency base learning. The results
revealed that in the 2 semester of the academic year 2558, the teachers
implemented the competency base learning model in their instruction
and student care in the high level in all aspects. In the 1 semester of
the academic year 2559, the teachers implemented the competency
base learning model in their instruction and student care in terms of
O = Overlearning, T = Technology, N = Nurture, and Y = Yardstick in the
highest level. The analysis and comparison of the mean scores of the
learning management through the use of competency base learning
between the 2 semester of the academic year 2558 and in the 1 semester

of the academic year 2559 via t-test (independent samples test) revealed
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that there was no difference of use of competency base learning in the
2 semester of the academic year 2558 and in the 1 semester of the
academic year 2559. The competency base learning was reportedly
used in the high level with the increasing trend in the 1 semester of the

academic year 2559.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were : 1) to study the components and

Abstract

The purposes of this study were : (1) to investigate the conditions
of ICT usage in the schools (2) to explore the ICT usage skills of the teachers
in outstanding schools, and (3) to propose guidelines for developing the
ICT usage skills of the teachers in outstanding schools of sub-district. The
populations were 70 educational staffs in schools including administrators
and teachers. The results revealed that : (1) all schools had their
information and communication technology infrastructures including the
internet network, ICT system for school administration and management,
school website, school Facebook account, and school line, computer
laboratory and computers, and school’s sector which is responsible for
school ICT, The teachers in the outstanding schools in sub-district used
basic ICT, teachers owned their ICT instruments such as laptops, tablets,
and smart phones, teachers also used social networks to communicate
and to gain more knowledge, (2) the ICT usage skills of the teacher in
outstanding schools of sub-district based on UNESCO ICT Competency
Framework on IT literacy revealed that lacking of the teaching skills was
highest reported, while lacking of ICT skills, and lacking of organization
and administration skill were reported in the descending order, and (3)

there were six recommendation on ICT skills recommended by teachers
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of outstanding schools of district under the Office of Secondary Education
Area 23 which the most needed aspect was teaching skills that integrated

ICT as a teaching media.

The purposes of this research were : (1) to study the strategic
management capability, (2) to study the factors affecting strategic
management capability, and (3) to find out the approach in developing
strategic management capability of Local Health Security Fund Executive
Committee of Maha Sarakham Province.

duty perception, participation, age, leadership, and expectation on benefit
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which the percentage of prediction was 70.50% (R* = 0.705. F=132.13), and
(3) the approach for developing the strategic management capability were

The first part is an overview about
the importance of getting affordable home insurance for helping people
who live in flood risk areas which could get flooded if water level rises
to a specific elevation in England. In second part, the purposes of this
part are to introduce several key concepts of the Flood Reinsurance
Scheme (Flood Re) for helping people who live in flood risk areas to
get affordable and available home insurance. The third part introduced
the view of offering an opportunity to meet regulatory standards with
increased flexibility, while voluntary initiatives may allow people may buy
home insurance to ensure they can repair or replace their property it they
are damaged in flood events. Finally, the fourth part summarised some
recommendations to strengthen a regulatory mechanism that enables
all relevant stakeholders to insure themselves against losses because of
flooding and therefore provides them more affordable to offer insurance
to people who will be flooded in the future. This part also includes a

discussion of Flood Re criteria used to evaluate the English flood laws.

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Abstract

The objective of this article was to study the role of the literature
“Phra Lak Phra Lam” or “Ramayana” in Lao version immerged in the
society and culture of the Mekong River basin in the aspects of 1) the fine
arts, 2) the performing arts, and 3) the entertainment. The study revealed
that the Phra Lak Phra Lam literature still had a role in social and culture
along the Mekong river basin in the high level which could be said that:
1) the role in fine arts in the paintings and sculptures were prominent
in both of Laos and northeast of Thailand which the picture of Phra Lak
Phra Lam has appeared in the paintings influenced by the royal artist and
the local artist while most of sculptures were influenced by Ramayana
story or from Ramayana of Thai version, 2) the role of performing arts
includes “the Knone drama” and “Nang Keaw Dance” which were the
outstanding performance in the colonial and the Kingdom period, although
currently there is a change of government administration, the Phra Lak
Phra Lam are still performed, especially in Luang Prabang, and 3) the role
in entertainment was very popular in the northeast of Thailand which
adapted in both “Mo Thai” and Mo Lam”, while it was only adapted in
the performance of “Mo Thai” in Laos, there was also be the change of
characteristics of Phra Lak Phra Lam to be the Bodhisattva who conserved
a natural resources in the context of new social for political reasons, and
there is only one “Mo Lam band in the northeast of Thailand has taken

this role to perform.
