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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: (1) to study the level of political awareness and digital
citizenship, and (2) to study the relationship between the level of political awareness and digital
citizenship of people in Krung Thep Maha Nakhon. This research is quantitative; the population
consisted of people in Krung Thep Maha Nakhon. Stratified Random Sampling was used to select
eight informants from 50 districts in Bangkok, resulting in a total of 400 respondents. The research
instrument was a questionnaire, and the reliability was 0.962. The statistics used to analyze the
data were mean, standard deviation, and Pearson product-moment correlation. The results of the
research were as follows: 1. The level of political awareness and digital citizenship was high overall.
2. The relationship between the level of political awareness and digital citizenship was a low positive
correlation (r = .373) at a statistically significant level of 0.01.
