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A Study of the Reform Movement Efforts of People
in the Northeast Region of Thailand
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ABSTRACT
This research aimed to study the education reform movement that effected people in the northeast by
using the quantitative research method. The questionnaire was utilized to collect 156,000 samples people’s
opinion towards 11 aspects of reform direction. The statistical data used to analyse were mean (X), standard
deviation (S.D.) and percentage. The research results revealed that;
1. The survey of people’s opinion revealed the results concerning the 11 aspects of reform direction
and was divided into 5 groups.

1.1 Concerning political reform, country official administration, and promotion of country
administrator’s ethics, most people banned monarchy attackers to join the election, also supported a parliament
with directly elected prime minister and needed the improvement of legislation to benefit country people. They
promoted the adherence to rightness, honesty, and responsibility.

1.2 Concerning justice procedure and corruption reforms, people required the revision of legislation
on human trafficking, sexual offence and physical violent harm to impose the tough penalty without setting
perpetrators free on parole in any cases of sufficient evidence. They also sought the government to expedite
the legislation having an impact on clearer corruption prevention.

1.3 Concerning education reform and political, economic and social disparities, people required
them to be a national agenda with concrete mechanism and the development of education to assemble the
nation’s labor needs morally and quantitatively. They also agreed with the increase of opportunities and the
15 - year free education.

1.4 Concerning economic structure reform and land, water and forest resource management,
people hunted the increase of the strength and efficiency of agricultural central market system; and deeds to
land supply for community for the use and occupation. Not only clean drinking water plant in the village and
schools is needed, but the suppression of deforestation and forest resources also.

1.5 Concerning information communication reform and the others, people sought the legislative
protection of rights and freedom and professional standard of mass media personnel promotion, so people
could work freely according to the professional code of ethics without being dominated by outsiders. They also
required more effective management by transferring the Metropolitan Electricity Authority and the Provincial
Electricity Authority to be under the control of the Ministry of Energy.
