Abstract

This article seeks to explain the increased amount of Chinese
capital and the numbers of new Chinese migrant workers in Thailand
by analyzing the international relations factor. The Chinese government
has played a significant role in spurring investment and a migrant
workforce in new worldwide destinations; the Thai state, among these
destinations, has enacted policies supporting this process. Study results
were that China has systematically created an effective opportunistic
mechanism in corporate form. After the 2014 Thai coup d'état, American
criticism motivated the military government to focus economically on
China. Chinese-Thai cooperation led to a surge in volume of Chinese
capital and workers arriving in Thailand. Insofar as the Thai government
lacks consistent policies to deal with Chinese investments and workers,

economic and social issues prevalent in Thai society become inevitable.
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
