Abstract

Development is a value added concept. Thus, there are many different
perspectives in explaining the development approach. This academic article aims to
propose post-development thinking that opposes the development approach of
Modemization theory purposing that development should have a direction towards
the modernity as Western countries. It argues that Western development is merely
a discourse created by the powerful and experts under Western powers. A result of
defining definitions and guidelines for such development, the world is divided into
two opposites; the North and the South, developed and underdeveloped, urban and
rural, etc. Less developed countries need to be developed toward modernization in
universal forms as in developed countries. As a result of this development, the social
context, culture, values, traditions are neglected, and the ecological environment is
destroyed, resulting in unsustainable development in the third world. The post-
development concept therefore proposes a new development approach so called
"the alternative development" with a focus on the context, society, culture and local

wisdom, together with the social movement of people at the grassroots level.
