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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the level of personnel management by
educational administrators under the Provincial Office of Learning Promotion in the Eastern
Region, and to compare personnel management practices categorized by gender, education
level, age, and work experience. The samples, selected using multi-stage sampling, included
257 teachers. The data collection tool was a questionnaire, and the statistics employed for
analysis included frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, independent t tests, F test,
one-way ANOVA, and Scheffé’s method for post hoc comparisons when significant differences
were found.

The findings were as follows: 1) The overall level of personnel management by
educational administrators, according to the teachers’ opinions, was at a high level. The mean
scores, ranked from highest to lowest, were as follows: workforce planning, performance
evaluation, recruitment and appointment, disciplinary action, and personnel development.
2) Teachers with different educational qualifications and work experience expressed
statistically significant differences in their opinions on personnel management practices by
educational administrators at the .05 level. Teachers with bachelor’s degrees rated the
personnel management higher than those with postgraduate degrees, and teachers with more
than 10 years of work experience rated it higher than those with less than 5 years of
experience.

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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) assess the level of 21°-century administrative skills of
educational administrators under Chonburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 as
perceived by teachers, and 2) compare the 21°-century administrative skills of these
administrators, categorized by gender, education level, work experience, and school size,
according to the teachers' opinions. The samples, selected using stratified random sampling
by school size and simple random sampling, consisted of 302 teachers. The data collection
tool was a questionnaire, and the statistics used for analysis included frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, independent t tests, F test, one-way ANOVA, and Least-Significant
Difference (LSD) for pairwise comparisons when significant differences were found.

The results were as follows: 1) The overall and individual mean scores for 21%-century
administrative skills of educational administrators were at a high level. Ranked from highest to
lowest, the skills were technology and digital literacy, interpersonal skills, communication
skills, analytical thinking and creativity, and problem-solving skills. 2) There were statistically
significant differences at the .05 level in the perceptions of 21%-century administrative skills
by school size, with teachers at large schools rating these skills higher than those at medium
and small schools, and teachers at very large schools rating these skills higher than those at
large schools.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study the quality of work life of employees at Company A,
2) assess the level of employee engagement at Company A, 3) compare employee
engagement across personal demographics, and 4) examine the effect of quality of work life
on employee engagement at Company A. The samples, selected using purposive sampling,
comprised 136 production employees from Company A. The data collection tool was a
questionnaire, and the statistical analyses included frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, independent t tests, F test, one-way ANOVA, Least-Significant Difference (LSD) for
pairwise comparisons, and multiple regression analysis with a variable entry method.

The findings were as follows: 1) The overall quality of work life of employees at
Company A was at a moderate level; 2) The overall level of employee engagement was rated
high; 3) Employees with different genders and average monthly incomes showed statistically
significant differences in organizational engagement at the .05 level, with female employees
showing higher engagement than males, and employees with monthly incomes over 45,000
baht, 25,001-35,000 baht, and 35,001-45,000 baht showing higher engagement than those
earning below 15,000 baht and 15,001-25,000 baht; and 4) The quality of work life had a
statistically significant effect on employee engagement at the .05 level.

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ABSTARCT

This research aimed to compare the efficiency of methods for forecasting the number
of monthly guests in Rayong Province and to analyze the results of those forecasts. The data
used in the study consisted of the number of monthly guests in Rayong Province from January
2023 to August 2024. The forecasting methods employed in the study included the simple moving
average, exponential smoothing, and exponential moving average techniques. The root mean
square error (RMSE) was used as the metric for evaluating forecasting efficiency. The findings
revealed that: 1) the most efficient forecasting method was the exponential smoothing technique,
followed by the exponential moving average method; and 2) the forecasted values and the actual
number of guests were within the same range. Additionally, the number of guests in Rayong
Province did not increase compared to the period preceding the forecast. The research findings
underscored the necessity for Rayong Province to implement urgent measures to increase the
number of monthly guests.

ABSTRACT

This research aims to propose legal measures to safeguard the rights and fair
treatment of LGBTQ individuals under the Gender Equality Act. It seeks to provide legal
protection for the rights of LGBTQ people through an analysis of documentary research,
including books, statutory texts, legal articles, academic works, research reports, theses,
websites, and other documents related to the rights of LGBTQ individuals. The study reveals
that LGBTQ individuals face systemic discrimination based on gender, manifested through acts
of violence and harm against their life and physical integrity. Such acts are often motivated
by hatred stemming from the victim’s sexual orientation or gender identity. Current legal
frameworks lack specific provisions to address and criminalize these offenses adequately. The
research recommends the introduction of specific legal measures that define such acts as
distinct criminal offenses and impose appropriate penalties. Specifically, it suggests amending
the Gender Equality Act, B.E.2558 (2015) by revising Chapter 6 (Penalties) to establish criminal
liability for acts of physical assault and murder motivated by hatred toward LGBTQ individuals
based on their sexual orientation or gender identity. Additionally, the term "for hatred" should
be explicitly defined in Section 3 to enhance legal clarity and effectiveness. These
amendments would align with the intent of the Act to provide comprehensive protection for
LGBTQ individuals, ensuring their rights are genuinely safeguarded under the law.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research article were as follows: 1) to examine the safety
climate within the in-flight cabin as experienced by flight attendants during operations, 2) to
assess the safety behavior of flight attendants while on duty, and 3) to investigate the
impact of the in-flight cabin safety climate on the safety behavior of flight attendants during
operations.

This research aimed to examine the competencies necessary for student
development to prepare them for internships, using the Faculty of Engineering at a private
higher education institution as a case study. The study employed a qualitative research
methodology, conducting in-depth interviews with four groups: human resource managers
with at least three years of experience, regardless of gender; general engineering managers
with @ minimum of five years of experience; engineers with at least three years of
experience; and alumni who had graduated within the past three years.

The research findings identified three key aspects of the competencies required for
student development to prepare for internships: 1) Knowledge: This included the application
of artificial intelligence (Al) integrated with human and machine intelligence, problem-solving
solutions, the use of hardware and software to manage work processes, and effective data
storage techniques; 2) Skills: These involved foundational competencies in effective
communication within both personal and workplace environments, including speaking, active
listening, attentiveness to body language, and interpretation of facial expressions; and 3)
Attributes: These included a positive attitude influencing constructive thinking and enhancing
work efficiency, proactivity in the workplace, a strong sense of responsibility, and the

readiness to address forthcoming challenges.
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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine 1) the level of academic leadership among school
administrators, 2) the level of professional learning communities among teachers in
educational institutions, 3) the relationship between administrators’ academic leadership and
the development of professional learning communities among teachers, and 4) the
administrators’ academic leadership affecting the establishment of professional learning
communities among teachers in schools under the jurisdiction of Chachoengsao Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1. The research sample, selected through a multi-stage
sampling technique, consisted of 313 administrators and teachers. Data were collected using
a structured questionnaire, and statistical analyses included frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation, Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient, and stepwise multiple
regression analysis.

The findings revealed that: 1) The overall and individual dimensions of administrators’
academic leadership were rated at a high level, ranked in descending order as follows: vision
and mission setting, curriculum and instructional management, teacher development,
fostering a learning-oriented environment, and educational supervision. 2) The overall and
individual dimensions of professional learning community development among teachers were
also rated at a high level, ranked in descending order as follows: reflective practice,
establishing shared norms and values, collaborative efforts, shared goal-oriented practices,
and openness to feedbacks. 3) A strong positive correlation was observed between
administrators’ academic leadership and the development of professional learning

communities among teachers (r=.81** p<.01). 4) Administrators’ academic leadership
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accounted for 73.60% of the variance in the development of professional learning
communities among teachers.

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ABSTRACT

This quantitative research aimed to compare the satisfaction levels of residents
participating in corporate social responsibility (CSR) projects or activities conducted by the
Amata Group within the Amata City Industrial Estate, Chonburi Province. The population
consisted of residents living in proximity to the Amata City Industrial Estate, which spanned
the districts of Mueang Chonburi, Phan Thong, Bang Pakong, Phanat Nikhom, and Khlong Pho.
A sampling method was employed to select participants; consequently, 50% of the extended
area was sampled, yielding 200 participants from the following sub-districts: Khlong Tamru,
Don Hua Lo, Koh Loi, Bang Hak, Ban Kao, Phan Thong, and Bang Nang. An additional
200 participants were selected from the current administrative areas, including Nong Mai
Daeng, Map Pong, Na Pradu, Nong Khakha, Bang Phueng, Nong Tamlung, and Khlong Ban Pho
sub-districts. However, during the data collection process, the final sample size exceeded the
initial target, resulting in a total of 695 respondents obtained through a multi-stage sampling
method. Data were collected using questionnaires. Statistical analyses included frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, independent samples t test, F tests, and one-way
ANOVA. When significant differences were identified, pairwise comparisons of means were
conducted using the LSD method. The results indicated that respondents of varying ages,
educational levels, and primary occupations exhibited differing levels of satisfaction regarding
participation in social responsibility activities.

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ABSTRACT

This study investigated the evolution of tort liability laws concerning compensation
for emotional distress suffered by victims’ relatives or close associates due to wrongful acts.
Given the profound psychological consequences of tortious conduct, legal frameworks
should adequately address emotional harm as a compensable category.

The study employed qualitative research methods, including document analysis,
expert interviews, and public opinion surveys. Findings indicated that the Civil and
Commercial Code of Thailand lacked explicit provisions for compensating emotional distress,
despite recognition of such claims in the Product Liability Act (2008). The absence of clear
legal standards resulted in inconsistent adjudication of emotional harm claims.

To address these gaps, the study recommended amending Sections 420 and 446 of
the Civil and Commercial Code to explicitly define compensation mechanisms for emotional
distress. These legal revisions would enhance clarity, ensure equitable remedies, and align
Thai tort law with contemporary social and psychological understandings of emotional harm.

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ABSTRACT

This study examined legal issues and obstacles concerning international cooperation
in criminal matters under Sections 9 and 13 of the Prevention and Suppression of Torture and
Enforced Disappearance Act B.E. 2565 (2022). A documentary research method was employed,
analyzing legal texts, scholarly articles, research papers, and relevant statutory provisions.
Comparative legal analysis was conducted to evaluate inconsistencies between Thai legal
frameworks, international law, and foreign legislative models, culminating in recommendations
for legal reform.

Findings revealed that Sections 9 and 13 of the Act conflicted with the principles of
state sovereignty and international legal cooperation in criminal matters. Specifically, the Act's
extradition exceptions extended beyond political offenses to include additional categories,
such as offenses under military law, printing regulations, and religious statutes. Furthermore,
extradition considerations must account for the requesting state’s death penalty policies,
diplomatic immunity, and refugee status. Decisions regarding deportation, repatriation, or
extradition remained at the discretion of the requested state, contingent on the offense's
nature, bilateral agreements, and national interests.

The study recommends incorporating a precise definition of "political offenses" into
Section 3 of the Act to ensure legal clarity. Additionally, Sections 9 and 13 should be amended
to better align with principles of state sovereignty, international legal cooperation, and
national security interests.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to investigate the factors influencing the employment of
graduates in the tourism industry in the 21st century, with a specific focus on the College of
Tourism and Hospitality Industry at Nakhon Phanom University. The sample group consisted
of 120 individuals, including entrepreneurs, managers, assistant manasers, supervisors, and
mentors or consultants in tourism businesses where students from the College had worked
or undertaken Cooperative Education program. The sample was selected through purposive
sampling, and data were collected using a questionnaire. Descriptive statistics, including
percentages, means, and standard deviations, were used for data analysis.

The results revealed that the majority of respondents were female, aged 31-40 years
old, held bachelor's degrees, and had 1-5 years of work experience. Most respondents were
employed in hotels or resorts, primarily in human resources departments, and were from the
northeastern region of Thailand. Regarding opinions on the factors influencing the
employment of graduates in the tourism industry in the 21st century, the overall mean score
was high (Mean=4.34, SD=0.04). When considering specific factors, personality and
interpersonal skills received the highest overall mean score (Mean=4.64, SD=0.03). The most
highly rated attributes included neat and clean appearance, a friendly and cheerful demeanor,
responsibility, punctuality, diligence, perseverance, enthusiasm, agility, good health, strong
interpersonal skills, confidence, enjoyment in meeting new people, the ability to get along
with others, and a commitment to continuous learning for self-improvement.

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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) develop an educational innovation through the exploration
and experimental study of the celestial sphere, celestial coordinate system, and
observational astronomy by formulating core learning concepts; 2) construct a standardized
learning module on the aforementioned topics; and 3) evaluate the effectiveness of the
developed module among a specified target group. The research began with the
identification and development of six core conceptual frameworks: 1) fundamental
knowledge of celestial sphere parameters, 2) the horizon coordinate system, 3) star position
determination using the horizon coordinate system, 4) the equatorial coordinate system, 5)
star position determination using the equatorial coordinate system, and 6) practical sky
observation. An affordable, simplified experimental tool—a model celestial sphere—was
developed to support hands-on learning. The instructional module was structured into six
sequential phases corresponding to the six core concepts. The module was implemented
and evaluated with a sample of 50 undergraduate students enrolled in a Bachelor of
Education (Science) program, selected through simple random sampling. Data collection
employed a structured assessment tool, and statistical analysis included percentages,
means, standard deviations, and t tests for significance.

The findings demonstrated a statistically significant improvement in the participants'
conceptual understanding following the learning intervention. The mean pre-test score was
8.11 (5D=5.5625, SEM=0.7866), equivalent to 27.03% of the total score. The mean post-test
score increased markedly to 28.86 (SD=1.7844, SEM=0.2523), or 96.20% of the maximum
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score of 30. The observed mean difference of -20.7500 (SD=5.6363, SEM=0.7970), with a

t value of -26.032 and 49 degrees of freedom, indicated a highly significant improvement.
These results confirm that the learning module effectively enhanced learners’ explicit
knowledge and achieved the intended educational objectives.

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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) investigate the behavior of tourists engaging in food tourism in
the local food district of Talat Phlu, Bangkok, 2) assess the potential for food tourism development
in Talat Phlu, and 3) propose strategies for the enhancement of food tourism in the area.

Most tourists visited Talat Phlu for the first time, primarily to
experience food and beverages recommended by others. The assessment of Talat Phlu’s food
tourism potential identified four key strengths: 1) Attractions: the area offered a diverse range of
restaurants and numerous local souvenirs; 2) Accessibility: the public transportation system
provided convenient access to the area; 3) Amenities: clean and sufficient public restrooms were
available to accommodate visitors; and 4) Tourism activities: tourism programs and routes were
designed to offer insights into the local way of life and culinary culture. Overall, the district
demonstrated high potential for food tourism development. However, shortcomings were noted in
the areas of marketing promotion, infrastructure enhancement, and diversification of tourism
activities. The proposed development strategies included enhancing the uniqueness of local food
flavors to strengthen the area's tourism identity, improving transportation infrastructure to facilitate
tourist access, developing food tourism routes and activities, and implementing comprehensive
marketing and public relations campaigns to increase visibility and attract a wider audience.

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ABSTRACT
This study investicated the factors contributing to the development of Krabi

Province as a wellness tourism destination for senior tourists. A purposive sample of 400
Thai senior travelers was surveyed using a structured questionnaire. Descriptive statistics—
including frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation—were employed to analyze
demographic characteristics, travel behaviors, perceptions of service quality, and evaluations
of tourism potential. Inferential statistical methods, including independent samples t test,
F test, one-way ANOVA, and post hoc comparisons using the Least Significant Difference
(LSD) test, were used to identify statistically significant differences.

The majority of respondents were women aged 60-64, possessing bachelor's
degrees and earning a monthly income exceeding 45,000 THB. On average, participants
engaged in three trips per year, primarily traveling by private vehicle to participate in hot
spring activities. These visits typically lasted around three hours, with associated
expenditures ranging between 1,001 and 1,500 THB per session. It was found that the
perceived quality of wellness tourism services in Krabi was consistently high across all
measured dimensions, particularly in terms of reliability, assurance, tangibility, and
responsiveness. These service quality dimensions significantly influenced participants'
perceptions of the destination's tourism potential. Strengthening these aspects of service
delivery is essential to positioning Krabi as a sustainable and attractive wellness tourism
destination for the senior demographic.

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ABSTRACT

This research article aimed to examine guidelines for developing organizational
business models within the health tourism sector in Thailand, focusing on the service industry
group comprising hotels, hospitals, and travel agencies. The study employed a mixed-methods
approach, integrating both quantitative and qualitative research methodologies. For the
quantitative phase, purposive sampling was employed to select 159 participants holding
supervisory or managerial positions. Data were collected using a Likert-scale questionnaire,
demonstrating a high level of internal consistency, with an Index of Item-Objective Congruence
(I0C) of .93. Data analysis was conducted using descriptive statistics—comprising percentage,
mean, and standard deviation—as well as inferential statistics, specifically multiple linear
regression analysis utilizing the enter method. For the qualitative phase, purposive sampling
was again employed to conduct in-depth interviews with 13 individuals holding managerial
positions. The collected qualitative data were analyzed using the content analysis method.

The quantitative results indicated that the emerging business model framework
comprised six independent factors: 1) antifragile business model, 2) robust business model,
3) digital business model, 4) adaptive business model, 5) aided business model, and
6) innovative business model. Two variables—the digital business model and the innovative
business model—were found to be significantly related to the development of organizational
business models in Thailand’s health tourism sector. The overall multiple correlation
coefficient was 0.320, with the two variables jointly predicting 10.20% of the variance at a
significance level of .05. The standard error of estimate was 0.179.

The qualitative findings revealed that, from the perspective of executives, three key

factors influenced the development of organizational business models in the health tourism
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sector: 1) antifragile business model, 2) digital business model, and 3) innovative business
model. These three factors were consistently identified as critical to guiding the development
of business models within health tourism organizations in Thailand.

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ABSTRACT

This scholarly article aimed to present the perspectives of academics and the findings
derived from the analysis and synthesis of academic textbooks, official documents, and various
research studies. The primary objective was to consolidate knowledge regarding the factors that
influenced the business performance of small and medium-sized enterprise (SME) entrepreneurs,
as assessed using the Balanced Scorecard framework. This study identified the principal
determinants of business success, which encompassed three key dimensions: entrepreneurial
characteristics, business management, and competitive advantage. Entrepreneurial Characteristics
encompassed personal demographic information, business size, entrepreneurial experience,
duration of business operations, SME capital investment, and other relevant factors. Business
Management included overall business administration, marketing management, financial
management, technology and innovation management, leadership, crisis management, and
additional essential aspects. Competitive Advantage pertained to differentiation from competitors
and strategic alignment with target customer groups. A crucial insight derived from this study was
that achieving a competitive advantage through technology and innovation management—
particularly through the adoption of artificial intelligence (Al) and digital transformation—had the
potential to foster sustainable success for SMEs.

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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) examine the concept of gastronomy in Thailand, with a specific
focus on Nakhon Phanom Province, and 2) propose strategic guidelines for promoting
gastronomy tourism in the region. The findings indicated that the local culinary identity of
Nakhon Phanom Province served as a significant component of soft power in tourism
promotion, as endorsed by the government. Culinary experiences played a crucial role in
tourism, as visitors often sought to engage with local food culture at their destinations. Nakhon
Phanom Province is widely recognized for its religious tourism, particularly among devotees
participating in "Sai Mu," a form of spiritual travel to pay homage to sacred sites. In addition to
religious tourism, gastronomy tourism presented an alternative form of cultural engagement,
given the province’s diverse ethnic composition. The local cuisine reflected a fusion of culinary
traditions from various ethnic communities, resulting in a distinct gastronomic identity unique
to Nakhon Phanom. Several key factors influenced the development of food tourism in the
province, including the geographical distribution of local restaurants, food quality, service
personnel, dining infrastructure, and the overall tourism experience. Additionally, awareness
and efforts to preserve the environment, society, and cultural heritage were integral to
sustainable food tourism. The study proposed four strategic dimensions for enhancing
gastronomy tourism in Nakhon Phanom Province: 1) strengthening local food identity,
2) developing gastronomic activities, 3) leveraging social media for promotion, and 4) fostering
partnerships with relevant stakeholders. These sguidelines served as a framework for
policymakers and tourism authorities to integrate food tourism into regional development
plans, thereby stimulating the local economy while complementing existing tourism sectors.

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ABSTRACT

Burnout refers to a state of physical and mental exhaustion resulting from prolonged
work under stress and pressure, leading employees to feel disheartened, drained, unmotivated,
and with decreased work efficiency. This article aimed to identify the factors that may cause
burnout in the workplace and propose solutions for addressing it. It was found that the causes of
burnout in the workplace were categorized into three main groups: 1) work-related causes,
2) personal-related causes, and 3) organizational or cultural causes. Effective management
strategies required addressing these root causes. Recommended measures included: 1) For work-
related causes, organizations should design workloads appropriate for employees, ensure a
balanced distribution of tasks among staff, train employees to prioritize tasks, and promote
teamwork. 2) For personal-related causes, organizations should enhance communication between
employees and supervisors, ensuring that work-related communication is efficient. Supervisors
should also motivate employees by providing perspectives on career advancement and
professional growth opportunities. 3) For organizational and cultural causes, organizations should
create policies that offer employees opportunities to share their opinions and participate in
decision-making, allowing them to feel valued within the organization. Regular meetings should
also be held to evaluate work efficiency. 4) As an additional approach to preventing or addressing
burnout, organizations should implement mental health support programs, such as counseling
services or mental health care initiatives.

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ABSTRACT

This study examined the administration of Chinese language education in Thailand
between 1918 and 1926, during which two significant legislative acts—the Private School Act
of 1918 and the Primary Education Act of 1921—were enacted to regulate education. The
research assessed the impact of these legal frameworks on Chinese language education,
analyzing primary source documents from the Department of Education and legislative texts.

Findings revealed that these policies affected Chinese language education in four key areas:
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1) the impact on Chinese schools, 2) the impact on teachers in Chinese schools, 3) the impact
on teaching and learning management in Chinese school, and 4) the impact on teaching
documents and textbooks in Chinese school.
