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English into Thai Translation Errors of English Prepositions

and Prepositional Phrases of Thai Undergraduates

Abstract

This study aimed to examine English into Thai translation errors of English prepositions and
prepositional phrases of Thai undergraduates. The participants were 10 students who were studying
in Department of English as an international Communication, Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, Rajamangala University of Technology Tawan-ok, Bangpra Campus. They were asked to
translate the 30-item translation task involving six types of English prepositions and prepositional
phrases: preposition for time, preposition for place, preposition for direction, preposition for agent,
preposition for instrument, and prepositional phrase. The result revealed that the participants
encountered the problem when they translated preposition for time and prepositional phrase
whereas they are able to translate preposition for place, preposition for direction, preposition for
agent, and preposition for instrument. The result required further study to investicate the factors
affecting Enslish into Thai translation abilities of English prepositions and prepositional phrases and

the improvement of equivalence between English sourced text and Thai translated texts.

1. Introduction

Prepositions and preposition phrases play significant roles in translation since they influence
the meaning of both source and target texts as well as the equivalence of the translation quality.
Prepositions and preposition phrases can be difficult for the L2 and EFL students (Abdulhay, 2012;
Nuryanfar, 2014). They have to determine and select the appropriate and equal vocabulary
representing the equivalent meaning between first language (L1) and second language (L2) (Chung-ling,
2012; Yaari, 2013). Six types of English prepositions and preposition phrases have been employed in

general in order to convey the meaning. Each of them functions differently as follows:

Preposition Indicate or specify time (day, month, year, specific time) such as in January,
for Time in 2015, on Monday, at 7 O’clock, at noon, etc.

Sample sentence:

Meet me at ten.

The class will be cancelled on Tuesday.

Sample sentence:

This book is written by her.

Indicate or describe devices, instruments or machines
Sample sentence:

She was travelling by car.

A combination of a verb and a preposition. The meaning is normally changed
from the former meaning of verbs and preposition attached.
Sample sentence:

Come on! We are late now!
| give up doing it.

In order to be a proficiently translator, students are required to develop their translation

competency which is, according to Gopferich (2009), the content should use grammatical and

communicative, concern extra-linguistic reality in both L1 andL2. Prepositions and prepositional

phrases in English and Thai employ different collocations and some English prepositions do not have

equivalents in Thai (Defense Language Institute, 1974); therefore Thai students may experience

difficulties in translating English into Thai, recarding the differences between these two languages.

Thus, this study attempted to examine the ability in translating English prepositions and preposition

phrases into Thai, based on the following research question.

How do Thai undergraduates translate six types of English prepositions and prepositional

phrases: preposition for time, preposition for place, preposition for direction, preposition for

agent, preposition for instrument, and prepositional phrase?
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2. Research Methodology

The participants of this study were a group of students who enrolled in Introduction to
Translation in the first semester of the Academic Year 2014.They were ten Thai undergraduate students
from Department of English as an international Communication, Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, Rajamangala University of Technology Tawan-ok, Bangpra Campus. They were 1 males and
9 females Considering the results from the screening test required at the beginning of the semester,
they all had English proficiency at the lower intermediate level. The instrument employed was in form
of 30-item translation tasks, without apermission of dictionary use. Given 60 minutes, the participants
were asked to read the given statements and translated them into Thai in the provided space
according to the assigned numbers. Then, the tasks were collected and the excerpts of correct,
incorrect and no translation categories were categorized, using error analysis. In addition, the English
into Thai translated statements were quantitatively analyzed the results in terms of correct, incorrect,

and no translation using IBM SPSS Statistics.

3. Results

As shown in Table 2, the participants demonstrated their translation of English prepositions
and prepositional phrases across six prepositional categories. The result can be classified into three
categories: correct translation (CT) (the participants correctly translated the given statement and
matched with the expected Thai translation.), incorrect translation (IT) (the participants incorrectly
translated the given statement and mismatched with the expected Thai translation.), and no
translation (NT) (the participants omitted the preposition in Thai version.).Overall, the participants
correctly translated English prepositions and prepositional phrases (n = 186), incorrectly translated
English prepositions and prepositional phrases (n = 92), and did no translation for English prepositions
and prepositional phrases (n = 22). Differentiated by the prepositional categories, the participants
translate preposition for time (13 CT, 27 IT, and 10 NT),preposition for place (40 CT, 5 IT, and 5 NT),
preposition for direction (41 CT, 9 IT, and 0 NT),preposition for agent (42 CT, 8 IT, and 0 NT),
preposition for instrument (33 CT, 10 IT, and 7 NT), and prepositional phrase (17 CT, 33 IT, and 0 NT).

According to Figure 1, the graph compares the frequency of the correct, incorrect, and no
translations of English prepositions and prepositional phrases produced by the participants. As shown
in the graph, the numbers of correct translation in preposition for place, preposition for direction,
preposition for agent, and preposition for instrument are higher than the numbers of incorrect
translation. Only two categories that have been reported the outwitted numbers of incorrect
translation over correct translation are preposition for time and prepositional phrase. Also, it can be
clearly seen that there is no ‘no translation’ category found in preposition for direction, preposition
for agent, and prepositional phrase. Considering the ‘correct translation” category, the participants
can translate English prepositions and prepositional phrases rank from the lowest to the highest
frequency as follows: preposition for time, prepositional phrase, preposition for instruments,
preposition for place, preposition for direction, and preposition for agent, respectively. Regarding the
‘incorrect translation’, the result can be ranked from the lowest to the highest frequency as follows:
preposition for place, preposition for agent, preposition for direction, preposition for instruments,
preposition for time, and prepositional phrase, respectively.

Furthermore, each translated excerpts reflected the errors of English into Thai translation of

English prepositions and prepositional phrase as follows.

1. Preposition for Time
The participants confused between collocations of Thai and Ensglish prepositions for time.

In Thai, collocation for time nature of day is ‘in” while English is ‘on’. So, the participants were found
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to produce the Thai sentence using “§1 (at)” or omitted the translation of English prepositions for time

as shown in Excerpt 1 and 2.

In excerpt 3, it is presented that the participants directly translated the word ‘at’ into Thai

word ‘1/1 however, the Thai word " is used with a specification of space. Also, some participant

chose to avoid translating the preposition for time.

According to the excerpts, it can be seen that the participants did not only deal with the

collocations of preposition in Thai, but also the differences between English and Thai sentence

structures. For example, the sentence ‘I tuck my son into bed.” has to be translated as ‘I take my son

to bed and cover blanket for him.” to make a meaningful sentence. However, the participants tried

to translate the sentence using the meaning from dictionary so that the Thai sentence is not

equivalent to English sentence.

Excerpt 5 - 6 presented the different use of vocabulary of English and Thai preposition. In

context of boxing, Thai collocation employs ‘on’ while English uses ‘in’. Therefore, the participants

translated English preposition ‘in’ in the sentence “Two fighters are in the ring.” as “lu (in), which is

incorrect.

Vice versa, in the context of football field, Thai collocation employs ‘in” while English uses ‘on’.

So, the participants mistakenly translated the English preposition ‘on’ as ‘Ui (on)’. (See Excerpt 6)

It is noticeable that the participants had the highest frequency of correct translation in this

category. It may be a result of the similar structure between English and Thai preposition for agent.
However, the participants still demonstrated the difficulties in Thai word choices as presented in

Excerpt 9 - 10.

The preposition for instruments was found to be difficult for the participants, especially the
sentence ‘Please leave message at the tone.” for the participants did not familiar with leaving message

at the telephone so that they did not have Thai collocation for this situation as shown in Excerpt 11.

6. Prepositional Phrase

This category is found to be the second problematic for the participants. Even though the
participants were aware of the linguistic feature of prepositional phrases, they encountered the
interpretation of the meaning of that prepositional phrase and the selection of word choices as shown

in Excerpt 13 - 17.

4. Conclusion

The result revealed the participants’ ability in translating English prepositions and prepositional
phrases of Thai undergraduates that they still encountered the difficulties as a result from the
differences between source and target text, background and cultural knowledge of the topics involved
in the text, and their inadequacy of English and Thai proficiency. Also, they should have been enhanced
their sense of language use, lexical banks in both Thai and English in order to improve their ability in
English into Thai translation. As many errors were caused from the non-equivalents between Thai and
English, the future study should be included the aspects of contrastive analysis or interlanguage in
order to investigate the effects of translator’s interpretation of sentence’s meaning based on his or

her linguistic knowledge.
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Abstract

As various Thai literary works study Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP) characteristics
displayed by the main characters, this study reveals SEP in Western literature. The study aims at
investigating morality and moderation according to SEP characteristics portrayed by Major, the main
character, characterized as a leader in George Orwell’s Animal Farm. This is, then, to study the reasons
behind the portrayals of these characteristics. A qualitative method is used, and the results are
presented in a form of a descriptive analysis. The study finds that Major displays morality.
The sub-elements of morality such as kindness, unity, justice, and prosperity as well as moderation
are seen. In addition, Major contrasts both morality and moderation with humans’ greed and
brutality. Three reasons behind the portrayals of these two features are to lay a political theory, to
soothe his fear, and to differentiate human farm owners from the farm animals. However, happiness—
the ultimate outcome of the SEP—that never becomes real means that all SEP features are not
displayed by Major and the features he displays do not belong to his true self. He just uses morality

and moderation to exploit the animals, or in other words, to reach his personal gains.

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1. Introduction

Sufficiency Economy Philosophy (SEP) is a guideline approach to life and conduct. Rachroat
Punyaboon (2011) summarizes the meaning of the philosophy that Sufficiency Economy Philosophy
is a set of moral, ethical, and practical guidelines intended to help the Thai people more effectively
navigate globalization through adherence to the principles of moderation, reasonableness, and
self-immunity in the light of knowledge and virtue.

Knowledge and virtue (morality) are characterized as the underlying conditions of SEP. At the
time, moderation, reasonableness, and self-reliance or self-immunity are served as the SEP three key
elements. These characteristics are defined in Sufficiency Economy: A New Philosophy in the Global
World as follows. Knowledge consists of accumulating knowledge from various subjects from the past,
present, and future. Morality embraces the four virtues namely kindness, unity, honesty, and justice
that, if practiced, it will bring peacefulness and prosperity to each individual and also the public.
Moderation or sufficiency means not doing something too much or controlling of behavior within
reasonable limits. Reasonableness is fairness and sensibleness for all factors and consequences
affecting. Self-reliance means the ability to face a difficult situation and to predict both short-term
and long-term difficulties with the self-awareness of external and unpredicted factors (The Thai
Chamber of Commerce, 2007).

These characteristics of SEP can be seen in various literary works. In Thailand, many
researchers analyze the SEP characteristics through a lot of Thai literature. Nida Meesook (2007) reports
in Makatho's Self-Growth and the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy that studies the self-growth of
Makatho in Rajadhiraja, the epic about the battle between Burmese and Mon (an ethnic group).
Meesook finds that Makatho’s self-growth starts from being a vendor’s son having traveled to sell
goods in many places to becoming the king. Moderation, reasonableness, and self-immunity including
the two necessary conditions: knowledge and morality can be seen. She also reports that Makatho’s
self-growth demonstrates the sense of sufficiency as a careful and gradual change with morality,
especially without stinginess. In addition to that, she views SEP as an outstanding path leading people
to step forward with sustainability and security. Nontcharas Wongwichaiwat (2009) writes an article
entitled An Analysis of the Concept of Sufficiency Economy in Wang Dokya by V. Vinicchayakul. The
SEP concept in Wang Dokya reflects the Thai way of life in urban areas and the sufficiency way of life
which has the standard of Buddhism concept. Wongwichaiwat depicts the SEP concept through
characters, dialogues, settings, and intellectual words. This article reveals the sufficiency way of life
that is the ultimate outcome of the self-sufficient farm imagined in Animal Farm. Anont Srisakda (2011)

writes an article entitled, An Analysis of Ideas in Suphasit Phra Ruang with Reference to the
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Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy. It studies the numbers of teachings that are consistent with SEP.
Srisakda reports that the morals from Suphasit Phra Ruang conform to the characteristics of SEP in
many aspects, namely, moderation, reasonableness, self-immunity and the two important conditions:
knowledge and morals.

Animal Farm was published in 1945, but the novel has still greatly gained popularity. It appears
that a book series of Animal Farm has been constantly published in 1959, 1960, 1962, 1963, 1964,
1965, 1966, and 1968. Meanwhile, it is ranked to be one of one hundred world classics. Its enormous
popularity has caused it to have been continuously analyzed and even assigned in classroom over
the world. Recently, the two latest versions are marketed in Kindle--a series of e-readers designed and
marketed by Amazon.com which is an American electronic and cloud computer company. One is
produced by Kaf Publishing in the name Animal Farm, marketed via the kindle in June 19, 2012.
Another one is produced by Wildside Press as Animal Farm: Reader’s Edition, marketed in October 5,
2011. In Animal Farm, the farm animals led by two pigs, Snowball and Napoleon, revolt against their
human owners and found a “free and self-sufficient” society. Later, the clashes between the two pigs
have arisen because of the different views of controlling the animals and the farm as a whole. After
Snowball is exiled, the farm turns into dictatorship under the iron heel of greedy Napoleon. At the
end, the animals cannot distinguish themselves from their common enemies—humans.

The worth of the philosophy reported in these studies proves its enormous significance.
It encourages the idea of bringing SEP to analyze world classics such as George Orwell’s Animal Farm.
This study aims at investigating morality and moderation in terms of SEP portrayed by Major, a leader
of the farm animals, in Animal Farm and understanding the reasons behind the portrayals of these

characteristics.

1.1 Objectives of the Study
1. To investigate morality and moderation in terms of SEP, portrayed by Major, the main
character, in Animal Farm

2. To point out the reasons behind the portrayals of these characteristics.

1.2 Scope of the Study
This study uses data to analyze morality and moderation according to Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy portrayed by Major, the main character, in George Orwell’s Animal Farm from beginning

to end of the story.

1.3 Hypotheses
The hypotheses of this study are that Major, the main character, in George Orwell’s Animal
Farm portrays morality and moderation, two key characteristics of Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.

Also, there are certain reasons cause these portrayals to be demonstrated.
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2. Research Methodology

A qualitative method is conducted through the steps as follows. First, the data is collected
from the Major’s dialogues when he talks to other characters. In this step, the narration of his actions
and the circumstances surrounding are also investigated. Second, the data is analyzed by exploring
morality and moderation Major portrays and examining the reasons behind their portrayals of them.

Third, the conclusion and the discussion are demonstrated.

3. Results and Discussion
3.1 Results: Morality and Moderation according to Sufficiency Economy Philosophy

in Animal Farm and the Reasons behind the Portrayals

Major is the oldest male pig who is found dead after transferring a Marxist regime to the farm
animals. Major is characterized as a reliable pig as found in “everyone was quite ready to lose an
hour’s sleep in order to hear what he had to say” (Orwell, 1996). John W. Campbell (2000) describes
Major’s characteristics in The Book of Great Books that Major is a leader who lays a political theory,
“Prize pig who plants seeds of Rebellion against human control. Urges animals to cooperate, stressing
that they are all equal. Tells of the “golden future time” and teaches animals to sing “Beasts of
England,” a song of unity. His skull later becomes an object of veneration (dignity, respect, worship)”
(Campbell, 2000).

Morality is the beliefs about how people should behave. In this study, morality is
characterized as kindness, unity, honesty, justice, altruism, and patience sensed and practiced through
moral awareness.

Moderation refers to the acts of doing something in a middle way or not doing something too
much or too little. In this study, moderation is characterized as the satisfaction of individuals’ basic
needs or the condition of having food, shelter, clothing, and medicine.

The study finds that Major portrays morality. It is seen when he is giving a speech, or in fact,
laying a political theory. First and foremost, Major’s kindness reflects when he is characterized as wise
and benevolent, “he was still a majestic-looking pig, with a wise and benevolent” (Orwell, 1996). This
statement notably reflects kindness because ‘benevolent’” means kind and generous. Unity is also
seen through the aim of this speech because, while he is giving it, Major is uniting the animals to be
ready to revolt against human owners. Although the aim reflects violence, the animals’ unity is shown.
Morality itself can be seen when Major expresses his concern about his role and duties on the animals,
“I feel it my duty to pass on to you such wisdom as I have acquired” (Orwell, 1996). As wisdom refers
to knowledge with morality and ethics, this statement reflects Major’s morality as well as knowledge
at the same time. When he uses the word ‘wisdom’ to characterize himself, Major is confirming that
he has morals. Justice has appeared throughout the story through the following big words, stated
firstly by Major, showing the attempt to build up equality among all animals, “All animals are equal”

(Orwell, 1996). Prosperity is pointed out in Major’s speech when he describes the rich of the valuable
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natural resources of the land such as “The soil of English is fertile, its climate is good, it is capable of
affording food” (Orwell, 1996). Prosperity is also found in the song, Beasts of England, when he leads
the animals to sing it, “Of the golden future time” (Orwell, 1996). In that moment, golden refers to
a golden opportunity, golden days, or golden years that great happiness or success will come.
Even, it may lead some animals to think about the happiness arising from people with a ‘heart of
gold’—a very kind character. Kindness, unity, morality, justice, prosperity, and morality itself reflect
in Major and are interconnected by him.

Also, Major’s moderation is seen. The study finds that, while Major is displaying morality, he
is presenting moderation as well. Like morality, moderation is found in his speech when he states
about the land. It is classified as moderation because the land can produce enough food. When soil
and climate are fertile and good, they bring life to the land which helps feed the population. The soil
and the climate are the necessary factors Major points out to build up the atmosphere of not only
prosperity but moderation. Later on, moderation is noticed again in the song, Beasts of England,
describing England as the land that is fruitful enough to produce a lot of crops, “Riches more than
mind can picture, Wheat and barley, oats and hay, Clover, beans, and mangel-wurzels, Shall be ours
upon that day” (Orwell, 1996). From the victorious rebellion until the end of the story, the animals
have been willing to do all physical hard work with happiness with the hope for fruitful land depicted
in such description, “All that year the animals worked like slaves. But they were happy in their work”
(Orwell, 1996). This implies that, from that moment onwards, Major succeeds in imprinting the need
of living independently without humans into the animals” mind through sense of morality and
moderation. In addition to the portrayals of morality and moderation, the study also finds that Major
sharply contrasts these features with humans’ greed and brutality. Humans are depicted as greedy
and not capable of producing expressed as “Man is the only creature that consumes without
producing” (Orwell, 1996). Brutality is demonstrated when Major points out the death of the animals
caused by humans, “no animal escapes the cruel knife in the end” (Orwell, 1996).

The reasons behind Major’s portrayals of both morality and moderation can be categorized
into 3 main aspects as follows: laying a political theory, soothing fear, and differentiating humans from
the animals.

The two SEP characteristics: morality and moderation are clearly displayed in Major’s serious
attempts to lay and transfer a political ideal-—a Marxist regime—to the farm animals. In fact, Major
has been found being characterized as the one everyone believes in even before he displays the SEP
features, “Old Major was so highly regarded on the farm that everyone was quite ready to lose an
hour’s sleep in order to hear what he had to say” (Orwell, 1996). Thereupon, morality and moderation
including other SEP features are portrayed to support such characterization. At the time, the two
characteristics support each other to express Major’s personality to become more reliable. These
cause everyone to feel pleased and secure under his leadership. Therefore, the animals are ready to
listen to him, and it results in sending the animals to fight more easily. After the rebellion, the animals

have hopes for better life to come and feel happy to wait for it while working harder and harder. This
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proves that the political ideal laid by Major is imprinted on the animals’ mind forever.

In addition to that, the study finds that Major uses both morality and moderation to sooth his
fear. Like other farm animals, Major has just lived in the farm and is awaiting for death. The study
notices that Major suffers from the illusion that he cannot avoid death caused by humans, “no animal
escapes the cruel knife in the end” (Orwell, 1996). When he expresses his concern about the animals’
life and living conditions, he is protecting himself from such fear. He shows his moral awareness to
make all animals stay by his side and even be willing to sacrifice themselves to fight against humans.
Major also draws an imagination of the moderation in the dream, in the future, and in an ideal society
to fulfill a hope of better life after the humans are exiled. Meanwhile, the sense of living without
humans can erase Major’s fear of death.

Moderation differentiates humans from the animals, too. While Major leads the animals to
reject properties that are necessary for humans, those are pointed out to be unnecessary for the
animals, “No animal must ever live in a house, or sleep in a bed, or wear clothes, or drink alcohol, or
smoke tobacco, or touch money” (Orwell, 1996). In this case, Major uses the word ‘no’ to mean
‘enough’ for the animals. Moderation is seen through the animals because the word ‘no’ shows that
they do not need anything more. On the contrary, extravagant life is characterized to belong to only
humans because they consume huge products. As humans’ need is far from the sense of enough,
they are entirely different from the animals. In addition, because humans and the animals are not the
same, moderation builds up a sense of happiness of living without humans to the animals. Therefore,
moderation is helpful for Major to differentiate humans from the animals as well as making it easier

to transfer a political theory to the farm animals.

3.2 Discussion

Morality and moderation according to SEP are displayed by Major, one of the main characters
of Animal Farm. This is consistent with the research of Meesook (2007), Wongwichaiwat (2009), and
Srisakda (2011) which report that SEP features are found through the characteristics of the main
characters in various Thai literary works. At first glance, the study finds that the reasons behind the
portrayals of Major’s morality and moderation are similar with the portrayals of the main characters
in Thai literature. They present SEP features because they need to build up trust within their own
community, to live with happiness with others, and to bring better life to the community.

However, with a closer look, the study finds the reasons behind the portrayals of morality and
moderation of Major appear significantly different from other main characters in literary works. Of the
three pigs (Major, Snowball, and Napoleon), Major is only leader who is portrayed to lay a political
theory—a Marxist regime—for the farm. Particularly, he is the first one who uses both morality and
moderation, including other SEP features such as knowledge, as a significant mean to make full use
of Marxism. Thereupon, the portrayals lead him to reach his personal gains which refer to the need
to replace humans as well as the need of power. It appears that Major exploits the idea of equality

and happiness to build up hopes among the struggling animals. The hopes are based on the belief
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that if they are guided by Major, the animals are able to not only alleviate misery arising from being
overloaded with hard work but also gain both equality and happiness. Meanwhile, Major makes up
the condition that the human owners have to be replaced by him so that he can lead all animals to
be treated as equals and to share benefits they need.

There is an important reason that causes Major’s portrayals of SEP to be different from
the portrayals portrayed by the main characters in typical literary genres. The main characters in
Animal Farm are demonstrated to satirize real people in and after the period of the Russian
Revolution (1917-21). Campbell (2000) states that the writer describes Major to satirize Karl Mar,
“Orwell compares Old Major to Karl Marx (1818-83), a major force behind socialism (in this context,
communism), who had a dream of a better society, where justice, equality, and service to the common
good would prevail”. According to Campbell, Major acts as Karl Marx in the true story. After cruel
human owners are exiled, the pigs, new leaders of the farm, embark on the oppression and the
exploitation of the animals in their own place—the place that once the pigs, together with all animals,
used to fight for justice and to eradicate the inhuman distinction. Throughout the story, the animals
still do all physical hard work. It is obvious that morality which is prosperous for a while is
overshadowed and even erased. On the other hand, cruelty which creates its own cycle to stay
eternity has played its role tirelessly and even can grow prosperously especially in civilized
circumstances. Animal Farm that ends up as a tragedy rather than a happy ending or living in
harmony leads many people to believe that, although the theory of Marx seems beneficial, it cannot
bring happiness or equality to life if bad people use it. This is consistent with the words of Ho Chi
Minh, the greatest Vietnamese leader of the revolution in 1945. He strongly confirmed the brutal
inequality of human beings with his miserable sense, “despite the differences in skin color, there are

only two human races on earth: the exploiter and the exploited” (Xanh, 2008).

4. Conclusion

In conclusion, Major portrays morality and moderation according to SEP through his speech
and the song, Beasts of England. The sub-elements of morality such as kindness, unity, and justice
are also found displayed. He even points out brutality and greed of the humans to express his
senses of morality and moderation. The results of the portrayals affect not only Major himself but all
animals in the farm, and even the human owners. Major is trusted by all animals and successfully lays
a political theory. Thereupon, the animals accept him as a leader and differentiate the human owners
as the enemies. These cause them to be ready to fight against the humans. Meanwhile, the portrayals
help Major to reduce his fear of death caused by a human’s knife. The study tells us that morality
and moderation can make life better if everyone believes in and really practices them. On the other
hand, greedy ones often use these characteristics to manipulate others in order to reach their

personal gains.
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Abstract

The previous studies of the connection between health sciences, ecological studies,
illuminating engineering, lighting architecture, non-environmentally friendly lighting abatement, and
other measures of outdoor lighting regulation for controlling all key sources of light pollution were
reviewed with several references.

The research aimed at conceptual framework of enterprise resource planning-business
intelligence in higher education institutes. The objectives of this research were: 1) To synthesis the
conceptual framework of enterprise resource planning-business intelligence in higher education
institute. 2) To evaluate the conceptual framework of enterprise resource planning-business
intelligence in higher education institute. The sample groups were five experts in the business field
and five experts in information technology field totaling 10 experts. The research tool was
questionnaire to evaluate the appropriateness of the conceptual framework of enterprise resource
planning-business intelligence in higher education institute. The questionnaire comprises five main
components namely Sub-components, Data Sources, Extract Data Warehouse, Subject Specific
analytics and Decision making report.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research study were: (1) To acknowledge the methods or projects which
farmers demanded the related government departments to support reducing the production cost of
rice. (2) To acknowledge the methods of promoting rice production that could reduce cost per unit.
This research study used primary data collected from 85 families of farmers who cultivated seasonal
paddy fields and off-season paddy fields in four districts of Prachinburi Province. The data from the
questionnaires were analyzed in absolutely numerical data of interval and sequence and summarized
in form of Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, Correlation Value and Complex Regression Equation.
Afterwards, the data were synthesized in order to search for the guideline to reduce the production

cost of rice at the significance level. The results of this research study were as follows: (1) the projects
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that farmers demanded help or support were the pesticides production project, the self mixed
chemical fertilizer project, the organic fertilizer production project, the analysis of soil project, and the
disposal of weed project, respectively. To arrange a training session, the attended farmers were
selected from those who had free time in training for the projects and have not been trained in the
topics before. The selected farmers worked in paddy field areas from different villages, demanded
the real practice and implementation and live where raw materials were available. The training periods
were scheduled from the free time of framers and the training place should be close to the
famers’residences. Moreover, there were also an experiment and demonstration in the farmers’ farm.
(2) The easy methods for farmers to practice and to gain more products of rice per farm as well as
reduce cost per ton were an inspection of weed, the use of disease-resistant rice seeds, the use of
rice straw and the use of good quality rice (at the significance level of 0.01). Meanwhile, agricultural

officers should frequently visit the farmers and provide the above knowledge.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the spa therapists’ desired characteristics in
accordance with spa business executives’ opinions and foreign customers’ viewpoints. Random
sampling method was applied for 12 spa business executives and 361 foreign customers in Chonburi
province. The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire created by the researcher and data
were used to analyze percentage, mean and standard deviation.

According to the study, therapists’ desired characteristics were divided into five aspects:
knowledge, skill, attitude, ability and personality. It was found that spa business executives and foreign
customers rated SPA therapists’ personality and attitude as the most important features. The means
scores were 4.91, 4.59, and 4.67, 4.73 respectively. Moreover, the SPA therapists should develop their
knowledge in spa products, physiology, and first aid treatment. They should also know other foreign
languages such as Russian which was somehow more important than English, in order to communicate

and provide spa services more effectively to the particular target group of foreign customers or clients.

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study patient’s experience of ongoing chemotherapy for
colorectal cancers. The sample of this study was patients with colorectal cancers stage lll-IV receiving
chemotherapy. Data were collected using a colorectal cancers sampling in Mahavajiralongkorn cancer
center hospital through guided question interviews (n = 13) from April 2015 to August 2015. All
interviews were transcribed verbatim by coding data using the constant comparative method as
proposed by descriptive phenomenology. Relatives’ experiences were categorized into two themes:
1. The meaning of colorectal cancers could be divided in to two major themes; 1) incurable illness
2) death, 2. The experience of ongoing chemotherapy for colorectal cancers could be divided in to
nine major themes; 1) fear 2) loss opportunity and progress in life 3) suffered with nausea and

vomiting 4) painful mouth ulcer 5) feeling annoyed with numbness 6) fatigue 7) negative body image
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8) fear of low white blood cell 9) feeling uncertain of recovering possibility
The results of this study provided a clear and better understanding of both illness meaning
and experience of ongoing chemotherapy for colorectal cancers. This information is helpful and

useful for developing nursing care plan relevant to patient perspective as well as sociocultural beliefs.

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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to study the 4 factors of teachers’ living condition: family,
role and duty, social and environment and economy. The study focused on the living condition,
economic self-reliance, the problems and obstructions causing stress. The participants in the research
were the government teachers and employed teachers in Chanthaburi in total 345 persons. Instrument
of the research was the questionnaires. The statistics used in the research were the percentage, mean,
standard deviation and Chi-square.

The result showed that most of the teachers had more than 500,001 baths of debts. The
problems giving stress to the teachers are their additional responsibilities such as the document work,

other academic performance, frequent training sections and debts. According to the result, teachers
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have the good attitudes toward their occupation. The highest satisfaction levels of factor in teacher
living condition were family and social and environment. The teachers obtained honor and fame for
their family in aspect of family and they enjoyed teaching in aspect of social and environment. The
moderate satisfaction level was role and duty factor and the least satisfaction level was economy.
Most teachers perceived that they received insufficient income. However, most of the teachers perform
well accordingly to their role including in term of the health care and self-reliance. The important
problems of the teachers were large amount of additional responsibilities, lack of moral and large
amount of debt. The result also showed that the amount of debt correlated to the age and the
working period of the teachers. Therefore, the teachers should consistently develop their teaching

skills and become aware of their role and duties as a good teacher.

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Abstract

The research, investigates the implementation of public policy by means of conducting a case
study of the New Life Project. The researcher studies’ affecting success in the implementation under
study ; problems and obstacles encountered in the course of said implementation ; and proposes
guidelines for the fuller development of the New Life Project under the operational of the Office of
Justice Affairs, the ministry of Justice.

The researcher employed the methods of documentary study and conducting in-depth
interviews with key informants selected by means of applying the purposive sampling technique.
The eighteen informants consisted of three Office of Justice Affairs administrators, five Administrative
Office personnel engaged in the New Life Project, five personnel from New Life Project employment

agencies, and five ex-convicts participating in the project under study.
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The data collected were analyzed using descriptive analysis. Descriptive analysis was used in
order to describe or explain problems arising from comprehensively addressing points of significance
arising from the objectives of this investigation. Furthermore, descriptive analysis was used in
addressing the results of public policy implementation in this instance in addition to factors affecting
and problems and obstacles encountered when said policy was implemented. Finally, descriptive
analysis was applied.

The study finds that 1) the factors influenced the success are the systematic plan and
the clear process of the activities, including the budgets and manpower, that is well awear of the
duties, which are available; 2) the obstacle is that some activities are too complicated; and
3) the development plan is that the more consideration on the practices among the sections has to

be focused on.
