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Using the Prosody Pyramid for Promotion of English Pronunciation of
Undergraduate Students at Rajamagala University of Technology Lanna,
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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to compare pronunciation ability of undergraduate students before
and after learning through the Prosody Pyramid. The target group was 25 third-year students enrolled in
English conversation course (13-031-006) at Rajamangala University of Technology, Payap Campus, during
the second semester of academic year 2013. The experimental instruments were 8 lesson plans with the
Prosody Pyramid. Each plan covered 3 periods of 50 minutes each. Data collecting instrument was
pronunciation ability test. The research procedures comprised of testing students’ pronunciation ability
before and after learning through the Prosody Pyramid lesson plans. Data were obtained and analyzed for
percentage, mean, and standard deviation by using the computer program for statistical analysis. The
findings of this research found that students’ pronunciation ability after learning through the Prosody

Pyramid increased, when compared with the pretest.
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
