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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were ; 1) to develop the Reading and Writing Skill Package
for the Prathomsuksa 4 Students with Special Needs in the School of Chiangmai Municipality and
2) to study the achievement of Reading and Writing Skill of the Students with Special Needs. The
population of this research were the Prathomsuksa 4 Special Needs  dents whose studied in the
School of Chiangmai Municipality in second semester of the academic year 2010. The sampling
groups consisted of 15 dents in 7 schools.

The research design was the Quasi-Experimental Research with One-Group Pre-test
and Post-test. The research instruments were 1) The Reading and Writing Skill Package for the
Prathomsuksa 4 Stadents with Special Needs. There was the Farm House Unit, which included of
3 stories; Cool Stream to the Sea, Gold Rice Field, and Home Sweet Home, 2) the Individualized
Learning Plan and 3) the Pre-test and Post-test. In data analysis, the means and percentage of
scores were used.

Research findings were as follows : The efficiency of the Reading and Writing Skill
Package for the Prathomsuksa 4 Students with Special Needs in the School of Chiangmai Municipality
were specified at 80.00/80.00 percent. The result of the experimental were 87.38 /89.00 percent.

The criteria for passing the evaluation by the stadents was set at least 75 percent of the
whole evaluation on Reading and Writing Skills. This criterion was considered as “pass” for the
improvement on Reading and Writing Skills. The findings revealed that the achievement of
Reading and Writing Skill of Prathomsuksa 4 Stadents with Special Needs in the School of
Chiangmai Municipality after using the Reading and Writing Skill Package were 14 students got
higher score than the criterion but 1 student was bellowed the criterion. The lowest score was
67.50; 2 stadents got the highest score, those were 100 percent.
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The comparison for the students’ Reading and Writing Skill progressive scores showed
that the achievement in Reading and Writing Skill of Prathomsuksa 4 Stadents with Special
Needs in the School of Chiangmai Municipality after using the Reading and Writing Skill Package in
the Farm House Unit, include of 3 stories, were increased during 35.00 to 65.00 percent. But the
mean percentage of Writing Skill were higher than Reading Skill. The mean percentage of
Writing skill were 50.33 and Reading skill were 47.33
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
