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Abstract

This article analyses the conditions affecting the rise, decline
and revival of student activists in Thai politics since the 1970s until
today. In this, the ‘political system’ of social movement theory is applied
to explain differences between student movements in industrialized and
Third World countries. The Thai political system under the military dicta-
torship of the 1970s, was not supportive of the development of diverse
political institutions and actors. Meanwhile, graduate students were a
new emerging middle class with greater social and political capital than
other groups and therefore became a major force for political change.
Between 1980 and 2010, the rise of democracy and political freedom
enhanced the proliferation of new, powerful and effective political forces
and institutions. The role of student movements subsided in comparison.
Nevertheless, after the 2014 military coup d’état, Thai politics returned
to authoritarianism. Earlier diverse political forces were controlled under
the military government. Student activists, with special historical and
political assets and the privilege of university status, became the very

last powerful force to oppose the military regime.
