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Abstract

The synthetic research aimed to answer that “How does
homestay standard in Tourism for the ASEAN community be for
supporting ASEAN to survive through the tide of change that full
of free trade?” Under the assumption that “Recognized homestay
standard of member countries is an important mechanism to propel
the ASEAN countries as partners rather than competitors”. Quantitative
and qualitative data were analyzed in five-step synthesis. Data from
twenty homestays in Thailand focusing on nature - lifestyle and culture
and seven homestays from Laos, Cambodia, Vietnam, Myanmar,
the Philippines, Indonesia and Brunei were integrated with data
from five experts of the national tour of Thailand. The five-step
synthesis: problem identification, objective-methodology-finding
synthesis, variable collecting, analyzing and conclusion made ASEAN
get the homestay standard consisting of fourteen factors consisting
of forty five criteria and two hundred and three sub-criteria. The
homestay standard in tourism for the ASEAN community must have
both the physical management standards and tourism standards
“touring by a sense of community”. In conclusion, the important
mechanism is based on a hypothesis-driven: to be partners rather
than competitors. Theoretical conclusion pointed that the existence

of the cultural homestay tourism in ASEAN is up to the activity
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setting with cooperation between traders and tourists under the e-visa

system.
