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Abstract

The objective of this research aims at studying Pattern and
Channel of Thai-Chinese Trade’s revolution in ChiangKhong District,
ChiangRai Province. The research’s result shows that during 2001-
2003 A.D, the commerce between Thai and Chinese was a little. Thai
traders did small business for their families carrying from ancestry
and some Thai traders would do businesses out of their area with
Chinese in ChiangKhong District. For Chinese traders, they would
transact by themselves from their acquaintances. Since commerce
was more developed to be worldwide channels. The most important
structure between Thai and Chinese is Thai import goods. We classified
import plants for 1) Consumption such as Garlic, Chinese pear, Apple,
Chinese herbs, Cauliflower and Pumpkin. And for 2) Industry such as
Seaweed. The import has a little. Most of products were agricultural
productivities and there were both of land and marine transportations.
In 2004, Export were boosting continuously. There were 3 patterns
of Thai traders’ transaction 1) Border Area traders were only brokers.
2) Traders did one stop service business and 3) The Traders did business
about only logistic to entrepreneurs. The Structure of export goods;
from Chiangkhong’s border to south of china, was divided to 2 groups.
Mostly are agricultural products and wild products. For import goods,
there are 3 groups such as Agricultural goods, miscellaneous goods,

medicine and chemical goods. Due to land transport through route R3A,
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a number of import goods are more than export goods and trends to

gain more continuously.
