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Abstract

Ban Tan-En, Tambol Tan-En in Bangpahan District is one of
the communities in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Province where has been
flooded almost every year because of its landscape, low lying area and
Bangprakroo canel, running through the center of the village. This canel
links Pasak River in Nakhonluang District and Lopburi River in Maharaj
District Floods in the rainy season of each year is a natural phenomenon
known as the “wet season”, which is characteristic of this ecology of
the BangPahan District. The local people actually realize that the flood
was a normal situation for the landscape like this. They are really good
at living with the flood because their whole lives have involved with a
nature along the canal and have also been flooded almost every year.
Even though the way of life has been changed ever from the past, the
knowledge about the living in a raining season has been carried on and
become a local culture or the way of life as called as Ecological Wisdoms
by this article. The wisdoms have empowered the local people to live
with a flood even the worst flood. It can be proved from an adaptation
process for living during a flood of Tan-En villagers. It can be separated
to three phases; 1) phase of a preparing themselves before a flood 2)
phase of an adapting themselves for living with the flood and 3) phase

of living after a flood.
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
