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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: to study and develop
a set of training activities for probation youth volunteers by experiential
learning process. To evaluate the effectiveness of using a sets of
training activities for being probation youth volunteers by experiential
learning process. The research results indicated That 1) the development
of a set of training activities for being probation youth volunteers by
expanding the first policy of Probation Department from one day and
four hours with four subjects to seven learning units for three days
continuously. 2) A set of training activities focused on learning by
doing concept and the learning by trial and error concept. Comprising
activity practice cycle censists of four steps of concrete experience,
reflective observation, abstract conceptualization and active
experimentation. 3) The evaluation of effectiveness revealed that the
post cognitive and understanding in the mission of the Probation Youth
Volunteer were higher than pre-trial activities at 0.01 The results of
satisfaction after trial revealed at the highest level, with 4.66 averagely
and the moral attitude of participants was at a high level, with 4.49

averagely.
