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Abstract

Civil society is a contested concept in both academic and
policy community. Its meaning is depended on contexts and conditions.
The inquiry about its definition, appearance, size, and position is thus
necessary.

This article argues that the thirds sector or the people
sector is not equal with civil society but being a part of civil society.
Hence, civil society in operational definition is the sphere of institutions,
organizations and individuals located between the family, the state and
the market in which people associate voluntarily to advance common
interests. In this sense, civil society consists of levels of elements, i.e.,
institutional, organizational, and personal, which can be both concrete
and abstract. In fact, there is no absolute agreement on the word
referring to non-governmental and non-commercial organization
even among civil society experts; no word can best describe such
organization. This article proposes the way to understand civil society
in operational way as a beginning to make sense and develop the
concept. To better understand the concept will lead to better

understanding of civil society in practice.
