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Abstract

At present, there is not a complete understanding of what motivates tourists to
travel to a specific food destination. This article aimed to give insights into the various forms of
tourism together with the behavioral patterns of tourists and particular implications for
integrating local cuisine into tourism in general. In addition, this study aimed to identify the
personal motives of potential food tourists and their underlying decision-making processes in
selecting preferred destinations. Food is rapidly becoming one of the major attractions for
tourists. This exploratory study analyzed and evaluated the particular tastes of different kinds
of food, the history, and background of indigenous dishes dining culture and secret tips of
local cooking. The review of the relevant studies of culinary tourism and analyzing potential
food tourism routes in Phetchaburi were done in order to create tourism products by
stimulating and developing local food tourism. The findings showed that not only the
understanding of the motivational and other factors from both tourists and destination
perspectives but also having regard to sustainable destination management to generate

creative tourism routes within Phetchaburi through the Innovative use of local food products.

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study good governance implementation and
influencing factors for good governance implementation of the sub- district administrative
organization in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province. The mixed-method research was used in this
study. In the quantitative session, it was conducted on 465 personnel by using a research
questionnaire and analyzing the data with average, percentage, standard deviation, and linear
multiple regression analysis. In the qualitative session, 24 personnel who were executive officers
were interviewed, and the data were analyzed by interpretation. The study was found that there
were 9 influencing factors for good governance implementation as 1) Environment which was
the maximum average score and 2) Leadership 3) Budget 4) Organization structure 5) Internal
communication 6) Corporate policy 7) Value/culture 8) Human resource and 9) Information
technology which were the minimum average score. There were 10 good governance
implementations as 1) Moral/Ethics which were the maximum average score and 2) Equality
3) Rule of Law 4) Response 5) Responsibility 6) Disclosure/transparency 7) Decentralization 8)
Effectiveness 9) Participation and 10) Efficiency which were the minimum average score. When
analyzing the relationship between influencing factor and good governance implementation, it
was found that all 9 variables were related to good governance implementation. The budget
was the most correlated as shown in the followings 1) Human resources 2) Internal
communication 3) Corporate policy 4) Leadership 5) Value/culture 6) Organization structure
7) Information technology and 8) Environment which was the less correlated. When forecasting
equation test for prediction of all 9 variables (multiple regression analysis) it was found that
only 3 variables have influenced good governance implementation. The most influencing
variable was budget, and the second was human resource and environment respectively. The
obstacle was the lack of management principles from the executive officer for effective help
and cope with the changing situation especially the spread of COVID-19, lack of manpower, lack

of ethics for duty, and lack of real participation from citizens. For suggestions, It should
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emphasize on the information disclosure through website channels to give opportunity for
people to access, get to know, and get a wider variety of information and convince all sectors
to participate in various channels openly/transparent and get feedback on how to solve people's

problems quickly, in a timely manner.

The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop the King Rama IX’s wisdom

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) develop the local instructional model by using
oral history to enhance historical empathy for secondary students and 2) evaluate the
effectiveness of the local instructional model by using oral history to enhance historical
empathy for secondary students. The population of this research was the students in the tenth
grade of Paknamchumphon Wittaya school during the first semester of the 2021 academic year,
who had studied the subject of local history as an additional course in the field of history. This
research applied the process of research and development (R&D) and collaboration with the
instructional system design (ADDIE model). The instruments of this research included, lesson
plans, and achievement test on the subject of local history, an evaluation form of historical
empathy for secondary students and student satisfaction questionnaires. The data were analyzed
by mean (X) standard deviation (S.D.) analyzing achievement test after learning with the
instruction model was higher than before learning with the instructional model at .05 level and
content analysis. The finding of the research revealed as the following: 1) The local instructional
model by using oral history to enhance historical empathy for secondary students was named
“ECCA Model” and had an index of objective congruence (I0C) between 0.75 — 1.00. It’s
consisted of 4 components: principles, objectives, learning process involves 4 steps, namely
1.1) Engage in the local historical empathy (E) 1.2) Construct an image of the local historical
empathy (C) 1.3) Construct the local historical understanding (C) 1.4) After learning review the
local historical empathy (A)and condition related with instructional model implementation,
which was social system, support system, and responsiveness. 2) The study of the effectiveness of
the local instructional model by using oral history revealed that 2.1) The student’s achievement
test in the subject of local history after learning with the instruction model was higher than
before learning with the instructional model at .05 level 2.2) The development of historical
empathy for the students was increased respectively 2.3) Student’s satisfaction toward the

instructional model was at the highest level.

This research examined the blending of Mandarin Chinese “N-N” compounds, following
the approach of cognitive linguistics according to which the semantic blending of nouns is one
of the language use phenomena which reflects the conceptual of the language users. The
understanding of compound blending enables the students who study Chinese as a foreign
language to grasp the conception of Chinese people, the meaning and the derivation of the
meaning of compounds. The research was conducted in the following technique: 50 “N-N”
compounds were randomly selected from Chinese-Thai dictionaries, whose characteristic of
blending and grouping the type of blending is then analyzed according to the blending theory
of Fauconnier & Turner (2002) and Benczes (2006).

The research showed that the meaning of “N-N” compounds in Chinese is the result of
single-scope networks and double-scope networks blending, which use three kinds of
conceptual mapping: metaphor, metonymy, and metaphor together with metonymy.

The purposes of this research article were 1) to study students’ creative problem-
solving ability 2) to study creative problem-solving ability development in Geography of students
and 3) to study students’ satisfaction with learning management using scenario-based learning.
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This research sample consisted of 40 students in Grade 9 at The College of Dramatic Arts during
the second semester of the 2020 academic year by simple purposive sampling. The research
instruments were 12 lesson plans, creative problem-solving ability tests, and questionnaires for
satisfaction with learning management using scenario-based learning. The data were analyzed
by mean and standard deviation. The findings showed that 1) the level of creative problem-
solving ability of students at The College of Dramatic Arts was at a good level, 2) the
development of the creative problem-solving ability of students during learning management
was at high scores, and 3) the level of satisfaction towards learning management using scenario-

based learning of students was at the high level.

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Abstract

Assam tea is a native tea plant in Sakad, Nan, Thailand. Local curriculum development of
Assam tea was developed for teaching Sakadpattana School’ s students. The aims of this research
are (1) learning and gathering information about Assam tea, (2) developing the local curriculum on
the Assam tea at Sakadpattana School. The study was conducted by using Participation action
research (PAR) which was based on reflection, data collection, and action to improve the student’s
knowledge of the tea. There are 33 participants, consisting of school director, teachers, community
leaders, parents, local people and Prathomsuksa 4 students at Sakad School. The research
instruments were questionnaires, an interview, an achievement test, a skilled assessment, and a
desirable feature evaluation. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, means, and
standard deviation. The qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis. The results of this
study show that: 1) The knowledge of Assam tea in Sakad consisted of (1) there are three breeds of
Assam tea, (2) The products from Assam tea in Sakad are fermented tea leaf and dried tea flower
and leaf. 2) The local curriculum on Assam tea in Sakad was developed by Sakadpattana School.
The curriculum structure consists of 5 learning units: 1. About Assam Tea ; 2. Assam Tea's Benefits;
3. Sakad's Topography; 4. Assam Tea's Puzzle (the integration between Mathematics and calculation
of profits from the tea products); and 5. Speaking at Sakad (talking about Assam tea in English). After
implementing the curriculum in the classroom, the results of each learning units were evaluated and
analyzed by the researcher. The results revealed that this curriculum was effective accordingly to its
principles and objectives. Using the focus group, it was found that all participants were satisfied with
the course trial. The content on “Miang” is accurate and suitable for learners and the components
of the local curriculum are complete in terms of course structure. The learning units and the learning
management plan gained during the process is important and useful to learners. There should be
an action to prepare and develop a local curriculum on Miang at Sakad subdistrict of Sakad Pattana
School, Nan Province to be a learning center that creates a body of knowledge for students and the

public, so that the local wisdom will remain forever.

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Abstract

The development of cultural tourism routes for Thai Diaspora communities of Singkhon-
Tanintharyi and Myeik aims to 1) study the potential of cultural tourism sites of Thai diaspora
communities in Singkhon- Tanintharyi and Myeik and 2) develop cultural tourism routes of Thai
communities, Singkhon-Tanintharyi Diaspora. The research methodology was divided into 3
steps. The first step was to study related documents and research. The second step was to
study the potential of cultural tourism sites of the diaspora communities in Singkhon-Tanintharyi
and Myeik. There are 21 informants who were the community leaders of the villages of Singkhon-
Tanintharyi and Myeik. The methods for collecting information were surveying the area, non-
participant observation and in-depth interviews, which included in-depth interviews, field notes
and audio recordings. Verification of the credibility of the informants used a three-dimensional
data validation method. The analysis of the data was based on content analysis. The third step
was to develop cultural tourism routes for Thai diaspora communities in Singkhon- Tanintharyi
and Myeik. The sample was 12 tourists which was obtained by specific selection. The research
instrument was the tourist satisfaction survey on cultural tourism of the Singkhon-Tanintharyi
and Myeik Diaspora Thai communities which was is a 5-level estimation scale with a confidence
value of 0.891. The statistics used to analyze the data were mean and standard deviation. The
results of the research indicate that: 1) 3 villages, Singkhon, Laem Yuan and Muk Phong have
the potential for development into cultural tourism sites 2) there is a route classified appropriate
for a 3-days cultural program. The tourist satisfaction assessment of the Singkhon-Tanintharyi

and Myeik diaspora communities overall was at a high level.

The overall composition and the particular forming of the lines,
colors and shapes of these images are distinguished from Buddhist paintings elsewhere.
The details of the artistic elements and craftsmanship inspire awe in the visitor-
beholders, The paintings also convey certain religsious meanings and philosophical truths.
The use of the vast, simple space is comparable to the style of contemporary art design

and knowledge management.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop a guideline on loincloth products by
the women sewing group at Ban Nayao Village, Sanam Chai Khet District, Chachoengsao
Province and to gain the value addition of loincloth products to creative economy among the
members of women sewing group at Ban Nayao Village. Research instruments were participant
observation, in-depth interviews, and focus group. The qualitative data analysis was done
through content analysis and was presented in descriptive analysis approach. From the
purposive sampling of the women sewing group at Ban Nayao Village, the research resulted in
a guideline on loincloth products and packaging by the select group and value addition.
Concerning the first, it is found that experts are needed for enhancing the fashion design skills
and the creation of new types of products. Know-how of public relation and online marketing
and the industrial design contests is also necessary. As for the value creation, Center for Arts,
Culture and Locality (CACL) and the Department of Product Design, Faculty of Industrial
Technology, Rajabhat Rajanagarindra University, had provided a design for the product box.
This box is in purple, the birthday color of H.R.H. Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, and features
the image of a wild elephant. Moreover, the experts were invited to host a workshop to
demonstrate how to make the elephant-neck pillow, an example of a new unique product.
The unique product creation led to the promotion of local wisdom and its value creation. It
encourages the creative economy as well as local self-dependence according to the

philosophy of sufficiency economy.

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to create and analyze competency indicators for
creative thinking skills of B.Ed. students in Early Childhood Education. Research sample consisted
of 310 undergraduates who enrolled in the B.Ed. program in Early Childhood Education at
Ramkhamhaeng University. The research participants addressed an assessment survey designed
following a 5-point rating scale. Numerical research data were examined by means of statistical
calculation regarding frequency distributions, median, interquartile range, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, correlation coefficient and Exploratory Factor Analysis (EFA). The findings
showed that the B.Ed. students’ creative thinking skills derived from 3 main factors and 20
subsidiary competency indicators. The first factor was the fluency thinking. It had 8 indicators in
relation to 1) abilities to use word order in phrases and sentences 2) fluency in communication
3) providing creative thoughts within a time limit 4) using synonyms in communication 5) having
solution fluency 6) organizing and categorizing ideas 7) applying knowledge and ideas in daily
life and 8) abilities to adapt critical thoughts in different situations. The second factor was the
diversity of thoughts. This factor comprised 6 indicators related to 1) meticulous and elaborative
thinking 2) considering interrelationship and its meaningfulness 3) applying imagination into a
physical reality 4) having feelings of confidence to gain new knowledge and experience
5) expanding the clear understanding of new knowledge and 6) creating complete works and
products. The third factor was the originality of thoughts. The factor consisted of 6 indicators
with respect to 1) making ideas to provide positive impacts on personal life and society 2) crating
original thoughts 3) having skills required for making original contribution and its practical
application 4) having divergent thinking 5) having independent thinking and 6) presenting diverse
and new perspectives. Considering all factors and subsidiary assessment indicators, the

quantitative findings were interpreted in relation to pedagogical theories of creativity.
