ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study the development of innovations
from local food wisdom for the elderly in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province, to study
the recipes from local wisdom for the elderly and to develop innovative local food
wisdom for the commercial purposes. This study is a cultural, qualitative research.
The research instrument used in this study were conducted in observation form and
interview form. The data analysis was conducted using descriptive analysis. The results
showed that in terms of the background and development of local food wisdom for
the elderly, the traditional local foods of Ayutthaya are meticulously organized into
a set, food preservation has been used to preserve raw materials, and the foods are
unique in terms of color, flavor and taste. For the development of local food
innovations for the elderly for commercial purposes, the traditional recipes have been
used and adapted by modern restaurants to be compatible with the raw materials
and to keep up with modern food trends, reflecting the constant change and
development. Foods in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province can be classified into two
groups: foods prepared using traditional methods inherited in each person’s
household and foods prepared using modern ingredients and methods with a similar
taste to the original recipes but with a different texture in order to create a new twist.
It was found that the development of local food wisdom innovations for the elderly
consists of 3 components which are the development of raw material, process and
packaging. In this study, concentrated spicy mixed vegetable soup, ready-to-eat spicy
rice salad with herbs, banana in grain milk, and pomelo and ginger juice with monk
fruit sweetener were used as the food model for development. In terms of the
development of raw materials, low-sodium salt was used to provide salty taste, monk
fruit sweetener was used to provide sweetness, while grain milks were used to provide
creamy texture and taste. The foods were pasteurized to increase shelf life and
packaged in clean, safe packaging suitable for the elderly.

When
considered together with the grammar, it was found that some syllables, Chinese
characters and vocabularies were only found in a grammar table; in addition, some
observations were found that need to be revised, which were the explanation of the

function words, directing the part of speech, and so on.

Introduction

Today, English has been prevalently used as an international language.
Since we are living in the era of globalization, knowing English is viewed as if opening
the door to the world. Improving our English skills is not only beneficial to our
English learning abilities inside English classrooms, but it will lead one to better job
opportunities and global connections. Accordingly, knowing the English language is
the pathway of successful accomplishment in one’s life.

In order to know the English language, it is unavoidable to say that it is
important to know the form, meaning and use of the English language at the same
time. As mentioned by Radford (2016), form and functions are viewed as the core of
a language to study. Our linguistic performance, referring to accurate and fluent use
of language, will be mastered.

Regarding the structure of English, the English language is known as the

language where the subject must be present (Radford, 2016). In other words,
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omitting the subject of sentences as in *loves coffee results in ungrammaticality and
this leads to unacceptability. Despite having this requirement, there is the structure
in English known as imperative, such as Look! which does not require a subject. This
construction is special, being classified under the null category in English (Radford,
2016).

Without the subject requirement, the imperative structures in English are
considered special. When the subject is omitted, it can be doubtful as to who is the
agent, referring to a person or an instigator who performs the action. Another issue
to consider about imperatives is when and why this structure will be used in
different text varieties. The third perspective to look at is which lexical items
frequently occur with this structure.

In regard to text varieties, different text varieties are likely to have their own
preferences of grammatical structures. Leaning grammar from text varieties allow us
to learn their form, meaning and use concurrently. The use of the imperative
frequently appears in English novels as they
contain the dialogue of conversation (Takahashi, 2007) and they are viewed as a
reliable source to learn this structure. This way of learning is considered as implicit
learning of grammar whereby grammar is not separately taken from context to be
studied alone. Learning grammar from English novels is likely to be useful for
learners of English as a Second Language (ESL) and learners of English as a Foreign
Language (EFL).

Despite having different text varieties that are used with imperative
structures, such as advertisements and cooking recipes, this study contributes to the
field by applying the study of imperative structures to English novels. In regard to
their suitability and availability, English novels are reading materials that are suitable
for everyone and they are also available in every household.

The readers can select stories that they enjoy reading themselves. With
their enjoyability, this could attract learners to read books more frequently. Novels
provide conversational dialoques that allow English language learners to learn the
use of imperative structure easily.

In addition to the psychology of language learning, the following section
indicates the linguistic information of imperative structures. Imperative is one of the
moods in English, which is discussed commonly (Katz, 2020). One of the prevalent
uses of imperative mood is the interpersonal communication of command and
order, as in Take this to the kitchen (Katz, 2020). Not only is the verb in this
sentence used for the addressee to follow the action, the command or order is
used in relation with politeness strategy or making a polite request (Katz, 2020). In
imperative structures, the structure is covert, which will be explained in the
following section. In traditional grammar, the deleted subject is understood as the
second pronoun you. This may be convincing; however, it is argued later that it can
be the first-person pronoun as in / am telling you to take this to the kitchen.
Although having this interpretation, it is also interpreted as the second pronoun
anyway, as it appears in an object control construction. The subject of the verb take

is controlled by the pronoun you.

Syntactic Structure of Imperatives

As mentioned above, imperative structures lack the subject, so they are
classified into the null subject category, such as Look! (Radford, 2016). What is the
null subject? The subject in the English language is compulsorily required in all
clauses. This requirement is to fulfill Extended Projection Principle, sometimes
known as an EPP feature (Radford, 2016). However, there are several exceptions for
the subject in English. One of them is called truncation. This is frequently found in
writing a diary, where the omitted subjects are known to be the writers themselves,
such as go shopping. The second case appears in non-finite clauses, as in Peter

wants PRO to eat mango. Based upon generative grammar, the subject of non-finite
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clauses is PRO which has a coindexation with the matrix subject referring to Peter
(Radford, 2016). The last category is the imperative structure, such as Sit here.

Along the same lines as Zanuttini (2007), the imperative is syntactically
classified as the null subject category, sometimes known as the overt pronoun you.
In language analysis, the categories of subject are divided into the categories of null
subject and non-null subject. In English, the null subject is an exceptional case, as in (1).

(1) Stand up!

The null subject in (1) is interpreted as the second pronoun, referring to
you. This could be tested by the question tag (Zanuttini, 2007), as in (2).

(2) Stand up, won’t you?

The overt subject is interpreted as the second pronoun you. It would be
ungrammatical if one were to interpret the null subject as the first pronoun or the
third pronoun.

(3)

(a) You stand up.

(b) *He/I stand up.

The null subject in imperative structure is not the same the covert subject
PRO in non-finite clauses as the covert subject PRO in non-finite clauses as in / want
PRO to eat mango, has the coreferential subject, as in /. Accordingly, the covert
subject of the imperative structure refers to the second pronoun you. In addition,
there are several characteristics of the imperative structure in English. Since
imperative structure is an exceptional case, it cannot receive tense such as *Passed
me the salt. Also, modal verbs cannot be used with imperative as in *will pass me
the salt.

Semantic Denotations of Imperative Structures

Aside from the syntactic theory of imperative structure, the main focus in
this study is the semantic denotation of imperative structures in English. The
framework of semantic denotations in the structure of imperative follows

Stefanowitsch (2003) who classified the senses of imperative structures as follows:
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Table 1

Invitations (f) Please let me know if there is anything else that you
need.

Please (g) Please write soon.

Warning (h) Just be careful.

Table 1 presents the framework of semantic denotation in order to analyze
imperative structures in English. The framework is based upon Stefanowitch (2003)
who divided the sense of imperative into eight categories. There are request, advice,

instruction, permission, wishes, invitation, please and warning.

Imperative Structures in Text Varieties

This section reviews the studies of imperative structures in text varieties.
Text varieties refer to different genres of data collection in order to examine their
form and meaning. One of the well-known studies in this field is Ren’s (2011)
research article examining imperative in English netvertising. He found that
imperative is used with lexical cohesion reiterating, referring to repetition, as in (5).

(5) Save 50% on a second box of the sweetest fruit to bend a bough...Save

on two luscious boxes (a $55.90 value), shipped to one address.

(Ren, 2011, p. 746)

The imperative in (5) applies with the technique of repetition, referring to
using the word save twice. The word save that is used twice has an impact on

consumers in order to make a decision to purchase the product.
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In addition to Ren (2011), Takahashi (2007) studied the structure of
imperative in fictive stories, which are The Sky is Falling, The Pelican Brief and The
Deception. As claimed by Takahashi (2007), dialogues in narrative writing could
represent actual conversation. The top-four words that are frequently used in these
tokens are Let’s, Let, Look and Tell. Concerning the use of let’s, several examples
are given as in (6).

(6)

(a) “Let’s go for a walk”.

(b) “Let’s chat”.

(Takahashi, 2007, p. 97-98)

Let’s in (6) is used with the semantic denotation of either agreement or
refusal. It is the speaker’s address to invite the listener to joint proposed activities or
events with a polite manner called tact or politeness strategies (Takahashi, 2007)
Another denotation of the use of let’s is instruction, referring to inviting someone to
do something, as in (7).

(7) “Now, let’s get down to business”.

(Takahashi, 2007, p. 99)

Let’s get down to business as in (7) is the speaker’s instruction for the
listener to get into the topic of their talk. In addition to the word let’s and its
denotation, the verb (et usually co-occurs with me as in (8).

(8)

(a) “Let me see”.

(b) “Let me say”.

This pattern of occurrence is a predominant use of the verb let. Aside from
this, the verb Look in the imperative is used with different senses as in (9).

9)

(a) “Look, where are you now?”

(b) “Well, look who’s here”.

(Takahashi, 2007, p. 117)

The verb Look, as in (9a), calls the listener’s attention, technically known as
interjection (Takahashi, 2007). Look, as in (9b), is used with the sense of perception.
Another common verb that is used with the structure of imperative in fictive stories
is the verb tell, as in (10).
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(10) “Well, tell us what’s happening”.

(Takahashi, 2007, p. 108)

In (10), the verb tell shows that it is common to be used with the
colligation of indirect interrogative.

O’neill and Casavas (1997) studied the use of imperative in English
advertisement. The results of the study reveal that the semantic denotation of
instructions is the most common patterns in television advertisement, where an
example is presented as in (11).

(11) Coleman’s Sauces

Voice-over (woman): For a proper family meal, pop some chicken in a dish.
Then pick a Coleman’s sauce, empty it out, add some water, stir it up, and pour
over the chicken. Cook until tender and serve with nice fresh vegetables. Coleman’s
makes a real meal.

(O’neill & Casavas, 1997, p. 227)

O’neill & Casavas (1997) indicated that instruction is likely to be used often
in the advertisement of a recipe when making a meal. Furthermore, Jary and Kissine
(2016) provided a number of imperatives, exemplified as follows.

(12)

(a) Shut the door.

(b) Watch out for pickpockets.

(c) Read the comments carefully.

(d) Don’t smoke here.

(e) Enjoy the show.

Jary and Kissine (2016) indicated that imperative belongs to the category of
directive speech acts, which could include request, as in (12a), warning, as in (12b),
advice, as in (12¢), prohibition, as in (12d) and a good wish, as in (12e)

English Novels

This study selected English novels as they contain conversation dialogues
and are a practical source to investigate the use of imperative structures. English
novel is a kind of narrative writing. It is a kind of writing to entertain readers. This
kind of writing is regarded as a special kind of writing. In order for the readers to
continue reading a written story from the start until the end, it is important for the
writers to develop the plot of the stories in an interesting way. This requires writers

to have a good orientation, referring to the plot, setting and the protagonist.
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Although many people claim that imperative structures occur in spoken
register, Takahashi (2007) pointed out that imperative structures are also commonly
found in conversational interaction between protagonists in stories. This can be used
to represent spoken language to investigate imperative structures in English novels
as shown below.

(13)

“Who has taught you those fine words, brain?” | inquired. “The curate?”

“Damn the curate, and three! Give me that,” he replied.

“Tell us where you got your lessons, and you shall have it,” said I. “Who’s

your master?”

“Devil daddy,” was his answer.

“And what do you learn from daddy?” | continued.

(Bronte, 2019, p. 85)

In (13) we are reading a conversation between characters in the story of
Wuthering Heights. The conversation in written stories is regarded as having high
practicality in order to use them to replace spoken language. This information leads

to the following method.

Method
The investigation of imperative structure in this study is gathered from the

data collection of three popular English novels.

The Data

The data collection in this study is English novels, which are written with
the dialogue of conversation. This indicate that it is the protagonists’ spoken
language. With this occurrence, the researcher could investigate the imperative
structure from this section (Takahashi, 2007).

The data in this study is gathered from Wuthering Heights (Bronte, 2019),
The Lord of the Rings: The Return of the King (2020) and Dracula (2021). These are
best-selling novels (www.amazon.com). A total of 150,000 words contains 29 tokens
of imperative structures. The imperative structure begins with the verb without the
subject and it could be tested by an adverbial phrase internationally. An example
of conversation dialogue is given as follows:

“Let me in-let me in!”

“Who are you?” | asked, struggling, meanwhile, to disengage

myself.

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“Catherine Linton,” it replied, shiveringly (why did | of Linton? | had read
Earnshaw twenty times for Linton)- “I’'m come home: I’'d lost my way on
the moor!”

With this data collection, the data analysis is presented in the following

section.

Data Analysis
The data analysis of imperative in this study follows Stefanowitch (2003)
who classified the semantic denotation of imperative into types where the pilot

study is presented in Table 2.

Table 2 presents semantic denotation of imperative structures. In regard to
the data analysis of the imperative in this study follow the definition and example
as provided below.

The semantic denotation of invitation provides the sense of asking
someone politely and sometimes it is used with words of repetition, such as Come,
Come as in (14a) (Stefanowitch, 2003). Requesting provides the sense of asking for
permission to do something, such as let me in-let me in as in (14b). (Stefanowitch,
2003). In (14c), stop represents an instruction, referring to informing someone to do

something or it is a must to do it (Stefanowitch, 2003).

The Results and Discussion
This section presents the result and discussion of the study. In the total of

150,000 words, there are 29 tokens of imperative structures in this study. In the
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selected English novels, three semantic denotations of imperative structures are
found as in invitation, request and instruction. It seems that each semantic
denotation of imperative structures in the selected English novels is used with

limited lexical choices.

Overall Semantic Denotation of Imperative Structures in Selected English
Novels
The frequencies and percentages of semantic denotations of imperative

structures in the selected English novels are presented in Table 3.

The higher percentages occur with the imperative of instructions and
invitation at 44.82 percent and 37.93 percent, respectively. The lowest percentage

of imperative structures are requests at 17.24 percent.

Semantic Denotations of Instructions
The imperative structure to denote instruction is the most frequent pattern
used in the selected English novels. This result goes along the same lines as Qassim
and Hussein (2013) who studied the use of imperative structures in the novel called
Oliver Twist, where the result of semantic denotation of instruction occurs among
the top 5.
(15)
(@) “Leave the room, Ellen!” she repeated, trembling all over.
(Bronte, 2019, p. 56)
(b) “Look!” she cried eagerly, “that’s my room with the candle in it, and
the trees swaying before it; and the other candle is in Joseph’s garret.”
(Bronte, 2019, p. 97)

(c) “Get away this moment! How dare you touch me?”
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(Bronte, 2019, p. 224)
(d) “Look!” he cried.

(Tolkien, 2020, p. 875)

(e) “Look! Isten szek!”-“God’s seat”
(Stoker, 2021, p.10)
With regard to the imperative structures of instructions as occurred in this
study, it seems that various lexical items occur with this study as compared with a
previous study. Qassim and Hussein (2013) used only one novel to investigate the
imperative structure, this would be a reason why there is a limitation in the result of
their study where only the lexical item (eave was found. However, the current study
found more verbs that are used in this pattern: look, get up, put on, stop, get away

and tell me.

Semantic Denotation of Invitation
One of the common uses of imperative structures complying with
Stefanowitsch’s (2003) framework is the semantic denotation of invitation as in (16).
(16)
(a) “No, thank you.”
“Not bitten, are you?”
“If I had been, | would have set my signet on the biter.”
Heathcliff’s countenance relaxed into a grin.
“Come, come,” he said, “you are flurried, Mr. Lockwood.”
(Bronte, 2019, p. 7)
(b) “Come, come!” | repeated. “I'll tie the riband.”
(Bronte, 2019, p. 148)
(e) “Come Master Perrian!”
(Tolkien, 2020, p. 885)
(f) “Come,” he said at last.
(Stoker, 2021, p. 30)
In (16), the semantic denotation of imperative structure is invitation. When
one is invited to do something, the speakers use the technique of lexical repetition,
such as come, come as in (16a) and (16b). With this denotation, only two specific
lexical choices as in come and sit down are used when inviting someone to do
something.
The occurrence of lexical repetition is not only common in advertising as in

save 50% on a second box of the sweetest fruit to bend a bough....save on two
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luscious boxes (a $55.90 value), shipped to one address as mentioned by (Ren,
2011, p. 746). This feature is also used in English novels, which can be common
characteristics of imperative structures. So when someone is invited to do or buy
something, the imperative structure of lexical repetition can be a good technique to
use.

The result of this study could very well be applicable to the learning theory
of behaviorism (Hummel, 2021). The imperative structures to denote invitation
repetitively occur with certain words or phrases, such as come come, come and sit
down. With this high frequency of occurrence, English language learners will learn

the use of these words and phrases automatically.

Semantic Denotation of Request
Another semantic denotation of imperative structure in the selected English
novels that follow Stefanowitsch’s (2003) framework is request. The theory of
behaviorism is also applicable with the imperative structure with the semantic
denotation of request as repetitively occurred in (17).
(17)
(@) The intense horror of nightmare came over me: | tried to draw back my
arm, but the hand clung to it, and a most melancholy voice sobbed,
“Let me in-let me in.”
(Bronte, 2019, p. 21)
(b) “Let me get off my wet clothes, and I'll tell you about it Nelly,” he
replied.
(Bronte, 2019, p. 38)
(c) “Stay! Stay!” cried Gandalf.
(Tolkien, 2020, p. 853)
In (17), the use of request in imperative goes along the same lines as
Takahashi (2007) who said that the use of the verb let follows the politeness

strategies.

Pedagogical Implications

As mentioned earlier, this study is useful for learners of English as a Foreign
Language (EFL) and leamers of English as a Second Language (ESL). Some English
language teacher apples the teaching approach of explicit learning of grammar in
his/ her classroom. Although this approach is quite archeic and sometimes the

result of learning in this way may not productive. One of the recommended ways is
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that English language learners could learn form, meaning and use at the same time
is the practice of reading English novels outside the classroom. This way could
support them to become independent language learners. Not only can reading an
English novel reduce the boredom of reading as learners can select stories based on
their own interest, but they can spend their free time to do their self-study of
English. Based upon the data analysis of imperative structure in this study, the
structure is practically presented with context of situations in different settings. This
could be a simulation of actual events of how learners could apply language in
actual use. The study of imperative structures is applicable with the behaviorism
theories and language teaching in the classroom in that it is the structure that is
filled with the repetitive lexical items, such as let, come and look. This is considered

to have a high level of suitability for beginner level learners.

Conclusion

This study investigated semantic denotations of imperative structures in
selected English novels via answering the following research question.

“What are the semantic denotations of the imperative structures in English

novels?”

In English novels, the imperative structure is likely to occur with repetitive
lexical items such as let, come and look. They are used as formulaic patterns. This
means that the usage of imperative structures in English novels is highly predictable.
With this high predictability, it is suitable to apply in classroom teaching with
beginners and elementary level learners.

The semantic denotations of imperative structures in English novels are
used with three patterns, including invitation (i.e., “Come, Catherine,” | said), making
a polite request (i.e., “Let me alone. Let me alone,” sobbed Catherine) and
instruction (i.e., Look there!” he said).

Due to limitations, the results of imperative structures in this study will be
applicable to only the data of English novels. Applying the results of this study to
other data collection sources, such as newspapers, academic textbooks and journals

may not be applicable to the optimal level.

Suggestion for Future Research Studies
For future research study, it is recommended that studying the imperative
structures in other text varieties may contribute something new to the field. The

future studies of English Imperatives in cookbook, medication labels, magazines is,
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therefore, be recommended. In addition, the study of imperatives in different

English dialects such British and American English can lead to different results.
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ABSTRACT

This research aims to investigate language leaming strategies used by Thai learners of
English in each stage of writing tasks. The participant in this study was a Thai EFL leamer. The
instrument employed to collect data is writing tasks and interview questions. The data was
analyzed based on three classifications which were metacognitive strategies, social and affective
strategies, and cognitive strategies. The results revealed that Metacognitive strategies were
mostly employed in the pre-task stage, Social Affective Strategies equally appeared in the pre-
task and during-task the most often while Cognitive Strategies were most preferred in the
during-task moment.
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Introduction

Language Learning Strategy is one of the most important factors affecting
learners’ ability in other languages. The preferences of the Learning Strategy used in
a particular learner are varied depending on the specific type and process of the
task he/she is dealing with (Halbach, 2000). Writing skill is one of the English skills
which have been pointed as the hardest tasks for learners of English as it requires
many sub-skills such as knowledge telling and transforming, critical thinking, and
grammatical knowledge (Bereiter & Scardamalia, 1987).

According to writing Little (2007), in order to be a successful writer, it is
essential for learners to employ strategies in their learning. Similarly, to teaching and
learning English, it is important for teachers and learners themselves to notice
language learning strategies used by learners and how to properly employ them in a
certain process of. This research, thus, aims to examine language learning strategies
employed by a Thai EFL learner in each stage of the writing process of paragraph

writing tasks.

Literature Review
1. Language Learning strategies
Language Learning strategies refers to techniques or procedures that
learners employ to assist their learning in both linguistic and content fields (Chamot,
1987). Besides, Rubin (1987) further explained that using strategies to learn language
leads to learners’ language development. Besides, learning strategies were described
as steps or approaches used by learners to acquire, assemble, recall and manage
information (Oxford,1990).
2. Common Features of Language Learning Strategies
In general, Language Learning Strategies are divided into two types; Direct
and Indirect Language Learning strategies. Direct Language Learning Strategies
include Memory, Cognitive, Compensation sub-strategies while, Indirect Language
Learning Strategies include Metacognitive, Affective, Social sub-strategies (Oxford,
1990).
2.1 Direct Language Learning Strategies
Direct Language Learning Strategies refer to ways of dealing with the new
language system. This is useful for learners in the retention and use of new

information. Subcategories of Direct Language Learning Strategies are as follows,
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2.1.1 Memory strategies

Memory strategies are simple principles such as arranging, making
associations, and reviewing. These principles are often used when learners leamn
vocabulary by linking words or phrases with pictures. On the other hand, some
learners find it easier to associate words or phrases with sounds, movement or
touch (Lan & Oxford, 2003). Memorization strategy is often used in the early stages
of learning a language. When learners can develop learning at an advanced level,
Memorization is often used less, but does not completely disappear (Oxford, 1990).

2.1.2 Cognitive strategies

Cognitive strategies are frequently used by adult learners. That is, they
tend to analyze or summarize the language before learning the particular language
by practicing, conveying and interpreting messages touch (Lan & Oxford, 2003).

2.1.3 Compensation Strategies are used when a language learner has the
background knowledge of the particular language. It is often used in learning
grammar and vocabulary, such as guessing unknown words from context (Oxford,
1990).

2.2 Indirect Language Learning Strategies

Indirect Language Learning Strategies are used in conjunction with direct
Language Learning Strategies. These allow leamners to naturally acquire a new
language system.

Subcategories of Indirect Language Learning Strategies are as follow,

2.2.1 Metacognitive Strategies

Metacognitive Strategies are the learning strategies that help learners plan
their learning more effectively. When learners learn grammar, vocabulary or writing
that may be difficult for the learner. Metacognitive plays a very important role in
language learning as students will determine the learning 's priority, plan their
learning processes and assess their learning outcomes (Kim, 1995).

According to Oxford (1990), these are key factors affecting learmers’ success
in language learning. That is, setting up learning 's priority helps learners set goals to
improve their language skills. Alisnment and planning help learners prioritize their
learning in order to gain the most out of the lessons while, self-assessments help
learners deal with problems such as checking and correcting errors.

2.2.2 Affective Strategies
Affective Strategies refer to emotions, attitudes, and learning incentives

which include Lowering anxiety, Encouraging, Emotional temperature. Good
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language learners tend to successfully control their negative attitudes and emotions
about learning and understand that they are not a positive influence on learning
ability. Yu (2003) also clarified that too much anxiety can significantly affect learning
potential. To explain more, anxiety is often in the form of fear, awkwardness, a
feeling of insecurity, and doubt. The case study of Shmais (2003) further exemplified
that learner are prone to anxiety if they have to answer questions in front of their
peers or answer questions if the answers are not prepared in advanced.

2.2.3 Social Strategies

Social Strategies are used in Interpersonal communication, including
Asking questions, cooperating and empathizing with others. Of the three, asking
questions is very helpful in learning and helping to understand the accurate
meaning of communication. These strategies help language learers to build self-
esteem, increase confidence and reach their learning goal faster and more efficiently
(Halbach, 2000).

Employing Social Strategies means being in the real situation where
language is used. Learners can use social strategies to develop their language
interpretations and cultural awareness of the thoughts and feelings of humans
which is the main objective of language learning (O'Malley and Chamot (1990).

3. Language Learning Strategies in writing tasks

As there are various ways of defining strategies, there are also various ways
of categorizing them. O'Malley and Chamot (1990) have identified learning strategies
into three main types, which are cognitive, metacognitive, and social strategies.
Cognitive Strategies refer to techniques that manage information to improve
learning, Social Affective Strategies involve with interaction and communication with
others, including people and materials, while Metacognitive Strategies work with
planning, observing, and assessing skills.

According to students’ use of learning strategies described by Oxford (1994),
learners seem to use different strategies to deal with different language tasks. This is
to say, learners frequently employ self-monitoring, and self-evaluation in speaking
tasks yet use elaboration, making inferences, selective attention, and self-monitoring
in listening; on the other hand, there is more evidence in using self-monitoring,
deduction, and substitution strategies in writing task.

Focusing on learning strategies used in writing, there are some findings in a
previous study by Chamot and Kupper (1989) explaining that learners mostly
employ Cognitive and Metacognitive Strategies to plan and elaborate their writing

tasks, respectively. Furthermore, it is explained in the study of Chenoweth (1987)
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that in order to complete a single writing task, activities are mostly required as
follows: post-task, during-task, and post-task activities. However, it is further pointed
out that these three steps depend on the particular learner, that is, some may
follow these steps strictly, yet some may not. In contrast, Susser (1994) pointed out
that writing is an activity where learners are in a loop between drafting and
modifying their writing. This is to say, by moving forward and backward, learners are
able to revise their content and ideas. Later, Richard and Nunan (1990) identified
that high proficiency learners seem to spend more time brainstorming ideas before
writing, compared to those lower ones who usually face the confusion when they
start writing. Similarly, to the drafting process which consumes more time for high
proficiency learners, who normally reconsider their paragraph, than lower proficiency
learners who spend a small amount of time looking at vocabulary. As for the last
step, revision, high proficiency learners mostly review the meaning of the whole
task, yet lower proficiency learners seem to recheck their misspelling and
grammatical errors.

Kellog (1994) has mentioned in his previous study that every single step in
writing tasks include different learning strategies. According to Grabe (1999) stating
that in pre-task activity, learners mostly use Organization planning and Advanced
organization, during task stage; Questioning for Clarification Strategy is most
preferred, while Elaboration and Self-Evaluation are mostly employed in post-task
activity. However, it depends on a particular learner in employing certain strategies
that suit them the most. This different preference of selecting learning strategies in
an individual writer is a factor affecting differences of how tasks are represented.
Research Objective

To examine Language Learning Strategies employed by a Thai EFL learner in
each stage of the writing process of paragraph writing tasks.

Methodology

Participant

The participant employed as case study in this research was purposefully
selected under the criteria of “Information-rich case selection” of Patton (1990). The
participant was a 24-year-old male Thai native speaker who is originally from
Thailand. The participant has never lived outside the motherland. The participant
speaks three languages including Thai (mother tongue), Chinese (second language)
and English (additional language). Also, the participant has learned English in Thai
public School and university an hour a week since grade 7 as a requirement of the

Ministry of Education. As for English proficiency, the participant is identified  as
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intermediate English speaker (B1 level, based on Common European Framework
Reference (Little, 2007), as he received 610 scores for TOEIC.

Tool

In order to accomplish the purpose, writing tasks and a list of interview
questions are employed in this research. The writing task, including bar chart and
specific data, is selected from IELTS writing taskl of British Council under the topic
of “The number of travelers using three major airports in New York City between
1995 and 2000. Also, a question list for the interview was adapted from Khaldieh
(2000) to scope the interview content. The questions are categorized into three
types of language learning strategies of O’Malley (1990) which are Metacognitive
strategies, Social Strategies and Cognitive strategies

Ethical Considerations

The participant has been informed of the aims, and method of this research
before participating in this study. Besides, the learner himself has received and
signed the consent from attached with details of Language awareness for second
language teachers course detail and agreement of research participation. Besides,
the participant is required to keep the copy of the consent form with himself. All
information in this research, including participant’s information, results and recorded
interview are confidential.

Data Collection

To collect data, the participant was first given a task to write a paragraph
describing a bar chart showing “the number of travelers using three major airports in
New York City between 1995 and 2000”. The participant must write at least 150
words describing the summary of main ideas and relevant comparisons of
information, within 20 minutes. During the writing stage, the researcher would
observe and take note of participant’s activities in pre-writing, during- writing and
post writing. After finishing the task, the participant was interviewed by using a
question list prepared, in order to investigate strategies, he used to facilitate his
previous task. In this process, the interview would be recorded.

Data Analysis

The data were transcribed in line from an observation and interview.
Language learning strategies category of by Malley (1990), including metacognitive
strategies, cognitive strategies and social affective strategies was employed as a
criterion.  Evidence of strategies are counted and categorized into stages of
performance (pre-task, during-task and post-task), and frequency of use in each type

of strategy use.
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Results

The research shows outstanding evidence of learning strategies used in each
stage of task. To explain more, the participant used the same amount of the
Metacognitive Strategy in pre-task (16 times) and during-task(16times) stage.
Furthermore, in the pre pre-task stage, Organization Planning strategy was employed
most frequently at 9 times, followed by advanced organization (3 times) and self-
monitoring (3 times). Nevertheless, Direct Attention and Selective Attention were not
used by the participant in the pre-task stage of writing. For during-tasks, Self-
Monitoring is used the most (8 times), followed by Selective Attention (4times) and
Self-evaluation (2 times). Advanced organization and Organization Planning
Strategies’ evidence of use did not exist in the during-task stage. Looking at the
post-task stage, there was only evidence of Metacognitive Strategies which were
under criteria of self-evaluation (2 times).

Similarly, there was an equal number of evidences in pre-task and post-task
stages which were three times each. For the pre-task stage, Questioning for
Clarification was the only strategy preferred by the participant with the frequency of
three times. In the during-task moment, the participant used all strategies at once,
including Questioning for Clarification, Self-talk and Self-reinforcement Strategies. On
the contrary, this learner did not use any Social Strategy type while he was in the
post-task stage.

Cognitive Strategy was most preferred by the learner in the during-task
stage as he used it 41 times, which significantly showed a high difference between
those other two stages, the post-task and the pre-task which employed only three
and one time respectively. To explain more, in the pre-task moment, Translation
was the only strategy used by the participant, and he used it only once. On the
other hand, in the during- task period, Resourcing was employed most frequently
(12 times), followed by Note-taking, and rehearsal strategies which the learner used
5 times per each strategy. During this during-task moment, there was no evidence of
Elaboration Strategy. Referring to the post-task stage, the learner only preferred
Elaboration Strategy which was used three times in total. In addition, Repetition,
Grouping, Summarizing, Imagery, Auditory Representation and Contextualization
Strategies did not appear in any stage of this task.

Looking closer in to the Frequency of Learning Strategies use in each
learning strategy, all 7 types of cognitive strategies were employed in this writing
task. The participant preferred to use Self-monitoring strategy (32.36%) the most,
followed by Organization planning (26.48%) and Self-evaluation (14.70%),

respectively. In contrast, it was obviously seen that direct attention (2.94%) and
Advanced Organization Strategies (2.94%) similarly received the least preference
from this particular learner. The Metacognitive Strategies results obtained are

presented in Figure 1 below;

Also, the result reflected three types of social strategies used by the learner
in order to facilitate his writing task. There was a significant result of questioning for
a Clarification Strategy which was highly used by the participant at 66.67% which
received approximately 4 times of self-talk and Self-inference Strategies which were
used at 16.67 and 16.66 respectively as shown in Figure 2 below;

Regarding frequency of learner’s use of Cognitive Strategies, Resourcing
Strategy outstandingly received the majority preference from the participant with a
percentage of 30%. The second highest use was Translation Strategy (15%), followed
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by Note-Taking and Rehearsal which were used at the same frequency at 12.5%.
However, inferencing strategy was employed the least at 2.50%. Results are

presented in Figure 3 below;

Discussion

According to the results, this particular learner's learning strategies reflected
in the same way as the previous research of Chamot (1987) that learners normally
employ different strategies to deal with language and content. In addition, this
particular learner employed certain language learning strategies for each stage of his
writing task. Metacognitive strategy was mostly used in the pre-task and the post-
task of writing, however, there was almost no evidence of them in the post-task
stage. According to further discussion in the post-interview, the participant
employed Organization Planning strategy most often in the pre-task in order to
prepare himself in terms of getting ideas, outlining and managing on time and
vocabulary. Yet, during a task, Evaluation Strategy was employed most often due to
the reason of rechecking and proofing the participant’s spelling.

Focusing on Social Affective Strategies uses of learner which were mostly
preferred in pre-task and during task activities, more than the post-task ones, the
participant used to question for clarification most often in both types due to the
instance of dealing with problem solving, such as ask for understanding and
comprehension (line no.17,121). These results support the previous study of
Galbraith and Rijlaarsdam (1992) stating that questioning for clarification strategy was
most preferred by intermediate learners in these stages as they were exploring and

deciding the idea and language use. In addition, many intermediate level learners
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seem to be confident with their knowledge, thus; they would normally ask or
consult for clarification or confirmation from others.

As for Cognitive Strategy type, this participant outstandingly employed this
strategy in the during-task stage and the majority of them was resourcing strategy. By
looking closer at the instance of using resourcing strategy, the participant needed to
deal with unknown vocabulary and structure while he was writing. However, there
was only one time using cognitive strategy in the pre-task moment, and three times
in the post-task stage. This finding confirms the previous research of Grabe and
Kaplan (1999) stating that, there was less evidence of cognitive strategy uses in pre-
task and post-task activity in low to intermediate level language leamners, as they
mostly started to write before knowing what to write, and use learning strategies to
deal with challenges faced during the task.

Moreover, by looking at the results in this study, there was a tendency of
repetition in strategy uses. To explain more, the frequency of use was not varied as
the learner kept using the specific strategies, he was familiar with, and seldom used
others. The participant tended to use the same strategy repetitively, such as
Organization Planning and Self-Monitoring in Metacognitive type, questioning for
clarification in Social Affective type and Resourcing in Cognitive type. This notice
agreed with Chenoweth (1987) that there was a narrower rank of pattern in language
strategy use in writing performance of intermediate English learners, compared to

those advanced who normally employed various learning strategies.

Conclusion

In Metacognitive Strategy Strategies, the participant employed self-
monitoring strategy most often in the total task. Besides, Organization planning, self-
monitoring and self-evaluation were most preferred in the pre-task, the during-task
and the post-task respectively. As for Social Affective type, questioning for
clarification was used most often in writing tasks. It was used the most in the pre-
task and the during-task. However, there was no evidence of Social Affective
Strategy used in the post-task stage. Cognitive Strategy type, Resourcing Strategy
received the highest preference in writing tasks, while Translation, Resourcing and

Elaboration were used most often in pre-, during- and post-task respectively.

Limitations
A controlled environment was one of the barriers in this study. That was to

say, as the interview was held in a controlled area where there was only one
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learner doing a task, it could be a barrier to choosing some specific learning strategy,
such as cooperation strategy in Social affective type as there is no peer or other

learners for the participant to cooperate with.

Recommendations for further research

Further research could focus on the relationship between choice of learning
strategies and success of language learning by using this particular case exploration
as ground information. The factors influencing the choice of learning methods such
as motivation, gender, culture, attitudes and beliefs, type of work, time of beginning
language learning, learning styles, tolerance ambiguity among different case studies

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to analyze the vocal techniques in Shanxi
folk songs of 2 songs: 1) Fen He Liu Shui Hua La La (4RI 7R7/KMEMIMY), 2) Tao Hua
Hong Xing Hua Ba (BKTEZL AT TE B) by using a qualitative research methodology, using
the method of collecting data according to the principles of musicology from
document studies and field work. Analyze music content according to western music
theory and collect information from documents.

The results were analyzed through the analysis of Shanxi provincial folk songs
in terms of form, melody, rhythm, key signature, and tone color, to use as a reference
for promoting the singing of folk songs and modifying the singing technique in
accordance with the Shanxi folk culture. The result shown that there are 3 important
techniques of singing folk songs: 1) Jia sheng jigiao technique ,which is high
vocalization technique, 2) Hua she jigiao technique change the color of the sound to
make it blurry, which is the goose technique 3) Han sheng jigiao, which is creating

sound intensity.

The researcher aims to study the identity of visual culture in Pattani
province by analyzing the development process taken by the Thai script found in
the locality. This attempt will result in a script that can be used as a means of
communication and as an indicator of uniqueness of this area.

The purpose of this research, “the Development of Thai Script for
Communication in the Multicultural Society of the Three Border Provinces in
Thailand”, is threefold: 1) to study the identity of Thai scripts found in visual culture
of Pattani province and apply it to script design, 2) to investigate the developmental
trends of Thai script found in Pattani province’s visual culture, and 3) to acquire a
distinctive script from studying the visual culture of Pattani province.

The objectives of this research were to develop the English for
Communication IPPCE instructional model and enhance listening-speaking abilities of
Thai undergraduate students, English program, Faculty of Education, Lampang
Rajabhat University. The objectives were 1) to develop the English for Communication
IPPCE instructional model to meet the efficiency criteria of E1/E2 = 75/75. and 2) to
investigate the effectiveness of the instructional model by comparing speaking abilities
of the students before and after given the instruction and its effect size. The research
instruments were 1) the English speaking coursebook 2) the speaking ability tests.
Thirty fourth-year undergraduate students majoring in English at Lampang Rajabhat
University were selected by simple random sampling. Data were collected and
analyzed by fundamental statistics including mean, standard deviation, effect size,
and dependent t-test. Findings were as follows. 1) The instructional model reached
the efficiency by comparing the percentage of formative assessment scores (E1) =
77.51 with summative assessment scores (E2) = 79.40. 2) After implementation of the
instructional model, the learning evaluation revealed the findings that the average
scores of speaking abilities in posttest were significantly higher than pretest scores at

the 0.05 level, and its effect size was very large.

The purposes of this research were to find out the efficiency of English
innovation and guidebook for working preparation about hospitality industry
concerning hotel and accommodation services and to increase English skills when
working in hotels in ASEAN Community for Maehongson Community College students.
The population was 30 students enrolled in the year 2017 at Mae Sariang Campus,
Maehongson Community College.The experiment followed the one group pretest
posttest design. The experimental instruments consisted of English innovation and
guidebook created, including pretest, posttest, computer assisted instruction program
and its guidebook, and English workbook and its guidebook. The data obtained were
analyzed by mean and standard deviation. The innovation and guidebook’s efficiency
(E1/E2) was 87.0/49.67. This might result from their non-formal educational
backgrounds. English reading and writing skills were relatively low while the training
with listening, speaking activities, and hands-on learning experiences in the workplaces
encouraged English listening and speaking skills. Therefore, listening and speaking skills
are more developed than reading and writing skills. This could be seen from the result
of pretesting with mean 13.80 and standard deviation 4.06. The posttest results had
a mean of 19.86 and standard deviation of 4.40. 90% of students had increasing
results.10% of students had the same results as their pretests. There is no student
