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The Relationship between Emotional Quotient and Leadership Style

Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to
study the emotional quotient of school
administrators in Buddhist Way School Project
under the Office of Chanthaburi Primary
Education Service Area 1; (2) to study the
leadership style of school administrators in
Buddhist Way School Project. ; and (3) to study
the relationship between emotional quotient
and leadership style of school administrators in
Buddhist Way School Project . The  research
sample totaling 80 school administrators in
Buddhist Way School Project under the Office of
Chanthaburi Primary Education Service Area lin
the 2011 academic year, consisted of 68 school
and 12 school

directors deputy directors,

obtained by stratified random sampling. The
sample size was determined with the use of
Krejcie and Morgan’s Sample Size Table. The

employed research instruments were an

emotional quotient assessment scale and a

leadership style assessment scale with reliability
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coefficients of .98 and .97 respectively.
Statistics employed for data analysis were the
mean, standard

frequency, percentage,

deviation, and Pearson  product-moment
correlation. Research findings revealed that (1)
school administrators in Buddhist Way School
Project under the Office of Chanthaburi Primary
Education Service Area 1 had the highest
emotional quotient in the aspect of creating
motivation, followed by those in the aspects of
social skills, self-regulation, empathy, and self-
awareness, respectively; (2) school administrators
in Buddhist Way School Project had the highest
dialectician

leadership style of the ethical

leader, followed by those of the moral
community leader, the instructional leader, the
cooperate implementer leader, and the
opportunist leader, respectively; and (3) the
emotional quotient of school administrators in
Buddhist  Way School Project correlated
positively with their leadership style at the high

level, and significantly at the .01 level.
