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Abstract

The Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) is an environmental assessment
at the level of policies, plans, and programs. This type of environmental assessment
shall be conducted before environmental impact assessment at project level. The
operation of such environment assessment encompasses a sequence of activity field
or regional areas rather than an environmental impact assessment in a particular
project or activity. The Strategic Environmental Assessment takes into account the
cumulative effect of project developments in neighboring areas as well as giving
priority to the establishment of public participation processes from the beginning of
policies, plans and programs. Therefore, the Strategic Environment Assessment could
be regarded as an implementation of the precautionary principle.

According to the study, Australia is one of the countries where Strategic
Environmental Assessment is widely implemented and effective. With the enactment
of the Environmental Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act),
it has established the responsible agency including formulating criteria and procedures
for strategic environmental assessment systematically. However, in the case of
Thailand, an Enhancement and Conservation of National Environmental Quality Act
(No. 2) B.E. 2561 (2018) merely mentioned the Strategic Environmental Assessment
preliminarily; there is no specification of responsible agency. In addition, no detailed
rules and procedures for strategic environmental assessment have been established.
Consequently, the development and prevention of environmental impacts lack
integration from the level of making policy, plans, and programs, which will result in
the development and solution of environmental problems incompatible with the

principles of sustainable development.
