Abstract

The Association of Southeast Asian Nations, or ASEAN, has provided the principle
of non-interference in internal affairs of other ASEAN Member States in the ASEAN
Charter, article 2 (2) e.

The author may consider the following formation:

This article requires that an ASEAN Member States shall not intervene in internal
affairs of any other ASEAN Member States; such as a direct use of force against the
other ASEAN Member States, criticism of the internal situation of the other ASEAN
Member State, or any other action which may interfere with internal jurisdiction of
the other ASEAN Member State.

This article emphasis on the studying of the non-interference principle of
the ASEAN Charter by comparing it with the non-intervention principle of the United
Nations Charter. It finds that the non-interference principle of the ASEAN Charter is
more stringent than that of the United Nations Charter.

Accordingly, the author is of the opinion that the more stringent application
of the ASEAN the non-interference principle can be an obstacle to cooperation,

management, and solution of issues occurring within the region.
