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Abstract

This article considers the jurisprudence of ancient Greek philosophy, as
manifested in the writing of many who are now classified as poets, philosophers,
physicians and historians. Though legal philosophy in the modern sense did not exist
even before pre-Socrates period, the poetry of Homer and Hesiod demonstrated that
a process for settling disputes was well established in Greece at the beginning of the
archaic period (ca. 800-480 B.C.). In thinking about law, the Greek differed from us in
their basic construction of the subject. Law (nomos) is used in many contexts in which
modern speakers would not use a word cognate with law. Considering the passage
from Hesiod’s Works and Days, law (nomos) can refer to a way of life. For pre-Socrates
philosophers, law (nomos) can also appear in various compounds in which the
original meaning was not related to statute law. Heraclitus, for instances, refers the
law (nomos) to the law of reason (logos), and the law of nature. It is observed that
three sources of law were formulated: law is given by gods, developed by nature,
or invented by human. Ancient Greek philosophy includes but are not limited to
jurisprudence. It explores how ancient philosophers sought the “first principle” as the
basis of all thing and gave birth to Western philosophy. This article, therefore, treats
philosophical reflections and legal thought together, on the ground that Western
legal philosophy arose in ancient Greek philosophy.
