Abstract

The purpose of this article is to explain the phenomenon of
“Thaksinocracy” from the “systemic corruption” and the “systematic
corruption” perspectives. These two theories help compliment the
nine prevailing approaches to corruption which are normally use in
academic world.

The study shows that “systematic approach” is more powerful
in explaining the corruption during the time of Thaksinocracy as
it helps reflect the reality in a deeper and broader way than the
rents and economic rent - seeking theory that economists usually

refer to.
