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Abstract

The purposes of the study were to develop and test the efficiency of
E-Learning Lessons to Teach Reading Strategies in English for Health Science
Course for the second year students at Thaksin University, Phathalung Campus
and to compare the students’ English reading achievement before and after
using E-Learning Lessons. The subjects were 168 the second year students. The
research instruments were eight E-Learning lessons and English reading
achievement test. The statistics used were means and t-test. The results of
the study were as follows; the effectiveness of the lessons was 72.88/79.77.
Therefore the constructed lessons were at good level and the students’
English reading achievement after using E-learning lessons was significantly
higher at the 0.01 level.

Many people start relationships because of loneliness. Loneliness and being
alone are not synonymous. Loneliness is a state of painful isolation, of feeling cut off
from others. Being alone, a state of solitude can be quite desirable, since it allows us
to work, study or reflect on the world around us. Solitude is usually a matter of chioce;,
loneliness is not. Lonely people tent to spend a lot of time by themselves, eat
dinner alone, spend weekends alone, and participate in few social activities. They are
unlikely to date. Some lonely people report having any friends, but a closer look
suggests that these “friendships” are shallow. Lonely people are unlikely to share
confidences. Loneliness tends to peak during adolescence. This is when most young
people begin to supplant family ties with peer relationships. Loneliness is often

In one study, lonely wives
tended to feel less liking and love for their partners and expressed less marital
satisfaction. Lonely husbands reported less liking for their wives and less intimacy in
their relationships.
