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Abstract

This study aims to confirmatory factor analysis and guidelines to
encourage the collaboration between local administrative organizations and
community learning centers in non-formal higher education management in
southern, Thailand. The study was conducted from questionnaires with 450
persons, from 4 groups: local administrative organizations chiefs, teachers,
community learning centers committees, and student committees, and next
to focus groups 24 key informants. The study found that 4 main-factors 8
sub-factor and 60 indicators: standardization (unit standardization 9 indicators,

and definitional reciprocity 17 indicators), formalization (amount of resource
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involved 5 indicators, structural formalization 6 indicators, and agreement
formalization 7 indicators), reciprocity (procedural standardization 4 indicators,
and resource reciprocity 7 indicators), and intensity (frequency of interaction
5 indicators), the linear structural model was in statistically significant
congruence with empirical data. The guidelines to encourage the
collaboration were 3 stages: adjusting the synchronization concept,

the mutual collaboration, and a partnership.
