Required : 3 hours in “Methods of Literary Research”
3 hours in “Literary Criticism and Theory”
3 hours in “Methodology and Application of Teaching Literature”
9 hours in “Literature” (choice of emphasis : American, British, Comparative)

Suggested syllabi for literature seminars with an emphasis in American Literature :
“Methods of Literary Research”

This course would provide the necessary resources for research. It would require knowledge
of the basic texts-bibliographies, indexes, library holdings, encyclopedias, manuals and computer
data bases--needed to do research in the scholar's area. It would also require adeguate
knowledge of and ability to use library facilities, as well as knowledge of and conversance
with computers, specifically word processing and textual editing software. Student would be
assigned a research project, to be completed using computer equipment and software.
