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Abstract

The purpose of this article was to investigate space and interaction among ethnic
groups living in Mueang Krabi in the reign of King Rama VI as described in Nirat Mueang Krabi.
The findings showed that the Nirat poem displayed different forms of interactions among
ethnic groups at various places including downtown areas, government offices, markets and
cockfighting rings. Meanwhile, the interactions among those people reflected their roles,
responsibilities as well as relationships to the certain places in the dawn of the modernization
era. The presentation of the poet also revealed roots of ethnic diversity or traces of the
ethnic origins of people in Krabi Province nowadays that included Thais, Chinese, Malays

and sea gypsies.

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Abstract

This research is empirical research with the objective of studying factors including business structure,
impact of year of disclosure, agency costs, and capital structure (control variables); board composition
(independent variables);, and ownership structure (moderator variable) influencing the level of disclosure
in the annual report (Form 56-1 One Report) (dependent variable) of listed companies in the SET100 index
constituents. The data under study were collected from the annual report (Form 56-1 One Report) for 2021
and 2022 (the most recent year). For the methods for measuring variables and disclosure index (unweighted),
a reliability test and confidence test were undertaken. After its practicality was confirmed, the data were
analyzed and the results were interpreted according to the research objectives. The results found that all
factors studied influence the level of disclosure in the annual report (Form 56-1 One Report) with statistical
significance as required. The research findings showed that all the factors being examined influenced
dependent variables with statistical significance. It can be claimed that the results contributed to additional
knowledge, including the ownership structure with the largest shareholder holding shares at higher than
40.36 percent as a negative indicator containing both a direct influence on a subset of information of the
dependent variable and indirect influence with the CEO that was not the chairman of the board of directors
and having the audit committee being a certified public accountant on both a subset of information and
all of the information of the dependent variable. This is consistent with agency theory, when the large

shareholders hold higher shares, the impact on the consistency of accounting information decreases.

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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study and design products for adding value to products
from golden leaves in communities in the southern border provinces, 2) develop product
prototypes for adding value to the golden leaf products in communities in the southern
border provinces, and 3) study product satisfaction in order to add value to the golden leaf
products in communities in the southern border provinces. Using a mixed method, the
quantitative research was conducted by collecting data using a questionnaire on satisfaction
towards the golden leaf products. Then the data were analyzed using basic statistics. As for
the qualitative research, the data were collected from key informants by organizing focus
groups and then analyzing the data by using content analysis. The results of the research
revealed as follows. 1) The product design combined the distinctive characteristics of golden
leaves. It came out as a product that met the needs of producers and consumers and still
remained the local southern scent. 2) Concerning developing product model for adding
value to products from golden leaves in communities in the southern border provinces,
there were 6 product prototypes adding value to golden leaves including 1) picture frames,

This article aimed to report the coexistence culture of major ethnic groups in ASEAN
society for the human resource development of Thailand. The study systematically collected
data from various sources, including documents, books, research reports, and articles. The
data were rigorously selected based on representativeness. The research revealed that after
Vietnam’s reunification into the Socialist Republic, various ethnic groups continued to coexist
in shared areas. Groups previously aligned with South Vietnam, such as the Khmer, Cham,
and Tai-Tai, were subject to managed coexistence policies by the Vietnamese government.

The objective of this study was to analyze the components and structural equation
model of tourist loyalty in Hat Yai District, Songkhla Province. Hat Yai is currently a thriving
city in the lower southern region of Thailand, known for its multicultural diversity, significant
religious variety, and crucial transportation hub. These factors make Hat Yai a major destination
for international tourists. The sample used in this study comprises 400 Malaysian tourists.
Confirmatory factor analysis and Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) were employed in the
analysis. The study's results indicated that the most substantial direct influence on tourist
loyalty came from tourist satisfaction, with an effect size of 0.85. This is followed by the
destination image, which had an effect size of 0.23. In terms of indirect effects, it was found
that Malaysian tourist loyalty was indirectly influenced by tourist satisfaction through the
destination image with an effect size of 0.78. The overall fit indices indicated that the model
aligns well with the empirical data. The average variance extracted (AVE) values ranged from
0.70 to 0.76, while the composite reliability (CR) values ranged from 0.89 to 0.91 (Chi-square/df
= 1.26, P-value = 0.12, RMSEA = 0.03, GFI = 0.98, AGFI = 0.97). Therefore, the government
should implement policies to promote tourism by developing comprehensive tourism
development plans and enhancing the diversity of tourism formats. This can be achieved
by promoting the development of new tourist attractions and encouraging greater community
involvement.

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Abstract

In America, the music and songs are favored diversely which can reflect American’s
ethnicity and diversity. This study aimed to 1) explore values in American culture in Taylor
Swift’s 20 songs based on actual performance on the weekly Billboard Hot 100 in January
2023 by applying Kohls’ (1984) framework and 2) investigate linguistic aspects in the songs
by using Reaske’s (1966) framework to find out figurative language types used. The results
can be summarized as follows: the most frequently used types of figurative language are
symbol (26.79%) frequently used in Bad Blood and Tim McGraw and paradox (14.34%) used
mostly in Blank Space and Red. The most frequently found values in American culture are
directness/openness/honesty (26.46%) found mostly in Blank Space, | Knew You Were
Trouble and Bad Blood, individualism/privacy (11.38%) (Wildest Dreams, Shake it Off, etc.)
and future orientation (11.08%) (You Belong With Me, Style, etc.). To summarize the
figurative language aspect, the present study found a greater number of figurative language
types used in Taylor Swift’s songs once compared with the previous studies: the present
studies found 15 types. In terms of American culture, the present study also found other
different American values in more extensive views: future orientation, practicality/efficiency,
competition, time and its control, self-help and informality. The results of this present study
could be used as a guideline for writers, authors, composers or artists to create their art
works as well as teaching materials in English creative writing course and courses related to
American culture.

Introduction

Language is the medium used among humans for communication, and language is
delivered in the form of writing, speaking, or even body language. To communicate, there are
always a message sender and a message recipient who are using a language as a medium to convey
the message. Holloway and Cheney [1] stated that songs are messages which convey a lyricist’s
points of view to their audiences. Song is known as a part of literature as Meyer [2] explained
that literature contains careful language use. Literature can contain several features, such as
metaphor, rhyme, and alliteration which are open for interpretation.

As songs have been carefully written to convey people’s attitudes, there have been
several previous studies conducting an analysis of figurative language used in song lyrics. For
example, Shodio [3] found six types of figurative language and meanings in anthem songs,
and Puspitorini and Hamdani [4] who studied figurative language used in Coldplay's selected
song lyrics, found four types of figurative language. The findings of these previous studies
showed that songs did contain several types of figurative language; metaphor was found to
be the most dominant type in the anthem songs while hyperbole was the most frequently

used in Coldplay’s song lyrics. However, the results found were fairly limited. Consequently,
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the researchers of the present study were interested in exploring a wider range of figurative
language used to creatively compose a song in a more profound perspective. The present
study, hence, adopted Reaske [5] figurative language that contained 18 types and was
originally used to analyze the poetry to analyze Taylor Swift’s song lyrics. The researchers
believed the results yielded would vary from the previous studies and contain a variety of
figurative language used.

The reason why Taylor Swift’s song lyrics was selected was that pop songs can easily
convey messages to many groups of people who tend to effortlessly perceive the messages
[6]. Taylor Swift’s reputation has been recognized by a great deal of memorable awards she
has received from a variety of music brands, such as 10 Grammy Awards and 23 Billboard
Music Awards. Hirschberg [7] stated that Taylor Swift has been popular as her writing style
in song lyrics is outstanding from other songwriters as she has elaborated her own life

experience in the writings.

In fact, Taylor Swift’s song lyrics have been widely analyzed to find out figurative
language, yet the results were fairly limited since pretty small group of figurative language
were found in previous studies. For instance, Suriyawongpaisal [8] found only three types of
figurative language used, and Lusiana, Aryawibawa, and Qomariana [9] found eight types of
figurative language. The researchers firmly believed that the present study would gain different
results from the previous studies as the researchers has collected a great number of types
of figurative language from Reaske [5] to analyze the songs in deeper dimension. Furthermore,
the researchers selected Taylor Swift’s 20 songs based on actual performance on the weekly
Billboard Hot 100 which were ranked in January 2023 while the previous studies selected

the songs from a particular album.
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In addition, many previous studies have studied only linguistic features from song
lyrics, figurative language, and its meanings. To differentiate the present study from those
previous studies, the researchers investigated both linguistic aspect (i.e. types of figurative
language) together with explored the cultural aspects regarding American culture hidden in
Taylor Swift’s song lyrics. As Frith et al. [6] stated, social phenomena can be reflected through
songs, and pop songs tend to convey shared cultural values. Therefore, lyrics which were
written by Taylor Swift as an American would reflect American cultural values to a certain
extent.

Ford [10] wrote that “music is like a time capsule.” Music is capable of capturing
events and incidents happening at that time, for eternity. For example, slang and the use
of language at a particular time have been recorded in the music, and the listeners could
tell when the songs were written from the language use. Moreover, music contains and
mentions about people’s lifestyles, such as foods, fashion trends, or celebrities.

As there is only a small number of previous studies studying figurative language and
cultural aspects in parallel, the present study would yield elaborate newer and fresher
results. Despite the Suriyawongpaisal’s (2013) study [8] on figurative language and American
cultural values, the present study was different in terms of the number of figurative language
types and different framework of values in American culture used. The present study aimed
to analyze values in American culture hidden by implementing Kohls (1984)’s framework
[11] which consists of 13 values to gain wider results.

To conclude, the present study explored figurative language employed in Taylor
Swift’s 20 songs based on actual performance on the weekly Billboard Hot 100 by using
Reaske (1966)’s framework [5] regarding figurative language types and to find out values in
American culture hidden in the lyrics by applying Kohls (1984)’s framework [11] related to

values in American culture.

Objectives
To explore figurative language employed in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics

To explore values in American culture embedded in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics

Methodology

The present study mainly employed qualitative methodology to elaborate the study
results while quantitative methodology would be slightly applied to present numerical data
which represents frequency of types of figurative language and values in American culture

found in the song lyrics.
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This study employed Reaske (1966)’s framework [5] regarding 18 figurative language
types: personification, metaphor, simile, hyperbole, metonymy, irony, paradox, symbol,
repetition, litotes, synecdoche, parallelism, oxymoron, alliteration, onomatopoeia, allusion,
allegory, and antithesis. Furthermore, to study cultural aspects, Kohls (1984)’s framework
[11] related to values in American culture was employed in the data analysis. The framework
contained 13 values: personal control over the environment, change, time and its control,
equality, individualism/privacy, self-help, competition, future orientation, action/work orientation,
informality, directness/openness/honesty, practicality/efficiency, and materialism/acquisitiveness.

In data analysis, to gain the quantitative data, the researcher put lyrics of each song
in a separate Words file and marked the parts with different abbreviations belonging to each
type of figurative language and American value. Once all lyrics were analyzed, the researcher
searched for the frequencies occurring of each abbreviation and entered the frequencies in
the PowerPoint to create a pile chart which also calculated in a percentage.

For a qualitative study, it was necessary to take credibility and trustworthiness into
account to certify the research quality. Credibility and trustworthiness of a qualitative research
are comparable to reliability and validity in quantitative research [12]. Hence, triangulation
which is one of the most popular and well-known methods was employed to assure the
reliability and validity of the research as it has been widely used among numerous researchers.
There are many types of triangulations which use different information sources to confirm
and improve the clarity a research result, and the present study employed triangulation by
involving an additional inter-rater with a similar academic and research background as the first

author to analyze the data, ensuring precision, consistency, and reliability.

Results

Objective 1: To explore figurative language employed in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics

From the data analysis, there were 15 types of figurative language employed in
Taylor Swift’s song lyrics shown in frequency and percentage as follows: Symbol (71, 26.79%),
Paradox (38, 14.34%), Repetition (27, 10.19%), Parallelism (23, 8.68%), Simile (16, 6.04%),
Antithesis (16, 6.04%), Metaphor (15, 5.66%), Irony (14, 5.28%), Personification (13, 4.91%),
Hyperbole (13, 4.91%), Synecdoche (8, 3.02%), Allusion (6, 2.26%), Alliteration (3, 1.13%),
Oxymoron (1, 0.38%), and Allegory (1, 0.38%).

Symbol was the most frequently employed in the song lyrics for 71 times at 26.79%.

Examples are shown as follows:

Symbol was the most frequently employed mostly in Bad Blood and Tim McGraw.
There were several lines containing more than one symbol, for example:

Still got scars on my back from your knife (Bad Blood)

For the background of the song Bad Blood, Taylor Swift recounted the story of a
platonic breakup she went through with a female friend after a long friendship. “Scars”
mean bad things in the past done to the singer by someone which have still reminded her
about those things until now; “back” means the situation that she was betrayed by her

loved one; and “knife” means the cruel action that caused her to be upset, sad or hurtful.
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September saw a month of tears (Tim McGraw)

Tim McGraw was written by Taylor Swift and Liz Rose, a songwriter, during Taylor
Swift's freshman year at Hendersonville High School. Taylor Swift anticipated the eventual
breakup with her senior boyfriend as he prepared to leave for college, so Taylor Swift
channeled her complex emotions into writing the song. In the above line, “September” was
compared as a month of tears as she and her boyfriend broke up in the month. Furthermore,
“September” is believed to be a month of loneliness as it is the end of summer in America,
leading to winter soon.

Also, there were several other symbols Taylor Swift often used in her songs, for
example, “worn-out jeans”. As widely well known, jeans are young men and women’s
choices of high character, the singer used this phrase to wistfully look back at her teenager
time in the past.

Paradox was found to be the most second employed type of figurative language in

the song lyrics for 38 times at 14.34%. Examples are shown as follows:

Paradox was found to be the second most employed type of figurative language in
the song lyrics, and it was found mostly in Blank Space and Red. For the song Blank Space,
there were several interesting lines containing paradox, for example:

Rose garden filled with thorns (Blank Space)

Taylor Swift, aged 26 at that time, revealed that the portrayal of her as a “psycho
serial dater girl” by the media inspired her to write Blank Space. The song’s lyrics portray it
as an ironic and self-referential tribute to her character as a flirtatious woman from numerous
romantic relationships Taylor Swift had been experiencing.

“Rose garden” is recognized as a beautiful place conveying romantic atmosphere,
however, in the song, it was filled with thorns. The singer pointed out that a good-looking
and beautiful thing can be dangerous and can harm people.

In Red, Taylor Swift wrote several lines using paradox to convey the situations that
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she could not control and the situations that it was barely possible for her to move on from
her ex-boyfriend. The lyric above indicates that it was hardly possible for her to forget him.
Repetition was found to be the third most used type of figurative language in the

song lyrics for 27 times at 10.19%. Examples are shown as follows:

Repetition was found mostly in Shake It Off and We Are Never Ever Getting Back
Together.

Can’t stop, won’t stop moving (Shake It Off)

Shake It Off was released in 2014. The song revolved around Taylor Swift’s nonchalance
towards her critics and their negative perception of her image. It served as the leading single
from her album “1989”, which marked Taylor Swift’s transition into the pop genre. In the
above lyric, Taylor Swift emphasized that nothing can stop her from being herself and enjoying
her life by ignoring all haters.

We Are Never Ever Getting Back Together contained repetition in many parts, including
the song title itself. Never say never means we should not say “I will never...” or “I will
never go to...” because the future is unpredictable. However, Taylor Swift did not care, and
she insisted to say “We Are Never Ever Getting Back Together” as she could not hold on to
the toxic relationship anymore.

To conclude, the most frequently used types of figurative language were symbol,
paradox and repetition. Symbol was predominantly used to refer to what Taylor Swift had
memorized from her past relationships, whether in positive or negative ways, such as “ring”
and “September”, respectively. Paradox was mainly used in sad songs or unromantic songs
rather than love songs, such as in Red and Blank Space. Repetition use was found in both
sad songs and love songs in the similar proportions as repetition was used to emphasize a
meaning of something both in good way and bad way. However, the least frequently used

types of figurative language were alliteration, oxymoron, and allusion.
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Objective 2: To explore values in American culture embedded in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics

There were 13 values embedded in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics shown in frequency
and percentage as follows: directness/openness/honesty (86, 26.46%), individualism/privacy
(37, 11.38%), future orientation (36, 11.08%), personal control over the environment (28,
8.62%), practicality/efficiency (22, 6.77%), competition (21, 6.46%), time and its control (20,
6.15%), self-help (20, 6.15%), informality (19, 5.85%), change (16, 4.92%), materialism/acquisitiveness
(15, 4.62%), action/work orientation (4, 1.23%) and equality (1, 0.31%).

Directness/openness/honesty was the most frequently value found in the
song lyrics accounting for 26.46% or more than 25% of all collected data.
Directness/openness/honesty was found the most in three songs: Blank Space, | Knew You
Were Trouble and Bad Blood, while it also occurred many times in other songs. From the
result found, it was possible to say that Taylor Swift had no hesitation to speak about negative
things to others, or even to herself, or had no hesitation to reveal some secrets or what in
her mind to the public.

Say you’ll see me again even if it’s just pretend (Wildest Dreams)

Wildest Dreams describes Swift’s plea for her lover to remember her despite the
inevitable end of their relationship.

Taylor Swift did not state who she was writing about in Wildest Dreams but it
portrayed Taylor Swift’s heartfelt request to her lover, urging him to hold onto the memory
of her even as their relationship was destined to come to an end. She could just ask the
man to say the thing she wanted but she decided to say “even if it’s just pretend” to let
the man know that she did not care if he would lie since she only wanted to comfort herself.

'Cause, darling, I’'m a nightmare dressed like a daydream (Blank Space)

Taylor Swift revealed that the portrayal of her as a “psycho serial dater girl” in Blank
Space was an ironic tribute to her character as a flirtatious woman. Throughout the song, she had
been very straightforward about who she truly was without questioning at all whether he
would be able to accept it.

Individualism/privacy was the second most frequently found value in the song lyrics

for 37 times at 11.38%. Examples are shown as follows:

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Individualism/privacy was found 37 times and often occurred in several songs, such
as, You Belong with Me, Love Story, Style, and Wildest Dreams. Individualism/privacy was
found when Taylor Swift wanted to talk about something or someone unique in their own
way or when she and her boyfriend wanted to have some private time.

For example, Taylor Swift indicated running away or getting away with her boyfriend
in the following lines.

He said, “Let's get out of this town, drive out of the city, away from the crowds.” (Wildest
Dreams)

Romeo, take me somewhere we can be alone (Love Story)

In some other songs, it was found that Taylor Swift prioritized her privacy in her love life.

Future orientation was the third frequently value found in the song lyrics in 36 times,

11.08%. Examples are shown as follows:

Future orientation was not significantly found in a particular song, but it was found
in almost every song, 15 songs out of 20.

Besides the hope that she wanted her love to last long, future orientation was found
to play an important role when she stated and wished that her teenager time would pass
by quickly so that she could start her new life by being adult as in the following examples.

Flash forward, and we’re taking on the world together (Mine)

We’ll be out of here as soon as we can (Fifteen)

For Mine, with her positive view on love, she and her ex-lover had dreamed to grow
and to face any challenges they would come across in the future together, indicating their
optimism about the incomings. Similar to Fifteen, when she was only fifteen, she wished she
would graduate from high school very soon so that she could live her life the way she
wanted to, expressing how optimistic she was for the near future.

To conclude, the most frequently found values in American culture were directness/openness

/honesty, individualism/privacy and future orientation. Directness/openness/honesty was
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revealed when Taylor Swift was expressing her own feelings or her own thoughts directly
towards the situations she was facing to the audiences without being afraid of negative
feedbacks later. It is possible to say that she was hugely confident and encouraged to be
the best version of her own self. Individualism/privacy was mainly found in one’s own
characteristics which are hard to find from anybody else, such as Taylor Swift’s characteristics
and confidence in Shake It Off. Future orientation was mostly found in the songs during
Taylor Swift’s teenage life when she was longing to grow up very soon so that she could be
able to live her own life in her own way. The least frequently found values were action/work
orientation and equality. Action/work orientation pointed out duties/responsibilities which
Taylor Swift was in charge of when she started to grow up, such as mentioning “bills to pay”
in Mine. Equality, in this context, was found to convey the equality among humans as the

saying goes, “Everyone is equal and deserves to be celebrated and treated fairly”.

Discussion

Objective 1: To explore figurative language employed in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics

From the results of this research, it was found that symbol, paradox and repetition
were the most frequently used types of figurative language used in Taylor Swift’s songs. In
the present study, symbol was found in the highest proportion and also found the greatest
in the most popular songs, such as You Belong With Me (No. 1 in the Billboard rank), Love
Story (No. 3 in the rank) and Our Song (No. 5 in the rank), it could be interpreted that symbol
is another interesting writing technique for songwriter to apply in their writing.

From the results of the previous research, it was found that the results of this
research are different from other previous studies to some extent.

Suriyawongpaisal [8] found only three types of figurative language: metaphor, simile,
and hyperbole, which were also found in the present study as well. Even though
Suriyawongpaisal’s study [8] was also to investigate the figurative language used to convey
connotations related to American cultural values, due to the time difference in conducting
the research (2013 and 2023), the results of the present study and those of Suriyawongpaisal
’s are different in terms of the number of types of figurative language used.

In Lusiana, Aryawibawa, and Qomariana ’s study [9] on 5 Taylor Swift’s songs in the
Album 1989: Blank Space, Bad Blood. New Romantics, Style, and Clean, the results revealed
eight types of figurative language: simile, metaphor, personification, synecdoche, hyperbole,
irony, dead metaphor, and paradox. Compared with the present study, only dead metaphor
was not found as it was outside the framework of the present study. Interestingly, the eight
types were also frequently found in the present study in fairly significant proportion, such

as paradox (38, 14.02%). Among 5 songs of Lusiana, Aryawibawa, and Qomariana’s study [9],
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three songs were also selected to be analyzed in the present study: Blank Space, Bad Blood
and Style. The results are fairly in line with each other. Blank Space was found to contain
paradox the most, and both Bad Blood and Style were found to employ paradox as the
second frequently used one, in which Lusiana, Aryawibawa, and Qomariana’s study [9] also
discovered paradox.

To sum up, metaphor, simile and hyperbole were found in all of the previous studies
mentioned above, which is in line with the results of the present study in which simile (16,
5.90%), metaphor (15, 5.54%), hyperbole (13, 4.80%) were the three most frequently found
figurative types. Moreover, it can be concluded that the present study found a great number
of figurative language types used in Taylor Swift’s songs (15 types) than those found in the
previous studies (3-8 types).

Objective 2: To explore values in American culture embedded in Taylor Swift’s song lyrics

Previous studies on American culture embedded in Taylor Swift’s songs have not
been widely conducted, so this section discusses results from Suriyawongpaisal’s study [8]
as Suriyawongpaisal conducted the study on figurative language in Taylor Swift’s songs which
conveyed connotation related to American cultural values. In this previous study, it was
found that love and care, individualism, honesty and trust, and liberalism were four features
of American cultural values unconcealed through the following themes: bond and relationship,
independency, honesty, and dignity. Since the present study employed different framework
from Suriyawongpaisal’s study [8], it yielded different results. However, there were some
comparable keywords from the American cultural values found in Suriyawongpaisal’s study [8]

which matched the findings in the present study as showed in Table 7.

It is possible to say that the present study’s results did not also show similar cultural
aspects, but the present study found other different American values in more extensive
views. Values in American culture found in the present study but not found in Suriyawongpaisal
[8] are future orientation, practicality/efficiency, competition, time and its control, self-help
and informality. The possible reason is that the present study used a more extensive

framework to discover more cultural aspects.
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For the implications of this present study, the figurative language found could be
used as a guideline for writers, authors, composers or artists to create their art works. In
addition, the results found could be used as teaching materials for those interested in creative
writing and in courses related to values in American culture.

Further studies may consider conducting a comparative study both in the respect
of figurative language and cultural aspects found in English songs of various song writers or
singers. Moreover, further studies may employ different framework to analyze cultural aspects
in other types of songs in various culture such as the analysis of patriarchy or feminism in

local songs of a particular culture.
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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study 1) the components of technology
acceptance on the information technological competence of village health volunteers and
2) the influence of information technology acceptance components on the technological
competence of village health volunteers. It was quantitative research conducted with 400
public health volunteers from the central and lower northeastern regions as the stratified
random sampling group. A questionnaire was used to gather research data and PLS-SEM was
used for data analysis to assess the correlation between the variables. The study’s findings
revealed that 1) the competence of village health volunteers in utilizing information technology
to increase performance efficiency included: perception, evaluation, interest, intention,
acceptance, perceived ease of use, trial, and competency; and 2) the competencies that
directly influenced to the competence of village health volunteers in utilizing information
technology to increase performance efficiency included perception and interest and the
indirect competencies involved perception variables indirectly affecting information technology

use competency through interest variables.

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Abstract

This research article aimed to analyze and classify the contents of the chronicles
of Nakhon Si Thammarat. Data were collected from the chronicles of Nakhon Si Thammarat,
Nos. 1-5, originally written versions from the National Library of Thailand. The data were
analyzed using content analysis frameworks by Anan Areepong, Udom Nuthong and colleagues,
and Chatchapisit Pachanee. The findings revealed that the chronicles of Nakhon Si Thammarat
contained seven types of content: 1) politics and government, 2) city building, 3) religion,
4) customs, traditions, and beliefs, 5) kinship relations, 6) wars, and 7) disasters. The analysis
indicates that religious content is the most prominent across all the chronicles, with significant
references to the Phra Borommathat Muang Nakhon Si Thammarat appearing in four chronicles,
except for Chronicle No. 3. Furthermore, the content related to customs, traditions, and
beliefs included many sub-categories and is present in all chronicles, with most of the content

rooted in Buddhist narratives.

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the factors affecting the selection of financial products
by members of a savings cooperative who were preparing for retirement. It was quantitative
research using a convenience sampling method with a sample size of 400 members from
the savings cooperative. Data were collected through an online questionnaire and various
factors were analyzed using descriptive statistics (percentage, mean) and inferential statistics
(T-test and ANOVA test.) The results showed that personal factors, such as age, education
level, family status, and length of membership were significantly associated with the members'
perceptions and understandings of financial products (p < 0.05). Moreover, the factors related
to product perception and understanding, including information channels (through officers
and social media), product presentation methods, and retirement planning (career and
income), significantly influenced the selection of financial products offered by the cooperative
(p < 0.05). Therefore, the cooperative should select appropriate product presentation methods
for different member groups to ensure their understanding and access to all product types.
Additionally, the cooperative should offer suitable financial products to members who have
planned for their careers and income after retirement. This will enable the cooperative to
design financial products and strategies that effectively promote financial products to
members preparing for retirement.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research are 1) to develop digital media for coffee blossom
tea products of the Coffee Plaeng Yai Agricultural Group in Nam Nao District, Phetchabun
Province, 2) to increase distribution channels for coffee blossom tea products on digital
commerce and 3) to study the satisfaction with the digital media for coffee blossom tea and
the distribution channels of the products on digital commerce. The research adopted a
research and development approach. The target group was the Coffee Plaeng Yai Agricultural
Group of approximately 30 persons and 100 audiences of the digital media. The research
tools included questionnaires and interviews. The data were analyzed using percentages,
means, standard deviations and descriptions of the findings. This qualitative study results
found that the benefit of Coffee Plaeng Yai Agricultural Group products was that they were
derived from natural raw materials. The weaknesses included the skills in using digital media
and the lack of various product distribution channels. The group needed to develop the
digital media used for promoting coffee blossom tea in the forms of a video format and to
increase product distribution channels through digital commerce. The digital media
development presented the content displaying community participation. As for the quantitative
results of the study, it was found that overall, the Coffee Plaeng Yai Agricultural Group was
satisfied with the digital media used for promoting the coffee blossom tea at a high level
and satisfied with the distribution channels on digital commerce at a high level.

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Abstract

Scholarly works on modern history of Thailand have long emphasized a variety of
sources, as different materials reflect different perspectives and narratives. Despite a great
number of primary sources from foreign countries used in Thai scholarship, little attention
has been paid to Chinese materials. This is unfortunate as China has played a crucial role in
Siamese/Thai history. Therefore, this article attempts to explore a variety of Chinese sources
in the historical study of Siam/Thailand. It demonstrates how the use of Chinese materials
can provide valuable insights into various aspects of Siamese/Thai society, including the
relationships between Thailand, China and other states. To classify Chinese source materials,
this paper is divided into three sections, i.e., Chinese chronicles, Chinese archives, and
Chinese-language miscellany. It will examine how Thai scholarly historical works have

interpreted the Chinese materials from past to present.
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Introduction

Scholarly work on Thai studies has long emphasized a variety of sources, as different
materials reflect different perspectives and narratives. Over the past decades, the Department
of History, Academic Division of Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy, with financial support
from Her Royal Highness Princess Sirindhorn, has initiated a project to collect historical
documents on Thai history deemed important from overseas archives, including those in
the US, the UK, France, Japan, South Korea, and Cambodia [1].

Despite the abundance of primary sources from foreign countries used in Thai
scholarship, little attention has been paid to Chinese archives. This is unfortunate, given
China’s crucial role in Siamese/Thai history and indispensability in the country’s development.
However, this article does not aim to be a systematic literature review of Chinese archives
used in Thai studies, nor does it focus on Chinese studies (including the Chinese overseas
studies) in Thailand. Instead, it seeks to introduce a diverse range of Chinese source materials
in the historical study of Siam/Thailand.

This article classifies Chinese materials into three categories, i.e., Chinese chronicles,
Chinese archives, and Chinese-language miscellany. The objective is to explore how Thai
scholarship has utilized and interpreted these Chinese materials from the past to the present.
By doing so, it demonstrates how the use of Chinese materials can offer valuable insights
into not only various aspects of Thai society but also the relationships between Thailand,
China, and other states. Finally, the article attempts to explore the contributions of Chinese

materials to Thai studies by presenting trends and implications found in recent Thai scholarship.
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Chinese chronicles

It is well known that China has a long and rich tradition of writing. Chinese accounts
also have a long history of recording China’s relations with foreign countries. Pioneering works
of Thai scholars educated in the US in the 1970s, Sarasin Veraphol’s Tribute and Profit:
Sino-Siamese Trade from 1652 to 1853 [2] and Suebsaeng Promboon’s Sino-Siamese tributary
relations, 1282-1853 [3] extensively use Chinese official and local chronicles to examine the
relationship between Siam and China under the tributary system. These works clearly
demonstrate the crucial importance of Chinese chronicles in Thai history.

As accounts on ancient Thailand were scarce and fragmented, Chinese chronicles
have inevitably become a significant source for understanding Thailand's past. Geoff Wade’s
research has been instrumental in this regard, as he explored The Veritable Records of the
Ming Dynasty (Ming Shilu) and its references to the Ayutthaya polity, comparing them to
local accounts [4]. His translated work on Ming Shilu continues to be the primary source of
Chinese records for a better understanding of the interactions between China and Thailand
throughout history, including diplomatic exchanges and trade relations.

Indeed, the Thai government has recognized the significance of Chinese ancient
documents in understanding the historical relations between Thailand and China, as well as
the origins of the Thai people. To facilitate this pursuit, the Committee for the Study of Thai
History in Chinese Records (AazaunssuMsauALUsy Timanslneiieafuiuluenaisiv) was
established in the early 1970s. The primary objective of this committee was to translate
relevant sections of official dynastic history (zhengshi), including The Chronicle of the Yuan
Dynasty (Yuan Shi), The Chronicle of the Ming Dynasty (Ming Shi) and The Chronicle of the
Qing Dynasty (Qing Shi), as well as Ming Shilu and The Veritable Records of the Qing Dynasty
(Qing Shilu). The Thai translations were published as reference books for further historical
research and understanding [5].

According to Rungroj Piromanukul [6], a Thai archaeologist, Ming Shilu and Ming Shi
hold significant importance in the study of the early history of Ayutthaya because they
provide information not found in the records of Western visitors, who later arrive in the
region. However, Rungroj has noted some limitations of these Chinese records. Firstly, they
were written from the perspective of Chinese officials, which may introduce biases and a
skewed portrayal of events. Their viewpoints may not accurately reflect the perspectives of
other parties involved in historical events. Moreover, they were diplomatic records in nature
and served the purpose of promoting the interests of China or the Ming Dynasty. As such,
they may not always provide a complete or unbiased view of events, especially when it
comes to interactions with other countries. Furthermore, the records may neither cover all
historical events comprehensively nor fully capture the local perspectives. As such, they

may not fully reflect the realities of Ayutthaya society or provide a complete picture of its
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history. Therefore, it is necessary to cross reference and compare with other sources to gain
more insights.

Despite the limitations, scholars continue to use Chinese chronicles for unique
perspectives distinct from those found in local or Western sources. For instance, Erika Matsuda
[7] employs Qing Shilu to explore the import of luxury goods from China to Siam during the
Thonburi and early Rattanakosin eras. According to Matsuda [8], the cultural preferences of
Thai elites for Chinese luxury items can shed light on Siam’s own perception of its external
relationships and diplomatic practices, a perspective that has been neglected since the
introduction of Western diplomacy. Similarly, Piyada Chonlaworn [9] draws from both Chinese
and Japanese sources to examine the history of port polities in southern Thailand, including
Pattani, Nakhon Si Thammarat and Songkhla. Through her works, Piyada [10] contends that
Japanese and Chinese records offer valuable insights into the internal politics of the region
and its interactions with the Siamese, thereby presenting a novel perspective on history
during this period, although these records may remain biased.

In recent years, there is a clear direction in Thai scholarship making efforts to
overcome language barriers, and translation issues that sometimes may lead to misinterpretations
or difficulties in understanding the true context and meaning of the records. Supakan Siripaisan
and Pipu Boosabok [11] suggest that numerous Chinese historical documents related to Thai
history still await proper translation. Supakan and Pipu undertake comprehensive and
systematic research, financially supported by Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn Anthropology
Centre, to explore ancient Chinese records from the Han to Yuan dynasties relating to
Thailand in connection with the Maritime Silk Road. Following this research project, Pipu
[12] further extends the study to include Chinese documents from the Ming and Qing
dynasties, thereby broadening the scope of the investigation.

Particularly, translation and study of ancient Chinese records offer unique narratives
and enrich the understanding of historical ties between China and Thai ancient Kingdoms
that have been previously understudied. For example, Kanokporn Numthong’s research
focuses on the Lanna Kingdom, also known as the “Eight-Hundred Concubine Kingdom”
(Babai xifu), which has historically maintained a close relationship with China [13]. In her
work, Kanokporn conducts a meticulous examination of numerous original Chinese manuscripts,
carefully making annotations to ensure accuracy in the translation. In addition, Puthep
Prapagorn [14] studies the relationship between China and Lawo/Lavo Kingdom, known as
Luohu during each historical period, using various Chinese chronicles.

One interesting factor contributing to the growing Thai scholarship using Chinese
chronicles is the educational dynamics between Thailand and China. The educational
exchange has played a role in fostering scholars and has facilitated the utilization of Chinese

chronicles in Thai studies. According to the 2010-2011 annual report of the Chinese Ministry
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of Education, Thailand ranked fourth among countries sending students to China, following
Korea, the United States, and Japan [15]. This trend indicates that Chinese education has
provided Thai students with the opportunity to master the Chinese language and immerse
themselves in Chinese culture, enabling them to become knowledgeable scholars with
access to Chinese materials and resources.

On the other hand, since the year 2006, Chinese students have become the major
source of foreign students in Thailand. According to the Office of Higher Education Commission
of Thailand, there were 9,329 Chinese students enrolled in Thai higher education institutes
across various disciplines in 2010, accounting for 46.4% of the total foreign student population
[16]. These students delve into Thai language and culture, then some pursue graduate studies
in history. One such example is Zhou Bifeng [17] who wrote a master’s thesis in Thai under
the supervision of Chiangmai University’s Sarassawadee Ongsakul, an authoritative figure of
Lanna studies. Specially utilizing and interpreting Chinese chronicles, Zhou examines the
tributary relationship between China and Lanna Kingdom. The thesis was subsequently
adapted into a book titled The Surrender of Lanna (Lanna sawamipak) by Matichon, a
leading publishing house. The success of Zhou’s book highlights the potential and promising
opportunities for more Chinese graduate students to find advantages in utilizing their language

skills to conduct research on Thai history.

Chinese archives

Unlike Chinese chronicles, Chinese archives have not been extensively utilized, as
mentioned in the introduction. This limited use can be attributed, in part, to the restrictions
associated with accessing Chinese archives in Mainland China. Chinese archives in Taipei,
particularly Academia Historica (Guoshi guan, hereafter shortened as AH), offers greater
accessibility and digitalization of historical materials. Japanese scholar Murashima Eiji has
long been a pioneer in exploring archives across regions including Chinese archives from
Mainland China and Taiwan to conduct solid research on Thai history. He has published
numerous articles in Japanese, English, Thai and Chinese languages, covering various topics
such as Thai-foreign relations, transnational communism, and studies on the Second World
War. His books, The Birth of the Siamese Communist Party (Kamnoet Kommiunit Sayam),
translated into Thai by Kosit Tiptiempong, and Sino-Siamese Politics (Kanmuaeng chin sayam),
co-authored with Vorasak Mahatdanobol, have become foundational works in the historiography
of the Thai Communist Party and the ethnic Chinese in Thailand [18-19].

In addition to Murashima, another example of the potential in using diverse archival
materials from different locations is demonstrated in Wasana Wongsurawat’s The Crown &
the Capitalists [20]. According to Sittithep Eaksittipong [21], this brilliant study integrates

archival materials from London, Bangkok, and Taipei, enabling the formulation of novel
arguments unprecedented in Thai studies and the studies on Chinese in Thailand. It reveals
untold narratives and sheds light on a fresh angle concerning Thailand’s historical development
and its interactions with neighbouring powers.

Evidently, various archival materials and a transnational perspective enable the
exploration of Thailand’s multifaceted historical dynamics. Another aspect to consider is an
indirect use of Chinese archives published in Chinese journal articles by Chinese scholars.
Sittithep Eaksittipong [22] employs this approach in his fascinating work Writing the Chinese
to become Thai (Khian chin hai pen thai), based on his PhD thesis at National University of
Singapore titled “Textualizing the ‘Chinese of Thailand’: Politics, Knowledge, and the Chinese
in Thailand during The Cold War”. He investigates how Thai, American and Chinese scholars
discuss the origins of the Thai people and the production of knowledge on the Chinese in
Thailand. These two aspects are considered two sides of the same coin, as their discursive
arguments reflect their countries’ academic nationalism.

Based on the authors’ observations, there is potential for discovering and utilizing
more Chinese archives in research, particularly those that contain documents relevant to
Thailand in the modern era. One such example is the AH located in Taipei. Upon examination,
the authors have noticed that some of the materials found in the AH may be duplicates of
what is already preserved in the Second Historical Archives of China (Zhongguo di’er lishi
dang’an guan), primarily known as the Records Management Office of Nanjing from the
period from 1912 to 1949. The search system of the AH’s website (https://www.drnh.gov.tw/)
is user-friendly, as some materials can be accessible for online reading.

In addition to the AH, the Kuomintang (KMT) Archives also serve as a valuable
resource (http://archives.kmt.org.tw/). While they can be searched online, viewing the materials
requires an onsite visit in Taipei. The authors had the opportunity to visit the KMT archives
and found the “special archives” (Tezhong dang’an) collections/series particularly intriguing.
This collection holds significant importance, as it encompasses documents related to the
KMT’s both local and overseas missions, covering the period from 1928 to 1949. This time frame
is crucial, as it marks pivotal historical events and developments during the Anti-Japanese War.

For those interested in the Cold War, China’s role as a crucial factor in shaping the
geopolitical landscape cannot be overlooked. The Chinese archives, particularly the Archives
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (Waijjiao bu dang’an guan) in Beijing (http://dag.fmprc.gov.cn/)
offer unique insights into China’s foreign policies, interactions with other countries, and its
role in global affairs during the Cold War era. However, the accessibility of the Archives of

the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is limited. Scholars can find alternative opportunities for
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exploration in local archives in China, which often offer a more open and accessible
environment. For instance, the Shanghai Municipal Archives (Shanghai shi dang’an guan)
(https://www.archives.sh.cn/) stand as a promising resource, housing a vast collection of
digitized documents, such as Thai leftists and other Thai individuals who fled to China during
the Cold War era, as well as assessments of local Chinese officers who hosted Thai visitors.

In a nutshell, the authors do not assert an absolute necessity to exclusively rely on
Chinese archives for research, as scholars inherently engage in cross-referencing and comparing
materials from various sources. However, Chinese archives do offer an intriguing alternative
source, potentially fostering collaborative research among scholars spanning different countries

and regions.

Chinese-language miscellany

Arguably, relying solely on government archives could potentially limit the perspective
to a top-down view, primarily centered on official narratives and the political landscape. It
is important to complement the insights derived from government archives by incorporating
viewpoints from social and cultural aspects. In this regard, Chinese-language miscellany offers
a diverse range of Chinese source materials that reflect the experiences, views, and everyday
lives of individuals and communities. Particularly in research on Chinese life in Thailand, G.
William Skinner [24-25] has long been a crucial figure who extensively utilized Chinese
documents, including internal publications from Chinese associations and organizations, and
newspapers. This section, therefore, introduces Chinese-language materials, e.g. literary works,
internal publications from Chinese associations/organizations, newspapers and giaopi.

1. Chinese literary works

Thai literature has long been a crucial source for Thai studies. Benedict Anderson
[23] succinctly notes in his exploration to Thai literary works that political upheaval was
often foreshadowed by the distant rumblings of literature. Jennifer W. Cushman [26] has
highlighted the potential Chinese- and Thai-language literary publications as a highly promising
avenue for exploring the dynamics of Chinese society in Thailand. Over the last decade,
there has been an effort to reassess the framework of Thailand’s literary landscape.

Sittithep Eaksittipong [27] envisages the literary approach to cast the history of the
Chinese in Thailand into a new light by framing it within the realm of emotion. He argues
that transnational Chinese media and Sinophone Thai literature have played a significant
role in shaping the identity politics of ethnic Chinese in Thailand, as they contribute to a

distinct self-identification—neither Thai nor Chinese, but Chinese of Thailand.
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2. Internal publications

Chinese associations and enterprises often have their own internal publications,
serving as communication tools within the community. These publications provide a wealth
of information relevant to the community’s interests and concerns. Pannee Bualek [28-29]
has long utilized such publications from Chinese associations, including those from Thai-Chinese
Chamber of Commerce to conduct research on economic history in Thailand. Her focus has
been on the role of Chinese capitalists in the Thai economy spanning from pre-WWIl to
post-WWII. Kornphanat Tungkeunkunt [30] has employed a collection of magazines from the
Thai Rediffusion Company that operated the sole Chinese broadcast in Thailand, known as
‘Song siang thang sai’ or ‘Li de husheng’ in Chinese, to explore the listening experience of
the Chinese community in Bangkok during the 1950s-1970s.

3. Chinese newspapers

Newspapers provide a glimpse into the public discourse and the various interpretations
and dissemination of political developments among their targeted audiences. In his study,
Mitchai Kulsangcharoen [31] examines the portrayal of Thai society in the Chinese newspaper
Sing Sian Yit Pao during the Sarit regime. He demonstrates that Sing Sian Yit Pao supporting
a liberal view similar to that of the American left or democratic perspective and KMT’s
government, illustrated the image of Thai society under the government’s strict policy and
development of the country. These aspects had a profound impact on the Chinese community
in Thailand, necessitating shifts in their ways of life to align with the societal norms of that era.

Chinese-language newspapers published in Thailand have gained increased attention
in recent times, fostering academic collaboration with the National Library of Thailand, Fine
Arts Department, Ministry of Culture in 2008. The objective of this collaboration was to
digitize old Chinese-language newspapers published in Thailand, facilitating academic research
and enriching the Information Resource Center of Huachiew Chalermprakiet University. This
initiative led to the development of a database named Thailand Digital Chinese Newspaper
(TDCN), accessible exclusively within the Huachiew University’s internal network. This database
comprises a total of 71 titles. Those interested in utilizing the database can find detailed

access information on their website: http://www.lib.hcu.ac.th/index.php/chinesenewspaper.

4. Qiaopi

Qiaopi, or remittances, refer to the funds sent by Chinese migrants to their families
in China, serving both as economic support and a means of maintaining ties between overseas
Chinese and their homeland. These remittances were frequently accompanied by letters
with instructions or personal messages. Suchada Tantasuralerk [32] pioneered research on
the study of giaopi patterns and developments in Thailand. Thai-Chinese independent
scholars Hong Lin and Li Daogang in collaboration with the Chaoshan History Culture Research
Center, have engaged in global efforts to collect and explore giaopi. Their work, Qiaopi
Culture in Thailand [33], underscores these remittances' cultural and historical significance

to both Thai and Chinese societies.

Conclusion

While Thai scholarly works have extensively utilized diverse sources, including
archives from foreign countries, Chinese archives have been notably overlooked, despite
their pivotal role in Thai history and development. This article introduces and categorizes

Chinese source materials into Chinese chronicles, Chinese archives, and Chinese-language
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miscellany, aiming to showcase their contributions to Thai scholarship. It underlines the
potential to explore Chinese materials to enrich the understanding of Thai society, politics,
and their interconnectedness with China and beyond.

Recently, there has been a significant amount of academic work in Thailand that
utilizes Chinese documents, particularly dissertations written by foreign scholars. It is important
to further conduct a thorough exploration, not only of universities in the West but also of
universities in Asia. The authors suggest paying more attention to studies on Thailand by
Chinese scholars, which will enhance the comprehensive categorization of Chinese-language

sources and evidence used in the study of Thailand.

should be added: searching date and URL — Retrieved + date + from URL

Abbreviation comes up with its full version in the first time, and only abbreviation
later. Please avoid using abbreviation in the title and abstract. It is not recommended to
use the abbreviation that is used less than four times in the article. The author(s) must
provide definition or description of any signs used in the article when appearing in the first

time.

Figure is at the center of the page, following by description below the figure in 14
font size. It must be clear monochrome (black and white color). If necessary, it can be colored.
The word “figure” is bold, and the description is normal and set in the center of the page.

Lined figure must be in clear black.
