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Factors Influencing the Efficiency of Community Enterprise Management
in the Upper Northeastern Region of Thailand

Abstract

his research article aims to study (1) the process of managing successful community

Tenterprise groups and (2) the factors that influence the efficiency of managing
community enterprise groups that have received quality certification. It is survey research. Using
questionnaires to collect data. There were 2 sample groups of community enterprises: 48 groups
that were successful and 432 groups that received quality certification. Statistics used in data
analysis included percentages, means, and standard deviations. and structural equation model
analysis.

Findings are as follows: That the successful group supported by the government, 65 members
on 9 years average with share capital stock average at 103,951.82 baht, structured according to
duties, sincere, unity, honest, transparency, also leader from election, stock dividend at 5-30%,
meeting 1-2 times/year, with money valuable and non-valuable cost. Production according to
customer orders, non-toxic, clean, safe home stay. Quality assurance group, Government support,
training and efficiency of Capital management, it has a positive influence on production
management efficiency, consistent with empirical data Statistically significant at the .05 level with
a p-value of 0.094. The variables in the model can explain 59.00 percent of the variance in

production efficiency.
