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Abstract

This investigation is concerned to (1) study of the expectation level of student of
Education Administration Program of Faculty of Education at Ramkhamhaeng University
affecting instructional leadership behaviour of basic education management level and (2)
compare with the expectation level of student of Education Administration Program of Faculty
of Education at Ramkhamhaeng University affect basic education management level according
to sex, age, occupation and experiences. Use questionnaire for this investigation. The sample
consisted of master student of Education Administration Program especially the special program
in Bangkok group 7th of Faculty of Education at Ramkhamhaeng University. The assumption of
269 sample sets. The findings are as follows:

1. The female students are 78.4 %, age around 30-40 years old are 56.1%, the occupation
are management level and teacher about 88.8% and there have experience 1-5 years about
61.7%.

2. The student expectation of Education Administration Program of Faculty of Education
Ramkhamhaeng University affect academic leadership behaviour of basic education
management in every dimensions are very high level (X = 4.22) such as the most of average is
(Establish and Implement Instructional Goals (X = 4.39). The next is (Maintain Positive Attitude
toward Students, Staff and Parents dimension (X = 4.33). The last lowest dimension is (Set High
Expectation for Your Staff) (X = 3.99)

3. The expectation level of student, comparison with sex, age, occupation and experiences
are different. There is the expectation of Instructional leadership behaviour of basic education

management level are not different at level .05.
