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School Administration in the Crisis Situation

Abstract

his academic article aims to analyze the school administration in the coronavirus crisis

Tsituation (COVID-19),using situational leadership concept, government policies and the
concept of school administration as a framework for analysis in order for educational institutions
to focus on the implementation of the government policy under strict measures to prevent the
spread of the coronavirus 2019.

Findings are as follows: (1) school administrators should focus on implementing the
government policy including the use of cooperation mechanisms of parents and communities in
the care of students with the utmost safety in mind under the crisis that arises. The school
administrators should take into account the maximum safety of everyone involved. All students
should have access to teaching and learning. They should utilize existing resources to the highest
benefits to enable students in all levels to study through DLTV. Policy decisions should be based
on survey for the needs of students, teachers and schools. and (2) School administrators should
focus on the role of administrators by creating self-worth to demonstrate exemplary role. The
conduct of the management including fairess to subordinates in matters of welfare and progress.
The management must direct subordinates to participate in decision-making, encourage
subordinates to take responsibility, have freedom in thought and understand the various problems
that are occurring to the organization. Subordinates who put efforts will get through the problems.
Focus should be on the surrounding circumstances which define the role of the stakeholders in
the decision-making and affect the leadership characterization of the management. School

administrators need to learn and support the use of communication and computer technologies.

his research aims to 1) analyze performance related factors of agricultural promotion

Tworkers in promotion and development of community enterprises. 2) analyze the role
of agricultural promotion workers. 3) synthesize the role of agricultural promotion workers and 4)
develop agricultural promotion worker development model for role in community enterprises
promotion and development. Population sampling was 334 agricultural promotion workers, and
Farmers who were presidents, Vice presidents, secretaries and treasurers. Quantitative and
qualitative data analysis were used.

Research results were as follows that the support from the organization (budget, material and
management) and the expected role had a positive relationship with the role of agricultural
promotion workers in community enterprises at 0.05 statistical significance. The performance role
of agricultural promotion workers in overall was in the medium level. Roles of agricultural
promotion workers in promotion and development of community enterprises comprises of 3
aspects; change advisers, disseminating academic information, and reinforcement of organization.

his research aims to study 1) the attitude of accountants in digital era towards the

Trecognition of the EXPRESS program and 2) the satisfaction level on the recognition of
the EXPRESS program of accountants in digital era in 3 areas: 1) Salaya area, Nakhonprathom
Province 2) Bophitpimuk area, Bangkok 3) Wang Klai Kang Won Campus, Prachuap Khiri Khan
Province. There were discussions among 9 focus groups and data collection through 120 online
questionnaires. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation
and Comparison with t-test and F-test (ANOVA and MANOVA).

Research results were as follows : the focus group discussions found that 1) the informants
have the attitude on the perceived ease of use of the system. It is highly important to recognize
the benefits of using the program ; 2) the respondents were satisfied with the recognition of the
EXPRESS program in the moderate level.

n this research, the development of potential of entrepreneurs of leather footwear industry

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A Core Competencies Enhancement Training Program for

his research article aims to (1) study the required behavior according to core competen-
Tcies of Bangkok Airways’ employees (2) create the core competency training program
using the Action Learning principles for Bangkok Airways employees and (3) evaluate the core
competency training program using Action Learning principles for Bangkok Airways employees.
Population sampling was 24 employees of Bangkok Airways and analyzed the data by the sign
test.
Findings are as follows: (1) The core competencies for Bangkok Airways employees consist of
5 aspects; Teamwork, Result Oriented, Understanding Customer, Skills of Communication, and
Thinking Innovation. The 25 required behaviors were found to be at the most needed level, with
a median of 4.00 and above, with the Inter Quartile Range of 0.00-1.00. (2) The results of the core
competency training program building using the Action Learning principles for Bangkok Airways
employees found that training programs had the highest level of appropriateness, 3.60 - 4.60 and
consistency index from 0.80 to 1.00., And (3) The self-assessment of the participants showed that
the supervisors behaved according to their core competency in teamwork and skills of commu-
nication after 10 weeks of training and before training at the .05 level of significance. The direct
supervisors’ assessments showed that the supervisors and managers had all behavior based on
core competency after 10 weeks of training significantly higher than before the training at the .05
level. The satisfaction of the trainees on the use of the core competence training program after
the training was found to be high to highest level of satisfaction, average between 3.83-4.67.

A Strategic Human Resource Development Model
of the Royal Thai Navy

Wilas Rianglaem' Chomsupak Cruthaka® Duangdeun Chanchreon’

Abstract

his research aimed to study the problems and needs for the strategic human resource
Tdevetopment of the Royal Thai Navy, create a strategic human resource development
model for the Royal Thai Navy and to evaluate the model. Population sampling was 242 officials
of the Royal Thai Navy responsible for the management and strategic human resource develop-
ment planning. Key informants providing information for creating model with delphi technique
consist of 21 experts. Model evaluation was conducted by 9 specialists of the Royal Thai Navy.
Research results revealed that the overview of strategic human resource development in
the Royal Thai Navy, at present, was overall exhibited at a low level. The strategic human resource
development model developed by the researcher consists of seven parts: (1) an examination of
external environmental; (2) an examination of internal environmental; (3) a comparison between
what the organization is and what the organization needs to be; (4) a determination of the
objectives for the strategic human resource development of the Royal Thai Navy; (5) the
development of human resource development strategies of the Royal Thai Navy; (6) the
implementation of human resource development of the Royal Thai Navy; and (7) an evaluation
of the strategic human resource development of the Royal Thai Navy.
In regard to appropriateness and feasibility of the model constructed by the researcher,
evaluation was carried out by means of focus group discussions in which the discussants were
experts in the field. The discussants were of the opinion that the model developed by the

researcher was appropriate and feasible and so held that it could actually be employed.

the Basic Education Commission

Abstract

his research article aims to (1) develop safety indicators in primary schools under the

TOfﬁce of the Basic Education Commission (2) develop and verify the model of safety
indicator in primary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission and (3) study
Concurrent Validity, Sensitivity and Specificity of safety indicators in primary schools under the
Office of the Basic Education Commission. The sample group in this research was for 900 persons.
Using the LISREL 8.72 program to analyze the confirmed components, test the consistency of the
linear structure model and empirical data of safety in primary schools.

Findings are as follows: safety indicators in elementary schools comprise of 4 main indicators,
and 14 sub indicators as follows: (1) the Physical Environment indicator has 5 sub indicators
(2) Emergency Preparedness and Disaster Preparedness indicator has 3 sub-indicators (3) Safety
Course indicator has 3 sub-indicators (4) Protection and Rescue indicator has 3 sub-indicators. The
results of the consistency test of the linear structure model, indicators and empirical data found
that there is consistency. The indicator values XZ = 131.46, df = 54, p = 0.00000, GFI = 0.98, AGFI
= 0.96, CFl = 1.00, RMSEA = 0.040 and Xz/df = 2.43 and the results of the Concurrent Validity
analysis of the main indicator by comparing between different primary school groups that there
are safty in schools, it is found that the main indicator has an average score between safe high
school groups, moderate safe school groups and low safe school groups indicated statistically
significant differences (p <.05).

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Land Tenure Restriction Under the Land Code: A Study of the Scope
and Legal Measures Appropriate to Thailand
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Abstract

he objectives of this research article were to examine (1) land tenure under the Land
TCode of Thailand, (2) impacts of land ownership restriction and land tenure, and
(3) guidelines on legal measures to restrict the right to own land in Thailand. The researchers used
the qualitative research methodology by using 2 methods of data collection, namely document
research, in-depth interviews of 80 people, and analyzed the data by using content analysis.
The research results show that the land tenure problem in Thailand is based on the current
tenure of land under the Land Code. As a result, Thai natural persons and juristic persons have
the right to own land in an unlimited number of capacities and without any legal measures to
enforce the utilization of the land held in any way. The above problems therefore affect politics,
society and economy because inequality causes disparities in land ownership. Therefore, Thailand
needs to take legal and tax measures to restrict land ownership, and also the use of other legal

measures to limit the right to own land to reduce the inequality in land ownership.
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Effects of Regulatory Focus and Accountability on Loss Aversion
in Decision Making for Self and Others

Auraphan Kugasemrat' Thipnapa Huansuriya®

Abstract

his research aimed to study the effect of regulatory focus and accountability on loss

Taversion in decision making for self and others. This experimental study was a 2 x 2 x 3
between subjects factorial design. Participants were 258 undergraduate students at Chulalongkorn
University (68.2% female), aged 18 to 24 years old (M = 19.22, SD = 1.23). Participants were
randomly assigned to one of the 12 experimental conditions. Specifically, they were induced to
be in either a prevention or promotion focus state of mind. Participants then decide how much
money, out of 1,000 Baht, they would spend to maintain their own status quo in 7 ways of life,
or to closed others, or a distant others. Participants in the accountability condition were told that
they had to provide justification to the researcher, while those in the non-accountability condition
did not have to.

Research results are follows: from three-way ANOVA revealed a non-significant three-way
interaction. The amount of money participants would pay to maintain status quo was determined
by the main effect of regulatory focus and decision recipients and by the regulatory focus x
accountability interaction and regulatory focus x decision recipients interaction. Participants in the
prevention-focus condition generally make a more loss-averse decision—pay more to maintain

status quo—than those in the promotion focus condition.
