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INFLUENCE FACTORS ON ATTITUDE OF PEOPLE IN BANGKOK
TOWARDS ASEAN ECONOMIC COMMUNITY
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study the attitude level of people in Bangkok towards
ASEAN Economic Community, and to study the factors that influence on attitude of people in
Bangkok towards ASEAN Economic Community. The research instrument was a questionnaire
(Index of item objective congruence: I0C = .80). A sample of 420 was randomly drawn from
people of Bangkok. The data were analyzed through frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and multiple regression analysis

The research results indicated that the attitude level of people in Bangkok towards
ASEAN Economic Community at was a middle level (x = 3.55, S.D. = .797) and the factors that
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influence on attitude of people in Bangkok towards ASEAN Economic Community were 1) the

causes of perception, 2) Perception level, and 3) Benefit of Development, Significant at .01 with

the appropriateness of the multiple regression analysis of variables .320. These three factors could

explain the variation of the level of attitude was 10.3%, with the movement of the measuring

approximately 0.764.
