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Abstract

The nationally unified college entrance examination in China (hereinafter referred to as
gaokao) is the most important and most influential in China. It is the largest scale selective exam
in China, if not in the world, with fierce competitions that all high school students have to take
before enrolling higher education institutions. Gaokao score is not just an exam score but the
score that has a power to determine entire life of individual. It is turned to be an influential
mechanism that powerfully manipulated the entire China society. Though it is an examination for
higher education, most Chinese students are trapped in exam-oriented education system to achieve
gaokao’s high score since they are in kindergarten. The hardest time of a student’s life is in high
school where students have to shoulder extreme pressures both from their parents and teachers.
Many academic researches show the association between gaokao examination and high suicide

rate of Chinese youth. This paper is to study the power of gaokao in manipulating and mobilizing

Chinese society and also the origin of its power by using review literature approach.
