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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the current states, problems and the
means for administering sufficiency schools; 2) construct the strategies for administering sufficiency
schools; and 3) evaluate the constructed strategies. In Phase 1, the sample consisted of 2 groups:
246 school administrators and teacher representatives, two selected representatives from each
school and 3 selected outstanding schools. In Phase 2, creation of the strategies done through
a focus group of 20 experts was conducted. In Phase 3, the evaluation of the congruence,
suitability, possibility and utility of the created strategies using 100 experts was operated. The
research instruments included a survey questionnaire, an interview, a focus-group discussion and
its record form, a synthesis form, and strategy evaluation form. Means and standard deviation
were used in quantitative data analysis and content analysis was employed in qualitative data
analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The results of the study of current states, problems and the means for administering
sufficiency schools showed that curriculum development and teaching were mostly problematic,
followed by the administration and personnel development follow-up. In terms of the means for
administering study, it was found that strategies included application of sufficiency economy
philosophy in their policies, planning, teacher and personnel development, curriculum and learning
and teaching development, student development activities.

2. The construct of strategies for administering sufficiency schools yielded 4 strategies:
(1) administrative strategy focused on participation in key policy through planning; (2) teacher and

personnel development strategy focused on application of the philosophy to their life and duty
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performance; (3) curriculum and learning and teaching development focused on the curriculum
development and learning units; and (4) student activity development strategy focused on providing
various activities.

3. The evaluation of created strategies revealed that the vision, missions, objectives, and
strategy aspects were received as the most suitable possible and utility in all aspects. Looking at
the suitability, possibility, and utility of the individual strategies, the following was derived. The
administrative strategy yielded the mean score of the suitability of the administrative strategy at
the highest level while the possibility and utility at a higher level. The teacher and personnel
development strategy and the curriculum learning and teaching development strategy were found
to be at a higher level for all attributes. The student activity development strategy yielded mean

score at a higher level for the suitability and possibility while the utility was at the highest level.
