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Abstract

The main objective of this study was to examine the factors of school climate that had
impact on the happiness of students at Suankularbwittayalai School. The main objective comprised
three sub-objectives; 1) to examine the status of happiness of the students, 2) to examine the
relationship between students’ background and their happiness and 3) to determine which factors
of school climate have significant impact on students’ happiness when the students’ background
is controlled. The study employed systemic random sampling to obtain samples, a total of
216 students, from all the classrooms. The data collection instrument used in in this study was
questionnaire, which was developed from previous research. The measures for students’ happiness
and school climate both had high reliability with Cronbach alpha score at .902. Data analysis
included descriptive statistics, correlation analysis, and multiple regression analysis using SPSS
program.

The main findings were 1) Suankularbwittayalai students had high level of happiness in
all aspects. The aspect of happiness with highest score was family, followed by friends and
accommodation while school received lowest score. 2) The background factors which influenced
the students’ happiness were GPA, parents’ profession and family status. And 3) when family
background was controlled, the students’ overall happiness could be predicted, at statistical
significance level of .05, by positive student-teacher relationship, school social environment and
order and discipline. The 3 factors of school climates could explain approximately 37.3 percent

of the variance of students’ overall happiness.
