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Abstract

This study investigated the use of hedging devices in students’ English essay writing to
assess students’ ability in using the devices, and to propose the future improvements of course
contents. The research instruments included students’ 19 written drafts and an ‘English Essay
Writing” textbook. Following Hyland (2005), the data analysis involved the identification of different
types of hedges used by students to express their opinions on the assigned topic.

The findings showed evidence of hedging devices used in student writing, especially in
the ‘Body’ section of the essay. The only kind of hedging devices used by the students was
‘Modal Verbs’, such as ‘May’ or ‘Can’, reflecting the students’ limited word choice with hedging

devices. In addition to this, students’ use of hedging devices was found to have problems in terms

of grammar and use of appropriate words.

Based on the research findings, the study has proposed some guidelines for the development

of the English Essay Writing Course contents in this particular context as well as some implications

for future research.
