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ABSTRACT  

 The purposes of the study were aimed to study the important 

predictors of the righteous behavior of students. The sample group consisted 

of 1,200 students from 10 Rajabhat Universities around Thailand obtained by 

Multistage Sampling. There were 11 variables in this study: Antecedent 

variables consisted of a) Situational variables: Love and Reason Child Rearing 

Practices, Social Idol, Social Support, Religion's Life and Democracy in 

 

and Self Control, Mental Health, Internal Locus of Control, and External 

Hedonism; c) Situational and Psychological variables: was  Attitude towards 

Righteous Behavior; d) Biosocial background variables : were Sex, GPA, 

Program, Year, Responsibility in family, Relationship in family, Type of 

accommodation, Education of father and mother Dependent variables : was 

the students’Righteous Behavior. The instruments for collecting data consisted 

of 19 measuring instruments. The reliability of the instruments was from 0.70 - 0.82. 
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The collected data was analyzed using the Statistical Analysis Methods: 

Standard and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis. 

 The results of the study revealed that: The fourth group of predictors 

at the 

level of  53.8 percent; The first group of predictor Psychological group of 5)  

could predict the students’ Righteous Behavior at the level of 14.8 percent; 

The second group of predictors Situational group of 5) could predict the 

students’ Righteous Behavior at the level of 6.7 percent;The third predictor 

Situation Psychological) could predict the students’ Righteous Behavior at the 

level of 29 percent. The important predictors were as follows: Social Idol, 

Orientation and Self Control Religion's Life, Attitude towards Righteous 

Behavior, and Social Support
