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Winning the Hearts and Minds in Malayan
Counterinsurgency

Abstract
This study aims to investigate the British Malaya government’s adaptation and
reconceptualisation of its counterinsurgency (COIN) strategies from 1948 to 1960. The
study found that during the early period of unconventional warfare after the Second
World War, Sir Gerald Templer, the British Hish Commissioner who recognised the
limitations of conventional warfare thinking, had an important role in acknowledging
the war in Malaya as a political war. In addition, he adopted the “Winning Hearts and
Minds” approach, focusing especially on the Chinese population in Malaya who had
been the support base of the anti-British group, as the main strategy towards this war.
It was implemented through three main measures: 1) the recognition of the right to
land ownership to the Chinese population in the Chinese new villages and the right
to citizenship for all ethnicities in Malaya; 2) the restructure of the Malayan police
authorities and the involvement of the Chinese in the imperial police and military
forces; 3) laying the foundation for self-government in Malaya and the creation of
White Areas. These measures changed the face of the war and provided the basis for
political warfare, eventually leading the British government to succeeding in putting

an end to the Malayan Emergency in 1960.
