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Abstract

This study was a study on factors affecting football gambling behaviors
among youths in vocational education institutions in Bangkok. This study
collected data from 382 youths studying in vocational institutions in Bangkok
using questionnaire as a collecting tool. Multiple regression analysis was used for
data analysis. The study found that social bonding has a negative effect whereas
social learning has a positive effect on football gambling behavior among youths.
It is suggested that we should focus on family and educational institutions to
promote social bonding and to reduce the misuse of social learning regarding

football gambling.
