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Abstract
This article studies the British colonial regime in Burma and Malay peninsula
between the 19th and 20th centuries. The objectives of this study are:
1) The administration of the government through colonial officials, and
2) The administration between the British colonial and the indigenous rulers.
The concept of the article is colonialism. The article carried out a series of primary
and secondary sources along with historical research. The results of the study
show that the British administration in Burma and Malay peninsula had consistent
in three ways: 1) The civil servants from the colonies in India are borrowed,
2) The "divide and rule" policy was introduced, and 3) Relationships with
indigenous rulers are maintained. This study brings about to understanding of
the British colonial regime in Southeast Asia during the 19th and 20th centuries
that contributed to the development of the indigenous state to the modern

colonial state.
