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Abstract
The aim of this article is to examine the role of state schools as infrastructure for
building the modern state of Siam in Payap Province, or the former Kingdom of
Lanna. It examines the educational policies of the Siamese government during
the reign of King Rama V, which used educational institutions to achieve the goal
of integrating Payap Province as a part of Siam. At that time, Siam was on its way
to becoming an absolutist state. The findings show that state schools were built
to respond to the growth of the state and to reproduce manpower for the
bureaucratic system, which was an important means of enforcing laws and
representing state power. In addition, the state wanted to use state schools to
promote the Thai language as the national language. This allowed for state

political communication between bureaucrats and subjects in Payap province.
