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Environmental Management of the Students Dormitories
at Rajabhat University in North Zone
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: firstly study the current conditions of environmental management
of the student dormitories at Rajabhat Universities in the north zone, secondly analyze environmental
management and thirdly present the strategies for the management of the student dormitories at Rajabhat
Universities in the north zone. The research was conducted by analyzing the data and contents from
documents, 144 personnel and 240 students from questionnaires, total 384 persons in Rajabhat
Universities in the north zone, and data from questionnaires and interviewing of 8 executives
of Rajabhat Universities in the north zone and also examined by the distinguish experts.

The results of the study found that the current conditions of student dormitories pollution were air
pollution, water pollution, contaminated food pollution, noise pollution, poisonous materials and hazardous
garbage pollution that led to the strategic improvement of environmental management of the student
dormitories at Rajabhat Universities in the north zone which were called ‘WACOST Model 2010" which
consisted of: 1) W: Watching, 2) AC: Acknowledgement and Collaboration, 3) O: Outsourcing audit, 4) S:
Sanction, 5) T: Treatments, including the sub-strategies of each strategy to make the efficiency of adoption
to improve or decrease the pollutions in the student dormitories for standard, cleanliness, and pollution free
environment. The suggestions from the managers of student dormitories were: to convince the university
administrators to recognize pollution problems in student dormitories, try to support the budget, and
enhanced the students who lived in the dormitories to participate in solving pollution problems of the
dormitories in the university.
