1.2.3 Hypothesis (If any) Any hypothesis
should be descriptive and related to all variables.

1.2.4 Conceptual Framework Specify the
conceptual framework in essay form, or in the case of
creating a conceptual framework as a diagram, the
author should be created a new publication specifically.

1.2.5 Research method.

In the case of single-phase research, the
first paragraph must specify the research methodology.

In the case of conducting more than 1
phase of research, specify the method of conducting
each phase clearly and completely as follows:
