If there are many co-authors, please mark with
an asterisk (*) including addresses (institution, depart-
ment, faculty), and in particular an e-mail address for
correspondence.

1.1.3 Abstract The abstract should not
more than 300 words in both Thai and English. This
summary should be clear and concise.

1.24 Conceptual Framework Specify the
conceptual framework in essay form, or in the case of
creating a conceptual framework as a diagram, the
author should be created a new publication specifically.

1.2.5 Research method.

In the case of single-phase research, the
first paragraph must specify the research methodology.

In the case of conducting more than 1
phase of research, specify the method of conducting
each phase clearly and completely as follows:
