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ABSRACT

Information Technology (IT) is indispensable for administrators to acquire information necessary
for monitoring work performances to ensure administrators’ effective decision making. The purposes of
this research were (1) to study the use of IT for management of private vocational school administrators, (2)
to study the factors affecting the use of IT among private vocational school administrators, and (3) to
construct predictive equations of the use of IT of private vocational school administrators in the Upper-
Northeast of Thailand. Subjects for this study, who were private vocational school administrators in Upper
Northeastern Thailand, were selected through stratified random sampling. The research instrument was a
questionnaire, and the statistics used in data analysis were correlation coefficient and multiple regression
analysis. Major findings of the study are as follow:

1) The overall use of IT of private vocational school administrators in Upper-Northeastern
Thailand was found at the high frequency level.

2) There were positively significant relationships between the attitudes toward using IT, the
perceived usefulness and the perceived ease of use at the .01 level of significance, and

3) Variables which significantly predicted the use of information technology for management
(APPLIED) were perceived usefulness(PU), attitudes toward using IT (ATTI) and perceived ease of use
(PEU). The prediction accounted for 92.1 per cent of the variance (R2=.921). The standardized score
